OUR TRADE.

Fresno.
In the courge of an interview yester- ’
day with General Matthews, the produce |
merchant, he said that the Los Angeles |

| market now receives supplies for thei

trade from as far north as Fresno. That
is the dividing line between Los Angeles
and San Francisco. It is about as cheap
to ship produce from there to Los Ange-
les as to the metropolis. On the coast,
our tributary line extends to Cayucos.

Potatoes and butter are now coming
here in great quantities from Lompoe. A
very guperior potato is raised in that
colony, and the farmers there prefer to
ship their produce to this market, as it
gives them a margin of returns over
those received from San Francisco.

The new cheese factory, that has been
started at Downey, is sending in a very
superior quality of chesse. They are pro-
nounced by the trade as the best yet
manufactured in this section of the
state. The dairy Jands in the vicinity
of Downey are very extensgive, and there |
is no reason why this industry, which |
already flourishes at several places in |
the county, should not become one of
the most successful and important in-
dustries in connection with the farms
that have as yet been started at this end
of the state.

Los Angeles is building up a very ex-
tensive trade in produce. Supplies for
Arizona territory and portions of
Mexico, as well as for all the outposts of
Southeastern California, are now shipped
from here. With the opening of the
road between Los Angeles and Nevada,
another extensive strip of territory will
have its buying market for produce in |
Los Angeleg.

All kinds of vegetables are now
readily disposed of in the Los Angeles |
market, and our farmers do not seem
to be able to crowd the business. There
is an immense field in our county for
the successful cultivation of produce of
all kinds, and with our constantly ex-
tending markets there is no danger of a
glut,

TABOR’S SENTENCE.

Six Months in the County Jail for Con-
tempt of Court.

Judge Ross yesterday sentenced Wil-
liam Tabor, a San Bernardino county
man, to gix months in the Los Angeles
county jail for contempt of court. Wil-
liam Tabor and A, E. Tabor, on the 16th
of this month, jumped on the motor of
one of the Southern California Motor
Road company, which runs between
Colton and San Bernardino, and one of
them pulled a pistol on W, H, Ham, en-
gineer, and Charles Maxwell, fireman, of
the motor, and threatened them with
bodily harm if they did not leave the
employ of I. H. Polk, who is receiver of
the road, by virtue of an order issued
out of the United States court. Both
men had been cited to appear before
Judge Ross yesterday morning to answer
for their interference, but A. E. Tabor
managed to evade service of the order of
the court and went to Albuquerque, New
Mexico, where he now is. William Ta-
bor appeared in the district court with
counsel yesterday, and considerable evi-
dence for and against him was heard by
the judge.

The cases of Murphy,local managerat
Colton of the Perry Lumber company,
and of Constable Farris and Justice of
the Peace Parker, who had interfered
with Receiver Polk, were taken up, and
after the hearing of evidence and con-
siderable argument, were taken under
advisement by Judge Ross.
