[ above the latitude of 4o deg. There waa
ian olive orchard in the vicinityof Mar-
seilles which had brought to the owner
an income of 10,000 francs in a single
year, and seemed likelyto do so again in
the autum of 1792, when one night the
mercury went down to 10 deg below free-
zing, and in the morning all hope of a
harvest was gone.

The localities in Italy where the olive
grows best are Sicily, Calabria, the
Abruzzi, Puglia, Lucca and the Riviera.
The best table oil exported to America is
from the province of Lucca.
