PRICES JUMPING FORWARD.

How the McKinley Tariff Bill Affects
Local Prices.

The McKinley tariff bill as it affects
local matters will not be apt to make
votes for the Republican _partg. A
Herarp reporter has investigated the
difference it has caused in prices, with
some results which will be of interest to
consumers. For example, from J. T.
Sheward and Company, the followin
changes in prices were obtained: Woo
imported serge was 51 cents a yard, it is
now 65 cents; plush garments which
were $8.50, are now $9.50 ; hosiery which
was $2.25 per dozen, will henceforth be
$2.62% ; hosiery throughout will be ad-
vanced from 20 to 25 per centum; on
gloves the price is constantly advancing
on account of the tariff, and what point
it will reach is not vet determined;
yarns have advanced from 156 to 20
cents per pound. Velvets which cost 70
cents a vard are now worth 84 cents.
Pearl buttons have advanced *‘ clean out
of sight,” as the HeraLp’s informant
put it, the new tariff increasing the rate
from 30 to 50 per centum, according to
the goods. The firm of Murphey, Grant
and Company, of San Francisco, tele-
graphed their agent in this city to make
a general advance in the price of all im-
ported goods of 20 per centum, as soon
as the bill was passed. This includes all
sorts of woolen dress goods, hosiery,
lineng, velvets and plushes. Wool Hen-
riettas have gone from 72cents a yard to
80 cents. Shoes are also on the list,and
for foot wear people will henceforth have
to pay an increase of 20 to 25 per centum
on former prices.

A hardware firm was next seen, and
some examples or the increase in that
line obtained. Tin plate is increased
according to grade from 50 cents to $1.50
per box, or on an average of 10 per
centum. Tinware will take a jump
forward in some instances of 10 per
centum, and in others of 15. All tin-
ware is liable to advance still further;
“these prices are nothing to what they
will be,”” said the dealer to the reporter.
Cutlery is taxed an eXta 10 per centum,
but has not materially advanced as
yet.

A crockery house was next visited,
and it was learned that the duty on such
goods had been advanced from 40 to 60

would jump forward at least 20 per
centum,

A peculiar feature of the affair is
that most goods are doubly taxed by the
bill; the duties themselyes being
charged so much, besides an impost on
the package or box containing them.
