THE FIRST BAREBACK RIDER.

James Robinson Reviews the History of
Circus Riding.

From the New York World.

James Robinson, the veteran bareback
rider, whose early triumphs belong away
back in the childhood of men now griz
zlywith years, is to be seen almost every-
day |at Broadway and Twenty-eight
street. He ia a small, wiry man with
thin, dark features, a little black mus-
tache and the clearest ofblue-gray eyes.
Looking at him it is difficult to recon-
cile his almost youthful appearance with
the fact that he began his career as a ri-
der as long ago as '45. This was almost
fifty years ago. Jim, ashis intimates call
him, was a boy then, of course. He was
apprenticed in that year toJohn Gossen,
an old-time circus man. In that day ri-
ders used the pad or pillion, and f)oys
were taught the art in a different man-
ner from what they are now.

The "mechanic," by which novicesare attached to a revolving beam, a r pc
from the beam to a stout belt around
the waist supporting them as the horse
makes the circuit of the ring, was not
then known. Boys or girls ambitious to
ride in spangles wore a belt to which a
cord was tastened which passed through
a ring in the pillion and thence to the
hands of the ring master, who when he
saw a beginner losing his balance pulled
the cord and thus drew the rider to the
horse, preventing a fall. Itwas this way
Jim Robinson learned to ride in a style
and with a recklessness which soon won
him the title of champion bareback ri-
der of the world.

Robinson was the first man to "cut
out the bareback ride and make it a spe-
cialty. This was in 1847. Previous to
that time he, like all others, rode thepad act. After 1847 he did all his ri-
ding bareback, and went to Europe in
the early 50's and created a great sensa-
tion. Ho was acknowledged the greates
equestrian the world had ever known.
"Ihave been credited," said Mr. Robin-
son to a World reporter, "with having
been the first man to turn a somersault
on \u25a0» horse's back, but this is not so.
The first somersault rider was Johnnie
Glenroy, who did the first flipflap in
1847. Glenroy is still alive, aged 62years,
and is clerk at the Meramee house Bos-
ton. Idid the first forward somersault
on a horse in 1848. People have an idea
that it is harder than the back somer-
sault, but it is reatly easier. The three
and four ring circuses, which make itne-
cessary to employ an army of cheap per-
formers, have detracted from the impor-
tance of the riding act, and there are
not many great riders nowadays. Cir-
cus owners don't want to pay the price
for a great rider. They get a' man to do
a jockey act for $50 of $75 a week, and
they are satisfied. I never ride for any-
body for less than $350 a week."

Robinson's two boys are riders, though
one of of them, Clarence, has retired from
the ring and is in commercial business
in Kansas City. Old-timers willremem-
ber Robinson and his two boys, one on
his head, the other inflyingattitude per-
perched no the father's thigh, as they ap-
peared in their great riding act away
back in 1860. He was then in the zenith
of his fame. Robinson has saved agreat
deal ol' money, and is still the best bare-
back rider in the profession.

ApplesProperly Cooked.
We have learned the value of the apple

aa an every-day luxury, and have them
to use freely. We began on green fruit
in August, and Ihave good , sound Rox-
burv russets in my cellar in July, and
shall have them till nearly the end of
the month.
I call cooked apple a luxury on the

table at any time. 1use the term "cooked,"
for stewed, mashed, mangled murdered
apple is not good at any time of the year.
An apple that has flavor should not be
cooked till all the flavor passes off in
steam and nothing is left but pulp. My
housekeepers are tought to pare, cut and
quarter every morning for use during the
day. When to be cooked, they are put
in a tin pan or other broad-bottom ves-
sel and set on the stove or cooking lamp
with a little water in the bottom. The
apple in the vessel should not be more
than ten inches deep and should be co-
vered tightly to keep in the steam. They
will cook very quickly, and just before
the top onesget soft, sprinkle over sugar,
cover agen and set away to cool. The
quarters should not fall to pieces. Cook-
ed in this way they are delicious. Many
a cook in the farm house needs to under-
stand the right way of cooking apples.

In the fall and early winter we leave
the peel on, especialy if it is high color-
ed, as the best flavor is next to the skin.
Idon't allow apples pared with a knife;
they should be pared with a machine
that takes a thinpeeling.
I believe farmers in general, and their

wives in particular, do not value cooked
apple as an article of diet as theyshould.
Less tea and coffee and more apple, no
doubt, would conduce to longevity. So
much sweet is used nowadays, I think
the acid of the cooked apple is needed
to keep up good digestion. I have no
doubt the free daily use of cooked apple
would diminish the use of hard cider.
This beverage is craved most in spring-
time, when the system is inclined to be
bilious. Take pains to have a full sup-
ply of apples at this time and use them
freely, and no excuse can be got up for
frequent visits to the cider-barrel. The
cider is best kept within the peel of the
apple ;kept there, it can be taken into
the system in its normal condition and
appropriated to a useful purpose. I
want no barrels tighter than common
flourbarrels to hold my cider.

PHYSICIAN MAY ADVERTISE!
The California Supreme Court in exparte

McXulty has held that it is not a crime for a
physician to advertise. In delivering the
opinion of the Court, Thornton J., said:

"Icannot hold that the Legislature has the
constitutional power to enact a law punishing
a physician, who has been decided to be compe-
tent to praotice, as was the case with the peti-
tioner here, when a certificate was issued fo
him,for what is styled 'unprofessional con-
duct,'and as advertising himself In a newspa-
per and in a printed pamphlet as a
specialist in certain enumerated diseases.
This goes beyond the police power.under which
power the statute to be considered was enacted.
That a rile of professional conduct by a board
of medical men prohibiting such advertise-
ments and declaring them unprofessional can
be declared a misdemeanor and punislitd,would
extend the police power beyond whatever has
been allowed. Ab wellmigiit the board declare
that wearing any other hat than one of a white
color by a physician should be unprofessional
conduct, and cause it to be pun-
isned as a misdemeanor. The ad-
avertisement of the character men-
tioned does no harm to any one. It may be of
benefit to tne public by laving to the subjects
ofthe diseases mentioned informatioa of the
existeuec and residence of a person who libb a
peculiar skill in curing them. Such laws are
passed to prevent injury to the community, not
tc prevent or exclude a benefit to It. We are
told that at one time the able and oelebrated
Htthneman, a Competent and properly
licensed physician, was prosecuted ana
persecuted in a German state for com-
pounding his own mediciie, under a
law enacted in the interest ot apothecaries.
I cannot conclude that such a statute here
could be regarded as a valid exetiiseof power
under our constitution. Professional etiquette
prescribed by a class of men so eminent in
standing as the medical practitioners of our
state, is ajnattt-r to be regarded and respected,
but ithas Its limits, and f cannot conceive that
a violation of it by a competent physician can
ever be by the state made a penal
offense. The rules in regard to such
etiquette between the members of the
medical as between those of tho legal profes-
sion must find their enforcement from a
source other than the state. It ishighly proper
and just that itshould be so. As the state can-
not make the conduct of the petitioner penal
directly, it cannot indirectly. To hold, as con-
tended here by counsel adverse tothe claims of
the petitioner, would be to afiirm the validity
of a statute in which an attempt is seemingly
made to accomplish that indirectly which can-
not be directly done."
