WOES OF A BARON’S DAUGHTER.

Margaret Von Vetter an Object of Charity
in a Strange Land.
The daughter of Baron Hubert Von
Vetter, of Sterenberg, Germany, was at
the department of charities for assist-
ance yesterday. Her appearance there
and the story of her life proved that the
romances and intrigues of fiction are but
the reflection of real life. Hers wasa
story sorrowful as ever was written.
Born the daughter of a baron and reared
in luxury, her thirty-five years of life
had seen her a reigning belle in society,
the sane infgate of an insane asylum, the
victim of designing brothers and, finally,
& penniless wanderer in a foreign land.
-Her name is Margaret Elizabeth Von
Vetter; she is a tall woman, with light
hair and a face on which her sufferings
have left the marks of many years more
than those which number her life. Her
story is this:
Baron Hubert Von Vetter started in
life with the entailed estate which by
law was his. It was small and poor, but
the baron was a shrewd business man,
and on outside speculations amassed a
fortune. Two sons and a daughter were
born to him. The sons were wild and
reckless, and more than once the pater-
nal hand had to go deep into the pocket
in order to save them from disgrace.
But the daughter, a bright, winning
creature, was the pet of every one, and
where she lived her name was almost a
synonym for goodness. Realizing that
his estates would soon vanish were they
left to his sons, the father left every-
thing to his daughter except the en-
tailed estates. Besides this the sons re-
ceived a small annuity. Margaret still
remembered them, and gave them a
double allowaice.
Naturally she had many suitors.
Adolph Seigford won her love and the
promise of her hand. The brothers op-

Three
weeks before the wedding day her lover
disappeared. Suspicions were lodged
against the brothers, but nothing could
be proved.

She, however,
found her train and arrived in Nobles-
town four days ago.

He knew the story
of her life, and as he was not able to
take care of her he appealed yesterday
to Chief Elliott, of the department of
charities. The chief listened to the
story, but as it was outside of his juris-
diction he told the man the city con!d
not take care of her. At the same time,
however, he ordered Clerk Hoffman to
notify Secretary Windom of the case.—
