
FAILING FECUNDITY.
Whither Is Our Population

Drifting?

Is the Tendency of Americans
to Be Non-Reproductive?

The Census Shows a Falling Off In
Rate of Native Growth.

Superintendent Porter Accounts for the
Deficit by Questioning *he Accu-

racy of Former Censuses.

Associated Press Dispatches.

Washington Oct. 31.?A bulletin to-
day issued on the population of the
United States, says : The population of
the United States, June 1, 1890, as
shown by the first count, exclusive of
whites in Indian territory, Indians on
reservations and in Alaska, is 62,480,540.
These figures may be slightlychanged
by later computation. In 1880 the pop-
ulation was 50,155,783, an absolute in-
crease in ten years of 12,324,575; per-
centage of increase, 24.57. In
1«70 the population stated as
38,585,371. According to these fig-
ures, the absolute increase between
1870 and 1880 was 11,597,412; percentage

of increase, 30.08. These figures show
that the population increased between
1880 and 1890 only 727,345 more than
between 1870 and iBBO, while the rate of
increase apparently diminished from
30.08 to 24.57 per cei.t. If these figures
were derived from correct data, they
would be indeed disappointing. Such a
reduction in the face of the enormous
unmigration during the past ten years,
would argue a great diminution
in the fecundity of the popu-
lation, or a corresponding increase
in the death rate. These figures, how-
ever, are easily explained, when the
character of the data used is under-
stood. It is a well-known fact, having
been demonstrated by extensive and
thorough investigation," that the census
of 1870 was grossly deficient in the
southern states, so much so as not only
to give an exaggerated rate of increase
of population between 1870 and 1880 in
these states, but to affect very mate-
rially the rate of increase in the country
at large.

These omissions, the bulletin says,
were not within the control of the cen-
sus office. The census of 1870 was taken
under a law which Superintendent
Walker characterized as "clumsy, anti-
quated and barbarous." The census
office had no power over its enumerators.
In reference to these omissions, the su-
perintendent of the tenth census said in
his report in relation to South Caro-
lina: "It] follows as the conclusion
of the highest authority, either that the
census of 1870 was grossly defective in
regard to the whole state or some con-
siderable parts thereof, or cisc that the
census of 1880 was fraudulent." Those,
therefore, who believed in the accuracy
and honesty of the tenth census?and
that was thoroughly established?
must accept the other alternative,
namely: that the ninth census
was "grossly defective." What was
true of South Carolina was also true in
a greater or less degree of all the south-
ern states. The omissions in all proba-
bility amounted to not less than 1,500,-
--000. Omitting from consideration those
states in which the census of 1870 is
known or presumed to have been
faulty, the rate of increase between 1870
and 1880, in the remaining states, has
been very nearly maintained in the dec-
ade between 1880 and 1890.

AI'SGEHPIELT.

There Are no Such Things as Original
Packasres in lowa.

Little Rock, Ark., Oct. 31.?The
opinion of Judge Caldwell of the United
States supreme court, in the original
package case of H. M. Van Vliet, of
lowa, was filed today. It is very lengthy
and discusses all the questions raised.
The court holds that the act of congress
and the laws of the state are valid. Fol-
lowing are the salient points of the
opinion : By the terms of the act an
original package when it arrives
within tne state where its tran-
sit terminates, is at once reduced to
the rank of domestic liquor, enjoys no
privilege not enjoyed by domestic
liquors, and is subject to the operation
and effect of the laws of such state in
the same manner as domestic liquor.
Now there never was any question that
the law of lowa prohibited the sale of
liquor produced in the state, and that
the laws for this purpose were
constitutional. These laws were
in full force at the date
of the act of congress, and that act hav-
ing in legal effect abolished original
packages on their arrival within the
state, by placing them on the same foot-
ing with liquor produced within the
state, they are as much amenable to the
state law as if they had never existed in
the form of original packages.

TOO MUCH TRAFFIC.

The Union Pacific Has More Business
Than It Can Handle.

Chicago, Oct. 31. ?President Charles
Francis Adams, of the Union Pacific
railroad, speaking today of the proposed
revision of rates, which has aroused the
antagonism of some of the eastern con-
nections of the Union Pacific, said it is
a matter simply between his road and
the Chicago and Northwestern. He has
no apprehension that the other lines in
the long run willdecline to participate in
the traffic at the same terms with the
Northwestern. He was inclined to think
the talk was gotton up more for Wall
street than elsewhere. The Union Pa-
cifichas sustained a great loss of traffic
and income of late, because of the fact
that eastern (machine shops are so
crowded that they cannot fill orders for
new equipments. Had the road been
able to secure the motive power and
equipment ordered six months ago, it
would have earned in October upwards
of $5,000,000, instead of $4,000,000. The
traffic for it to handle today, is thirty
per cent in excess oi its capacity.

The Mexican Lead Ore Tarlfi'.
Washington, Oct. 31. ?The treasury

department has issued an order to the
collector of customs at F.l Paso, Texas,
instructing him to levy a duty of IJ*
cents per pound on the entire weight of
ores from Mexico, of which lead is the
chief component part, instead of on the
actual weight of lead in the ores, as
has been the practice heretofore.

