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MOJAVE MURDERERS.

They Kill a Defenseless
Woman in Mint Canon

And Shoot a Man
the Arm.

Through

A Posse of Indignant Citizens in
Pursuit.

The U. 8. Marshal and the Sheriff Join in
the Chase—The Indians Have
Eighteen Hours' Start,

Telegrams were received yesterday
from Postmaster R. E. Nickel, of Acton,
by the United States marshal and the
gheriff announcing the murder of a
white woman by Indians in the Soledad
cafion. The particulars were very
meager. Coroner Weldon was notified
and he, Major Gard, U. S. Deputy Mar-
shal Jenkins, Sheriff Aguirre and Depu-
ties Hammel, Brady and Abila left by
the 12:45 train for the scene of the
crime. The officers were well armed.
It was impossible to obtain any informa-
tion by means of the telegraph, but a
Herarp reporter boarded the overland
at San Fernando street and obtained
from a gentleman who had left Acton
thag morning the following particulars:
A woman who has been residing for
some time about a mile from Acton re-
cently moved into a littie cafion be-
tween Lang’s station and Kent. Her
husband, whose name is Farmer,
was absent. He is working about
twenty miles from San Diego. With
Mrs. Farmer were her three children.
On Friday three Mojave Indians, one of
whom had a Winchester, calied at her
house in this lonely little cafion and
asked for a drink of water, Asshe was
turning to re-enter the house, after hav-
ing supplied them with the water, the
Indian raiged the Winchester to his
shoulder and shot her through the back,
the bullet piercing her heart and killing
her instantly. He then ghot at the
children, but missed them, and the
trio then left. Soon after they met
George W. Clark, and the Indian who
was armed shot him through the wrist.
The bullets which have been found are
over two inches in length. After this
lagt exploit the murderers immediately
left, but when the news of the crime
reached the white gettlers in the Sole-
dad cafion, Postmaster Nickel imme-
diately formed a posse of a dozen men,
who started in pursuit, and were lucky
enough to strike the trail, which led
southward to Humphreys. The In-
dians who did the shooting on Thurs-
day stopped a man named Thomas, to
whom they said that they live at
Calico.

Another account received from Ra-
venna yesterday afternoon says: About
noon on Friday three Indians called at
the house of a rancher in Mint cafion,
about seven miles north of Kent station,
on the Southern Pacific, and asked for
a drink of water. In the house were
Mrs. Chambers and her two children,
one being 7 vears old and the other still
younger. The weman gave them the
water, and, after drinking, one of the
Indians raised his Winchester and shot
her i through' .tha head: They then
robbed the place of everything they
could carr{; away. A man named Clark,
living in the same cafion, was also shot,
although his wound, which is in the
arm, is not very serious. The Indians
are now supposed to be making their
way tq the Mojave. Several parties are
out looking for the murderers, but; as
they have eighteen hours’ start, it is
likely that they will manage to escape.

Late last evening the following special
telegram was received from Lang’s
station.

Laxas, Nov. 15—[Special).—Yesterday
morning at about 9 o’clock, an Indian
came to the house of Mrs. C. W. Farm-
er, living in Mint canyon, eight miles
north of this place, and asked for a
drink of water; after getting the avater,
he took hold of the laﬁy and began pull-
ing her; she screamed and managed to
get away from him, and started into the
house, when he took aim with his rifle
and fired at her, the ball taking effect in
her back, killing her instantly. He
then tried to make her 12-year-old boy
give him some money, but not getting
any he went through the house in
search of it, and not getting any started
off after trving to shoot the
boy, who managed to get out of
his way. {

Mrs. Farmer’s husband was away
from home at the time, but arrived
today. Several ranchinen in the vicin-
ity saw the Indian the day before, and
he can be easily identified i1f caught.

On the same day at about 2:30, John
Clark, while coming to Lang’s station
from Mint cafion, was shot at twice by
some one in ambush, when within one
mile trom here. The second shot struck
him in théwrist bone, only slightly in-
juring him. He made his way as fast as
he could to the open ground, but could
not see any one. The shooter was very
likely the same Indian who killed Mrs.
Farmer, and supposing Clark was look-
ing for him, shot at him. Sheriff
Aguirre and Marshal Gard, with a posse
of deputies, arrived today and are now
searching the country for the murderers.

