Little Puck Plays at the Los

Angeles.

The Clemenceau Case Comes
Next at an Early Day.

Nyni Krinfrle on the Cruro-Mania
Plays of the Day.

Some Other Points on Plays and Players
From All Parts of the Country

Colleoted From Many Sources.

Farce-comedy, as it isjcalled, seems to
be perennial on the American stage.
In the shape of Frank Daniels's Little
Puck it will he the attraction at the New
Los Angeles theater, for four nights, be-
ginning Thursday, December 11th. This
piece, from the pen of Archibald Clav-
ering Gunter is one of tho best
of its class, possessing, as it
does, some fiber in plot and more
than the ghost of an idea. The
story is taken from one of Anstey's fan-
ciful novelettes, and the principle char-
acter, Mr. Packingham Giltedge, has
been absorbed by Mr. Daniels in his
happiest and most complete manner.
Packingham is drawn on very different
lines from Old Sport, by which, in one
of Hoytesque conceits, first aroused the
attention of the public. But dealing

with that he did it all the justice the
creation demanded, quite as much in its
way, as he invests the more elaborate
study of the matter-of-fact stock broker
in Little Puck, who occupies his own
body and afterwards that of his son
Billy.

The same company that supported
Mr. Daniels during his long run at the
New Park theater, New York, accom-
panies him in this, his third visit to the
Pacific coast, including the pretty and
vivacious littlewoman and conscientious
actress, Bessie Sanson, who has been
identified with several of his farce-com-
edy successes. In this she Mi-
randa Savage, Dr. Savage's daughter, in
love with Billy. The farce-comedy
which almost aspires to be called the
straight article, is clean and wholesome
in tone, and will be freshened and en-
riched with entirely new songs, music,
dances, and specialties, from the newest
operas and burlesques.

The reopening of the California Dime
museum and theater Saturday was a de-
cided success, and hundreds of people
thronged both the theater and museum.
The excellent system of handling such a
vast crowd was due to the former ex-
perience of Manager Doyle, who thor-
oughly understands the art of entertain-
ing and pleasing the public. That it is
a bona-lide family resort, the number of
ladies and children who besprinkled the
audience would attest, and the show
gave thorough satisfaction.

A correct dramatization of Alexandre
Dumas's great work, the Clemenceau
Case, will be placed on the boards of
the principal theaters, in the large cities
of this country. The company engaged
for its interpretation, it is said, will ex-
cel, in point of excellence, any company
that has been organized in this country,
and the author of the Clemenceau Case
will be given that credit which is his.
Special scenery has been prepared, and
all that excellence which has character-
ised previous productions by J. M. Hill
will be found in connection with this
one.

The New York Sun says: The matured
opinion about Mrs. Carter seems to be
that she has missed a great success, not
because she lacks talent, but because
she has fallen short of the popular ex-
pectation in the matter of beauty. Her
face in repose is not unattractive, but it
loses much of its charm when she be-
gins to speak. The teeth of this latest
aspirer to fame as a society star are very
prominent, and Mrs. Carter has a way
of drawing her lips tightly over her
teeth and grimacing as she talks in a
fashion that is apt to divert the mind of
the spectator from the lines of the play.
Perhaps this is rather a good thing, as
the lines of the play are monstrously
stupid, but itdoes not aid Mrs. Carter
in her struggta tor fame. She is slender
build and not ungraceful.

Tonight popular, honest little Emma
Abbott opens a season of opera at the
Baldwin, San Francisco, after an ab-
sence of three years from the coast.

Abbott opera this year is said to be
quite out of the usual course of English
opera, of larger proportions and real
magnificence of staging. It is recorded
that at the close of last season Manager
Pratt declared it to be his determination
to prepare and put on the present season
the grandest and most richly caparisoned
opera the country has seen since the
days of the refulgent but disastrous
American grand opera, and from all ac-
counts he has kept his word.

heroic, tragic, romantic, brilliant and so
on to the almost pastoral simplicity of
Martha and Bohemian Girl. For the
two weeks at the Baldwin it is :

Margaret Mather isa very busy woman
at present. Between her acting and
the rehearsals of Jeanne d'Arc, which
are in progress daily, her time is en-
tirely taken up. The new scenery for
the production of Jeanne d'Arc by
Homer P)mens and Harley Merry, is
nearly completed, and they promise to
surprise the public with the beauty of
their work. M. Barbier's play is a suc-
cession of historical pictures. There are
six of them, all elaborate, carefully cos-
tumed and historically correct. The
first scene shows the home of Jeanne
d'Arc at Domremy; the second is at
Chinonjthe third picture illustrates the
bank of the Loire, dividing the French
andEnglLh armies; the fourth shows
the coronation of Charles VII. in the
cathedral of Rheims, with bishops,
priests, acolytes and censer bearers.
The last tableau is in the old market
place at Rouen, where the maid of Or-
leans is bound to the stake and burned.
Miss Mather will play the part of Jeanne
d'Arc, which was originally acted hy
Sarah Bernhardt in Paris. The play wiII
be produced lirst at the Fifth-avenue
theatre, New York, tonight.

The professional matinee of Poor
Jonathan at the Casino, to . which not
alone New York actors, but those play-
ing in all adjoining cities, Newark, N.
J., Brooklyn, etc., were to be invited,
is not to take place.

