The Last Meeting of the Old
Council.

Major Bonsall Elected Presi-
dent of the New Body.

«Chicken Brown Has a Parting Shot
at the Mayor.

“The Make-Up of the Standing Committees.
Mr. Brooks Appears for Mr. Cobb.
A Bpeedily Settled Contest.
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The city council met in regular session
.at 10 o’clock yesterday morning, Presi-
.dent Frankenfield in the chair, and all
the members present. ;

There was an unusually large attend-
ance of spectators, the lobby and gallery
being ¢crowdedl with citizens of all class-
es, who were anxious to see the old
.council retire in favor of the new. Each
of the twelve desks were decorated with
a bouquet of flowers, culled from the
plants at the East Side park, and the

il chamber pr ted a gay ap-
pearance, a8 the decorations put up in
honor of King Kalakaua had not been
removed.

After the usual preliminaries had been
disposed of,President Frankenficld asked
the pleasure of the council, and Mr.
Brown arose to a question of privilege.
He said that he desired to reply to cer-
tain remarks made by the mayor in a
card published on election day, reflect-
ing upon him in hisofficial capacity. He
then handed a document to the clerk,
who read it as follows : :

Mg, Presipent: I rise to a question of
personal privilege, for the pu n:ipoue of
answering an attack recently made upon
«certain committees of this council, of
which I am a member, and as this is the
last meeting at which I shall be present
a8 & councilman of this city, I think it
proper at this time to place myself on
record.

On the day of the last city election
there was, as doubtless most of you are
aware, a circular spread broadcast
throughout our town, and_this circnlar
to which I refer was headed *“A Card
from Mayor Hazard,” and was signed
Henry T. Hazard—so one would natu-
rally presume that our Henry wrote it.
From reading this card, one unacquaint-
ed with the facts would naturally infer
that Henry wae the only really honest
man connected with the city govern-
ment, but in the exuberance of his self-
laudation he seemed to lose sight of the
point at which statements of facts end-
ed, and allowed himself to indulge in
flights of imagination to such an extent
that I feel it mi' duty to myself and the
constituency which I have endeavored

. to faithfully represent, to show wherein
the mayor was wrong.

He alleges that the supply committee,
of which I am chairman, purchased ‘‘at
one time 100 tons of hay at $10 per ton,
when good bay could be purchased for
$7.50 per ton at retail, and the hay pur-
<h was only fit for and was prin-
cipally used for bedding.”” Now this

Dillon, who resides at Seventh and Hi
streets, and it is true that he paid $10
per ton for it, as can be seen by referring
to the demand on file with the auditor,
but it is not true that good hay could be
bought at that time for $7.50 per ton, or
for less than $10 per ton at wholesale;
and it is not true that this hay or any
art of it, 8o far as the supply committee
ﬁn-\w, was used for bedding. If it wae
the head of the department so using it
should be removed from office for per-
mitting such unwarranted extravagance.
The repairing of the old city hall bobs
up in Henry’s card, and he truthfully
states that the same was done by the
building committee. He also states

to the voters, and then draw your own
conclusions.

The document was placed on file,

Mr. Wirsching then arose and ad-
dressed the council as follows:

‘‘As we are about to be numbered
with the past, I wish to make a few re-
marks which occurred to me as we en-
tered the building. Our work haslasted
for two years, and for two years we have
had presiding over us a gentleman who
has labored with success in governin
this body to its entire satisfaction, and,
I hope, that of the public. Thishasnot
been done without obstruction and dif-
ficulties which were sometimes hard to
surmount, but all storms have been rid-
den, and it is in safety that we now turn
the shipof state into the hands of our
successors, who the public and ourselves
believe to be assafe as our own. It
is mnot, therefare, fitting that this
council retire without by some fublic
expression acknowledging the services of
our president, and to that end I move
that a vote of thanks be given our Em
ident, 'for the success of his administra-
tion.

The motion was seconded and unani-
mously carried.

The president responded tg‘thmking
the couucil and the press. He aid:

“It is very gratifying to me to know
that I have done my duty with the suc-
cess which I have labored to achieve. I
could not have done this, however,
without the help of the members of this
council, to whom I render thanks.”

Mr. Hamilton then rose and said:

*“I feel individually that we have un-
dertaken to do our luﬁ dut{lwith regard
to all persons in thecity. How we. have
succeeded it is left for the people to de-
cide; we have had many difficult times,
but we have always pulled through. I
thank you all for tﬁe courtesy which
has been extended to me, and I feel that
you each in retiring carry with you an
anrecistion of a work done to the best
of your several abilities.”

On motion of Mr, Shafer,the old coun-
cil then formally adjourned sine die.

At 10:25 o'clock, City Clerk Teed
called the new council to order, and the
following new members answered the
roll call:

First ward, F. M. Nickell; Second
ward, Daniel Innes; Third ward, Will-
iam H. Bonsall; Fourth ward, W. H.
Rhodes; Fifth ward, John Q. Tufts;
Sixth ward, Chauncy H.Alford ; Seventh
ward, Daniel McGarry; Eighth ward,
Theodore Summerland; Ninth ward,
Samuel Rees.

On motion of Mr. Rees the council
then proceeded to the election of a per-
manent president. City Clerk Teed act-
ing as chairman appointed Messrs.
Innes and Rhodes as tellers, and Messrs.
Bonsall and Tufts were then placed in
nomination by Messrs. Rees and Innes,
respectively, Mr. Nickell nominating
Mr. McGarry, who, however, almost im-
mediately withdrew. On motion of Mr.
Alford it was ordered that the vote be
proceeded with by roll call, but on mo-
tion of Maj. Bonsall this action was re-
congidered and it was ordered that a
vote be taken by secret ballot.

