The wheat market was strong this morning,
but quotations are unchanged. The demand
for shipping grades is fair, but not much wheat
is changing hands. The steamer Oregon ar-
rived from Portland this morning with 19,398
sacks of wheat, to be loaded here for export by
the Pacific Coast Elevator company. Choice
feed barley is firm. Oats are very strong, and
prices are tending upward.
