PRAYERS FOR RAIN.

Bishop Mora Issues Instructions for
Their Observance.

Francis Mora, bishop of Monterey and
Los Angeles, at Salinas City, on the 20th
instant, issued the following order to the
Catholic clergy and community of his
diocese :

DeAr 1§y CaHrisT: Whereas, there is
danger that for want of rain the labors
of our farmers may be deprived of their
reward, to the detriment of the poor,
we thought it a part of our duty to have
recourse to the ‘‘giver of every good
gift’”’ for our much needed relief, through
the prayers of the church.

Trusting, therefore, in the promises of
Him who never despises the supplica-
tion of a contrite and humble heart, we
ordain:

First—From the receipt of this until
the last day of April, whenever the
rubrice permit it, the prayer for rain be
eaid in the holy sacrifice of mass.

Second—The litanies of the saints as
in the Roman ritual—ad pratendam plu-
viam—be received every Sunday after
Parochial mase.

Third—The litanies of the Blessed
Virgin and prayer of Saint Bernard
Memorare be recited in ail our schools
every day, in the afternoon before dis-
missing.

Fourth—That on the Sunday after ob-
taining sufficient rain, after the paro-
chial mass, the prayers be said pro

| gratiarum actione, as - in the Roman

ritual.

The reverend pastor will read this our
disposition to the faithful, exhorting
them to join in the prayers of the church ;
to employ Sunday and holy days in a
Christian manner, and to use the gifts
of God’s providence in such manner
that may be acceptable to Him.
