GENERAL PALMER AND THE FARMERS’
ALLIANCE.

The misadventures which occur so
frequently in American politics are
strikingly illustrated in the case of Gen.
Jobn M. Palmer, of Illinois. The result
in that state was a substantial Demo-
cratic triumph, as shown in the con-
gressional elections, At the inception
of the campaign the Democratic state
convention put forward Gen. Palmer as
their candidate for United States sena-
tor, and it was the general idea that if
the Republicans were beaten in one of
their favorite strongholds, Gen. Palmer
would be the next United States sena-
tor. He made the campaign in magni-
ficent style, recalling the vigor of the
Douglas and Lincoln canvass of 1858,
Yet, owing to the capricious distribution
of the legislative districts, the Demo-
crats failed to return the number of leg-
islators that their vote would have en-
titled them to in an equitable arrange-
ment of the districts. Certainly, when
the people of Illinois elected an over-
whelming majority of Democrats to the
national house of representatives, they
intended to be represented in the senate
of the United States by a Democrat in
the person of Palmer. The mem-
bers of the Farmers’ Alliance
elected to the Illinois legislature
should have respected this popu-
lar sentiment, but they failed to do so.
The case is altogether different from the
situation presented by Kansas, where
the Farmers’ Alliance elected a majority
of the legislature, and rightfully and in-
evitably chose a member of their own
‘organization. The asserted willingness
of the Alliance to coalesce with the
Republicans in Illinois in the choice of
asenator will be a direct repudiation of
the popular sentiment, and will do
much to discredit thatorganization in
Illinoie: Gon: Patmrer Na8 €VEry per-
sonal characteristic and record which
ought to sécure him the support of the
Farmers’ Alliance members of the legis-
lature. If they shall defeat the evident
choice of the people they will undoubt-
edly do much to alienate from their
movement the support of a large ele-
ment that is drawn towards them by a
belief'in their integrity and patriotism.
If they should contribute to the election
of a Republican United States senator
from Illinois it would be the most piti-
ful exhibition of blank Bourbonism
known to our later political annals, if we
except the Hoar-Lodge force bill, which
fortunately failed to be crystalized into
law.

THE PURITY-OF-THE-BALLOT PARTY.

The federal elections bill has been
happily shelved by the aid of several
liberal-minded Republicans in the sen-
ate. This pernicious measure was urged
by the ultra-Republicans on the ground
that there was not a free ballot in the
south, and that therefore the representa-
tion in congressof that section was great-
1y dut of proportion to the votes cast.
It is needless to gay that under the con-
stitution representation is not based up-
on the number of votes cast, but upon
population,

The effort now being made by the
machine-Republicans at Sacramento to
g0 gerrvmander the congressional dis-
tricts that all but one—perhaps two—of
the members elected shall be of their
party, isof a piece with the federal
elections bill. It seeks to accomplish
by a partisan apportionment of the
state what that measure was designed
to efflect in the south. The elections
bill would have placed all the election
machinery in the hands of Republicans
and thus have insured the return of Re-
publican congressmen whether the
Democrats were in the majority or not.
The cry was for a puré ballot, But
what would avail a pure ballot if it
could be made impure by those wno
would be placed by the elections law in
power to declare the returns?

We need not go to the south to find
states where the majority does not rule,
Platt has just been re-elected to the sen-
ate from Connecticut, notwithstanding
that state has year after year cast a
Democratic majority. Platt and his
colleague, Hawley, were both strong ad-
vocates of the federal elections bill, and
did not blush to urge that measure on
the ground that the majority did not
rule in certain southern states. Yetthe
facts in their own state show the most
glaring instances of violation of this rule
that could possibly be presented. The
Democratic members of the present leg-
islature of Connecticut represent 195,840
voters against 73,134 represented by the
Republican members. Notwithstand-
ing the preponderance of Demo-
cratic votes in the state the Re-
publican members of the legislature
have a majority in the lower branch
and on joint ballot. Can there be any
explanation of this outrageous paradox

just stolen a genatorial seat for his
party in New Hampshire. Last year
two seats were unblushingly seized by
the Republican party from the new
state of Montana. The eattle ranges of
Wyoming and Idaho were turned into
states o as to increase the Republicans
in the senate by four. In Idaho, where
the Mormons are Democrats, its state-
hood was recognized with the constitu-
tional inhibition of the Mormon vote.
Wyoming was admitted with the right of
woman to vote because the Mormons
there are Republicans.

Itis in order to ask whether a party
that has a record like the above is fit to
be entrusted with the mission of carry-
ing out a pure ballot in the south or
anywhere else. It makes no difference
to such a party what wrongs may be
committed against the freedom of the
ballot providing those wrongs inure to
the benefit of the Republican party. A
Mormon vote in Idaho must be refused
on religious grounds; but a Mormon
votein Wyoming ic accepted on political
grounds.

We shall soon have a chance tosee
what sense of justice governs the Re-
publican party in this state. We have al-
ready discussed the shoe-string congres-
sional apportionment bill, a measure
which is designed without regard to any
honest rule of districting. But when it
comes to re-arranging and re-subdivid-
ing the senatorial and assembly dis-
tricts, we shall doubtless see a gerry-