Houghwout Howe's (Funeral.
Washington, Oct. 31.?The funeral of

Houghwout Howe, who married Ben
Butterworth'e daughter Wednesday and
died Friday, took place today. The ser-
vices were attended.by Secretary Blame,

some members of the diplomatic corps
and other prominent people. The body
was taken to New York, for interment
in Woodlawn cemetery.

Conductors' Insurance Association.

Chattanooga, Term., Oct. 31.?The
Railway Conductors' Insurance associa-
tion of" the United States and Canada,
has concluded its twenty-third annual
convenvention here. It enlarged its field
of operation by passing this resolution :
Resolved, That this association will re-
ceive all persons as members who are
financially, morally and mentally qual-
ified, under the age of 00 years, and in
such positions as depot masters, train
masters, train dispatchers, superintend-
ents tmi all officers above the rank of
superintendent.

A Sensational Failure.
Chicago, Oct. 31. ?A sensation was

caused in the clothing trade today, by
the failure of Leopold Brothers & Co.,
manufacturers and wholesale dealers in
clothing, one of the oldest firms in the j
city. Confessions of judgment were en- j
tered against the firm for an aggregate j
of $149,000. The collapse came like a j
thunderbolt to the trade. Many of their
creditors are comparatively small trades-
men in other cities. All these have
been provided for. The liabilities and
assets are equal at $325,000.

Black Brutes Lynched.
Macon, Ga., Oct. 31. ?Near Valdosta.

yesterday afternoon, a negro named
Palseo committed a "brutal assault on
Miss Hardee, daughter of a prominent
planter. Last night the negro was taken
from the officers by a nio'o and jyr.chcd.

Dalton, Ga., Oct. 31. ?Two negroes
who brutally assaulted and murdered
Miss Baker, in Barlow county, were
taken from the officers last night by a
mob and lynched.

The Beekeepers Adjourned.

BARTELOT'S BEHAVIOR.

LIEUTENANT TROUP TESTIFIES
THATIT WAS BAD.

The Commander of Stanley's Rear Guard
Allowed His Men to Starve to Death
Almost inSight of Plenty.

Boston, Oct. 31.?1n a letter to Henry
M. Stanley in relation to the rear guard \
of the Emm relief expedition, Licuten- :
ant Troup wrote: "Had Bartelot be-;
hayed in a sensible manner until your
return, delayed as it was, you would
have found all your loads intact, your
men alive and flourishing. Having
come to the conclusion, as he did, that
he could not march with the men he !
had without sacrificing too many loads,
and having made up his mind to await
your return in November, he ought to
have arranged to get food for his men
and done all in his power to have what
you and we all so much de-
sired?a prosperous community. What
do you think of us 'in the
Gambuya, with any amount of supplies, j
clothing, etc., four days from Stanley
Falls, where plenty of "food could have j
been purchased, yet never an effort
made by Major Bartelot to help our poor
starving men? It is absurd to say Tip-
poo Tib refused to supply us with food.
He was never asked."

This letter was written to Stanley
while the latter was preparing his book*.
Stanley took Troup to task for not doing
something to relieve the command.
Troup replied that Bartelot was at the
head of the command, and to have done
anything, would have been mutiny.
Stanley replied that his written orders
were that Bartelot should consult Troup
in all vital matters. Troup says he did
not so understand.

make a new proof, showing the proper
reclamation thereof. This overrules a
former ruling.

NOT A FORGERY.
Colonel Markham Wrote the

Chinese-Irish Letter.

Justice Anderson Speaks Right
to the Point on It.

The Liars Nailed to the Cross of
Ignominy Forever.

Other Political Points of Interest as the
Campaign Draws to the Close All

Over the State.

To settle forever all question as to the
genuineness of the "Old Pard" letter, in
which Markham crows over the dis-
charge of the Irish miners and their
replacement by Chinese, in which he
plans to swindle his friend, Ike James,
out of money, and in which he uses
language so foul that it cannot be repro-
duced, a Herald reporter last night in-
terviewed Judge Anderson, of Anderson,
Fitzgerald & Anderson, as to the authen-
ticity of the letter, with the following
results:
Interview of Judge Anilemon, of the

Firm of Anderson, Fitzgerald & An-
derson.
Reporter?Judge Anderson, will you

tell us wh»t you know concerning the
famous "old pard" letter of Col. Mark
ham?

Judge Anderson?l have no objection
to stating the facts as they came to my
knowledge. Our firm was employed to
bring the suit of Hallocket al. vs. Mark-
ham. The management of the case fell
to me. About six months before the
suit came on for trial, Dr. Conger visited
Milwaukee, and on his return brought
copies of a number of letters that had a
bearing upon the case. These letters
purported to be written by Col. H. 11.
Markham to a number of persons. The
importance of these letters was apparent
to me. There was a suit connected with
the same matter, pending in Milwaukee,
in which Messrs. Wells, Bingham & Up-
ham were the attorneys of Dr. Minor,
who had sued Markham. That firm
had possession of the original, of which
we had the copies. Just before the trial
of our case came on, we made arrange-
ments with Messrs. Wells, Bingham &
IJpbam for one of their firm to come to
Los Angeles, and bring the original
letter. Mr. Upham, of that firm, came
on, and brought the letters. The ori-
ginals were placed in my possession,
among them the letter known as the
"old pard" letter. Upon the trial, I
produced all the original letters, and
proved their authenticity without its
being questioned by the other side.