TEditor Goytino of the Progrés Califor-
nien, had his equanimity very much
digturbed last night. His face was
likewise scratched so that his carmmne
blood had dyed his spotless white cravat
a sanguine hue, Mr, Goytine had en-
joyed a late supper at the Hotel d’Eu-
rope, at the corner of Los Angeles and

departing for his abode he became aware
that two men were spotting him. Goy-
tino stopped and, as he claims, Messrs,
Ballade and Beni approached him, and
heaped upon his devoted head many
invectives, which he declared were
low, vulgar and  decidedly un-
true. hile Beni was engag-
ing Goytino’s attention in front,
Ballade made a gally from behind and
smote the editor in a forcible manner on
the ear. Mr. Goytino then sent Beni
flying on his back, and the fight became
a very pretty three-cornered free and
easy, also cal{zd sometimes a rongh and
tumble. When they were tired, time
was called, and then the policeman, who
had prudently remained in hiding until
the fray was over, mildly inquired if
gsomebody was calling. When the mat-
ter had been explained, the three gen-
tlemen were requested to accomﬁa'my the
‘‘cop” to the station, where nothing was
done, because the policeman had not
geen the fight. Mr. Goytino, who had
several geratches in the face, said that
the attack was cowardly, and that he
would cause the arrest of those who as-
saulted him. It is understood that the
cause of the trouble is an article in which
the editor did not treat Ballade and Beni
very tenderly,

BEAUTY AND BLOOMS.

THE FLOWER SHOW CLOSES IN A
WHIRL OF ATTRACTIONS.

The Display a Success in Every Particu-
lar—Jaguarina and Englehardt—Bobby
Burns’s Fine Dancing— A Fine Show.

The first exhibition of the Southern
California Floral society, which has been
open at Hazard’s pavilion since Tuesday
last, closed last night, and proved one of
the most successful events of its kind
ever held in this city, not only from a
financial standpoint, but algo from an
artistic and botanical one,

Heretofore the main desire of those
connected with the arrangement of af-
fairs of this kind seemed to be that of
creating a blaze of color, without regard
to tone; whereas the florists paid more

attention to the grouping of ev-
ergreens, ferns, and such other
plants as are rarely seen dis-

played in public exhibitions, and very
little color was permitted, in fact only
just enough to relieve the monotony.
The effect was therefore much more
pleasing to the eye, and was moreover
enhanced by the interest which natur-

ally attached to a display of professional
Krowers.

Taken as a whole, the exnibition was |

a-remarkably good one, when the fact
that the society by whom it was ar-
ranged had only been in existence ninety
days prior to the opening day, is taken
into consideration. As, however, the
members of the society intend making
more extensive prepafations, at least six
months in advance of their next exhibi-
tion, it is impossible to conjecture what
their second attempt will bring forth;
but it is at least safe to believe that it
will completely eclipse the show just
closed.

There was a much larger attendance
last night than upon any previous even-
ing since the opening of the exhibition,
and the wisdom of the society in continu-
ing the display for another day was em-
phatically encored.

A special and attractive programme
was arranged for the entertainment of
the visitors, in addition to the ordinary
promenade musicale by the orchestra,

It consisted of faney Scotch dancing
by the popular Highland laddie, Bobbie
Burns, who appeared in the picturesque
costume of the ‘“‘land of thistles,” ac-
companied by a piper, also arrayed in
Highland costume.

It was then announced that Jaguarina
and Mr. Englehart would give an assault
at arms. At the bray of the trumpet
the famous swordswoman, clad in her
harness, stepped on the stage, followed
by her opponent. The pair made a most
picturesque appearance. Jaguarina the
embodiment of perfect physical devel-
opment, lithe, quick and graceful;
Englebhardt, his body clad in a sort of
toreador costume, disdaiming a plastron,
wore simply a heavy jacket, and gold
striped white flannel trousers. The
salute given as the two experts faced
each other, was not the oidstyle swords-
men’s ceremony, which is more com-

licated and longer than all the services
in the prayer book put together, but was
that introduced of late as de riguer on
the field of honor by Parisian maitres
d’armes.