Arrange-
mental have been made with A. M. Pal-
mer for a six-weeks run at Palmer's
theater, beginning September 7, 1891.
The route lias been booked and long en-
gagements will be played in the large
cities. Richard Marston will paint j
several of the most important scenes at 'Kenilworth and in Queen Elizabeth's
court. The cast, which is very long one,
will include several metropolitan favor-
ites.

The National Conservatory of Music
of America has added to its" facility as
professor of violin Madame Camilla
Urso, who is particularly interested in
conservatory work. It is well known
that according to the rules of the Paris
conservatory boys only were admitted
to its violin classes until the great talent
of Camilla Urso was recognized by
Auber, the director, since which time
the conservatory has opened its doors to
all gills of promise.

Nym Krinkle in the New York World
has this to say of the cruro-mania shows
now so common:

There was no meaning to the exhibi-
tion. But hundreds of similar "shows"
have run for years without meaning.
There was no sense in it, but Evangeline
kept the stage, with nonsense. What
was the matter with it?

The matter was this. It was foolish-
ness without fun. Itwas beauty with-
out charm. Itwas music without voice.
It was wit without unction. It was
restlessness without sport. Reckless-
ness without abandon- A cut-and-dried
procession of smirking women who have
been educated to believe that all the
public cared for is an exposure and not |
an exposition.

Burlesque at this low and vulgar con-
dition is tiresome. Let that remarka-
ble discovery be noted.

As the theater at the present stage of
social development offers the onlyoppor-
tunity for men to discover how women
are built, burlesque, properly hedged by
a stage manager, may have its advan-
tages. But even in this view of the case
it is necessary that the women shall be
built. In the interest of popular ideals,
one must protest against the wholly un-
warranted carelessness which these ex-
hibitors display in making up the neces-
sary womanliness. The disproportion
between legs and arms goes on apace.
The arms get thinner and the legs get
bigger, and nature as a rule does not as-
sociate the consumptive arm with the
plethoric leg.

What is needed at this moment is a
reformatory movement for the better
distribution of pads. Every burlesque
company ought to have a board of equal-
ization.

Ifthe exhibition of the female figure
is an essential and allowable part of
public entertainments, why should there
not be an effort made to improve the
female figure on scientific stock-breeding
principles? Of course Idon't know that
thia has not been done, and Mr. Ned
Rice may have a stock farm somewhere
for supplying the amusement market
with burlesque fillies.
I only know that in a scientific age,

when sentiment has to give way to prac-
tical improvements, it would be a very
good plan to keep the stage exhibit up
to the shop window exhibit, which offers
us at every step the classic Venus and
the divine Diana.

Manager Augustus Pitou has already
begun preparations for an elaborate pro-
duction of Mavourneen, Jessop and
Townsend's new romantic Irish drama,
in which W. J. Scanlan willbe seen at
the Fourteenth-street theater next fall.

Messrs. Abbott &Teal have purchased
Harry Paul ton's th ree-ac t coraedy,N iobe,
and intend to give it a run in New York
city during the winter. Mr. Paulton
has returned to London. He is engaged
to play principal low-comedy parts at
the Globe theater.

Patti Rosa recently played in Atlanta
and was presented by the Rifles, the
swell military company there, with a
diamond-studded badge. Miss Rosa is
an honorary member of the Rifles. The
presentation was made bvCol. Calhoun,
ex-mayor of' Atlanta, and a nephew of
John C. Calhoun.

The Deacon's Daughter waa on all
last week with Annie Pixley at tho
Grand opera house, New York. Miss iPixley will sing some new songs and dis-
play several gowns, which are described
as gems of the dressmaker's art.

FARMERS' ALLIANCES.
They Are Growing Like Summer

Weeds in California.
P. T. Durfy of Monte Vista was in the

city yesterday. He was a delegate to
the Farmers' alliance meeting at San
.lost, and returns very much interested
in the present and future of the order.
He says President Cannon is in Los An-
geles now, and that new alliances are
being formed right and left, while the
membership is increasing with marvel-
ous rapidity. Organizers are out all
over this lower country forming new
alliances at many points.

Mr. Durfy thinks the future of the or-
ganization depends mostly on maintain-
ing its purity of elements and
of purpose. One of the great trou-
bles is to keep the membership
confined strictly to farmers, to those
who are directly interested in the culti-
vation of the soil in some shape. The
great success of the organization is at-
tracting attention, and all sorts of com-
binations seem anxious to get into the
new order. Many labor organizations
are coming to the door to make inquiries
as to terms of affiliation, and the Nation-
alists are asking for direct admission.
While the labor people are practical,
their interests are not by any means
identical with those of the farmers, and
the Nationalists are mostly theorists.
To let in all sorts ofpeople means to
complicate the aims and workings of the
organization. Antagonisms and divis-
ions, misunderstandings and strife will
ensue.

As it is desirable to keep the member-
ship free from entangling alliances, so it
is to preserve the order from the inter-
ference of the old political parties. Mr.
Durfy regrets the introduction of the
contest over the Lodge force bill in the
National Alliance at Ocala, Florida.
That ho regards as a sectional and pure-
ly political question, involving the
Democratic and Republican party inter-
cats mainly. He thinks the alliance
should keep aloof from all such questions
of a political nature, and confine itself
entirely to such matters as concern
the organization and the direct
interests of the members. The Alliance
ought to advocate the election of men
from either party who willpledge them-
selves to further the interests of the
farmers.