The result of tha first ballot was as
followa: Boneall 6, Tufts 3, Rhodes 1.

Clerk Teed then announced that Ma-
jor Bonsall had been duly elected as
pregident, and appointed Messrs. Tufts
and McGarry as a committee to conduct
the newl{ elected president to the chair,

On taking his seat, Major Bonsall
said: “I thank you very much for this
compliment. I trust my endeavors will
meet with your favor. shall certainly
try to serve you faithfully. We are
elected by the people not to run a pol-
itical machine, but to guard and repre-

) manad
ple of this city as they are effected in

the administration of municipal affairs,
Our election does not necessarily mean
that we shall be opposed to corporations
any more than that we are to be antag-
onistic to individuals, but that we are to
treat all with fairnees, having in view
the wise and careful conducting of the
business of the people.”

President Bonsall then called the at-
tention of the council to section 18 of
article 11 of the state constitution,
which he read. The article prevents
municipalities. from spending more
money than is collected during the year
than that which isappropriated through
taxes.

that it ‘was ‘‘remodeled at a lossfto theq The president then announced the

city of thousands of dollara’—all of
which is falee. The committee called
for bids for certain of this work, and the
lowest one received was for $1600, The
committee re{ecwd all bids, and did the
+ work themselves at a cost of $1200. He
says ‘“much of the work was done by
the prisoners in the jail underthe charge
of a boss, who collected $3 per day for
the work of these men, and against my
protest these bills were paid.”’ Every
single word of this statement is abso-
lutely false, and I challenge the mayor
to prove his assertions. The bills as
paid are on file with the auditor and are
public documents, open to the scrutiny
of any one who desires to investigate
the matter.

The regular monthly reports of the
various officials were received, and re-
ferred as ueual to the city auditor, while
that of the city auditor was referred to
thefinance committee,

The superintendent of buildings re-
ported that he knew of no reason why
the new high school building should not
be accepted, as the contractor had ful-
filled the terms of his contract. The
matter was referred to the building com-
mittee.

A communication was received from
City Justice M. T. Owens, announcing
that he had appointed M. I. Kinzie as
clerk of his court, and asking that the
appointment be confirmed.

r. Rees moved that action on the
matter be deferred for one week, but
Mr. Bummerland moved as a substitute
that the appointment be then and there
confirmed. The matter was debated at
some length, but finally the motion to
defer action prevailed.

The report of the city engineer accom-
panying & number of ordinances for
street work was referred to the board of
public works.

A communication was received from
the board of park commissioners with
reference to the city hall park, stating
that as the ground adjoining the city
hall had never beeri. dedicated for par{(
purposes, the board could not be ex-
pected to take care of it. The commu-
nication was filed.

. A communication was received from
City Assessor J. W. Hinton, asking for
auchorit¥ to employ three assistants,
one chief and two other deputies. Mr.
Hinton was sent for, and while waitin,
for him to appear before the council,
Mr, McGarry moved that the county
authorities be requested to allow the
city assessor to have access to the
county assesgment list, in order to save

xpenses, but no action was taken
thereon, although the idea seemed to be
generally approved.

Mr. Hinton subsﬁuently appeared
and etated that he h alrendﬁconsulted
with the county assessor for the purpose
of having the city improvements as-
gessed on the same basis as those of the
county. There was, however, a grea’
deal of work to be done in his office, and
he would endeavor to do it with the
usual number of deputies.

Mr. Innes stated that before the coun-
cil convened he had spoken to Mr. Hin-
ton on the subject of his deputies, and
that official had stated that the salaries
paid at the present time were not suf-
ficient to tempt thoroughly efficient men
to accept positions as deputies. The
question arose in his mind as to whether
or not it was cheaper for the tax payers
to pay better sataries and secureefficient
men, or to pay poor salaries and emglny
ineflicient deputies. After some debate
the matter was referred to the finance
committee.

In the matter of the contest of F.
Cobb against 5. Rees, the sitting mem-
ber from the Ninth ward, the city attor-¢
ney reported udlvisling tgne oouln:cilljtxl)l re-

u city clerk to bring the ballots
'ﬁzm ;tmzr ward at_the general

municipal election held December 1,
1890, into the council chamber, and that
the council should proceed to canvass
said ballots,

Mr. Summerland moved that the
council proceed to canvass the ballots at
once, but Mr. Rees said in view of the
fact -that the contestant had assured
him that he was satisfied that he was
entitled to his seat, and had not given
him any notice of his intention to con-
test the matter until yesterday morn-
ing, he thought action should be de-
ferred one week in order to give him a
chance to procure counsel. He there-
fore made a motion to that effect.

J. Marion Brooks, Esq., counsel for
Cobb, ridiculed the idea of anyone
directly interested in a matter of this
sort making a motion to defer, where-
upon Mr. Rees jumped to his feet and
said that it seemed to him an un-
gentlemanly proceeding to come and
ask him to shut up like =a
clam in the face of a lawver
whose volubility was unexcelled in this
city. The motion to defer action was
then put and voted down by 6 votes to
3, Messrs. Rees, Innes and Bonsall vot-
ing affirmatively.

Mr. McGarry made a motion to the
effect that the council adjourn until 10
o’clock this morning and take up the
matter then, but there was no second,
and Mr. Summerland’s motion carried
unanimously.

The ballots were then produced and
counted, and at 3:40 o’cjock the result
of the count was read by Clerk Teed, as
follows: Rees, 3756; Cobb, 820; scatter-
ing, 2; no votes, 2; total, 680. Majority
for Rees, 56.

On motion of Mr. Innes, Samuel Rees
was then announced as the duly elected
member from the Ninth ward, =