By arrangement with the attorneys on
the other side, the letter was copied
into the reporter's notes. This was
done, as Mr. Upham desired to take the
originals back with him to Milwaukee,
to be used in the case of Minor vs.
Markham, then pending in Milwaukee.
The letters were introduced as a series
of letters written by Markham while
negotiating the sale of the Oro Orar.de
stock in Milwaukee. The "Old Pard"

Iletter, together with the others, were,
afterwards embodied in the statement
on motion for a new trial. Said state-
ment was signed by the attorneys of the
respective parties to the suit, and was
settled and signed by the judge.

There was no question as to the gen-
uineness of the "Old Pard" letter at the
trial, as the letter was undoubtedly in
Markham's handwriting. And neither
Mr. Markham nor" his counsel thought
of denying its authenticity. The "Old
Pard" letter, together with the others,
were taken by Mr. Upham back with
him to Milwaukee. The original "Old
Pard" letter, in Markham's handwrit-
ing, introduced at the trial, was the
same letter a photograph copy of which
was lately published in the Daily Her-
ald, of this city .

Dr. Nadeau to tlie Public.
Certain papers have circulated false

reports about Dr. Nadeau, to which the
doctor replies as follows: "Having
heard that a statement is in circulation
to the effect that I am not running for
the office of coroner in the expectation
of being elected, and that if I am
elected Ido not intend to perform the
duties of the office for the term for
which Imay be elected, I wish to say
to the public generally that I a n in this
race to win by all fairmeans, and that I
hereby pledge myself, if elected, to at-
tend in person to the duties of the office
during the term for which Iam elected.
The statements to the contrary are a
weak device of the enemy, and will, I
am sure, have no effect.

A. J. Spencer on Markham.

Colonel Markham's devious wavi in
business are not confined to any single
instance. Hardly a man ever associated
with him in business in this state but isopposed to him in politics. Yesterday
A. J. Spencer of Long Beach called at
the Herald office and made the follow-ing statement of facts:

"Iwas the original discoverer of the
Oro Grande mine. Isold it to Colonel
Markham and others. At the time I
sold it, James Waldrip had an interest
with me. So had John Goldsworthy,
and Judge Wm. Clancy. They retained
their interest and Waldrip and I sold to
Markham, Conger and Hallock. Wal-
drip and I sold for $500 cash each,and we were each to get $3500 more. A
long time passed and we never got any
of this money. In 1883,1 think, CharlesLawrence came, to me and told meMarkham was burst, did not have a
dollar; that what little property he had
saved he had put in his wife's name and
that I had better settle my claim foranything Icould get. He told me tog)(Lwn to Los Angeles and see Markham.
1 came down and went to the office of
Colonel Markham. He acknowledged
that he had sent Charlie Lawrence to
me, and said he was broke. He said
those mines are not worth a d . But
Iwant to do as well by you as I can. If
you bring a suit on that claim Iwill
have to raise a little money to defend it,
and Iwould rather give you that than
to give it to the lawyers. I will give
you and Waldrip $1000 each. We
thought he was tellingus the truth and
took the money. A few days
after a man named Cleghorn
came to me and told me not
to settle my claim against Markham;
that he had been making inquiries and
that Markham was worth $50,000. I
told him I had already settled with
Markham, and that it was too late. I
afterward learned that when Markham
played this trick on us he had negoti-
ated the sale of the mines to parties
east, and that he was really a rich man.

When he wanted to get the nomina-
tion for governor he sent me word by a
man at San Jose, A. Lucas, that he had
made some money and would pay me

all he owed me. Then he got the nomi-
nation, and about ten days ago Lucas
went to him and asked when he would
settle with me; but Markham
laughed and said : "It is too
late now. lam dead sure to be elected.
That G d old fellow can go to
h .

Mr. Spencer is well known here, and
his statement bears the impress of truth
on it.

How Aguirre Caught Lauterio.

Martin Aguirre is the great hero of the
Republican party. Did Martin ever cap-
ture a culprit since he was made sheriff?
Ifany one wants to know how he caught
Lauterio, the ex-deputy auditor, when
he was a fugitive from justice, the way
to do it is to ask Sheriff Seymour of
San Bernardino. He is a Republican
and will make out a good case for
Aguirre. He will tell you he did all the
work, run all the risk, and that Martin
got all the glory.

The handling of the insane cases will
do Aguirre a lot of good too. The com-
missions paid for sitting on these unfor-
tunates is worth about $1000 a year.

The mosqui-
toes were lean and thin, for they never
had a taste of anything more filling
than miasmatic vapors. They were
good bloodsuckers if a chance was given
them, but not so good at findingthe
victim as Gamier and Kelly. The
place was not worth a cent. I guess I
will not vote for Kelly. 1 will put no
trust in his hands."
