SUPREME COURT._ '

A Hotel Case Settled From San Luis
Obispo—A Number of Legal Episodes
Noted—New Ceases Filed.

The decision of the supreme court
affirming the judgment of the lower
court in the case of the California
Southern hotel company vs. C. J. Rus-
sell was received and filed by Deputy
Clerk Ashwore yesterday. The facts of
the case are as followe: Prior to Au-
gust 17, 1887, defendant and others
signed a paper by which they agreed to
and with each other that they would

organize and form a corporation for the

urpose of erecting and owning a hotel

nillding in the city of fan Luis Obispo
and or purchasing all real and personal
property necessary to be used in con-
nection with said bailding; that the
capital stock of the said corporation

should be $100,000, divided into 1000

shares of the par value of $100 each;
that they, respectively subscribed for
such number of shares of the stock as
were got after their names;,” and would
pay for the same, at such time and in
such manner as might be determined
by the board of directars to be there-
after chosen, whenever $70,000 of the
capital had been subscribed. The de-
fendant subsecribed for ten shares of
stock, the paper then showing subscrip-
tioni in the aggregate for 772 shares.
On August 17, 1887, a corporution |
wag  organize in the .name of
the plaintifft with a capital stock
of '$100,000, but defendant was not
present at the preliminary meeting and
did not acquiesce or agree to the forma-
tion of the corporation, and nevey recog-
nized its validity, and when called upon
by the board of directors to pay up bis
subscription, in installments of twenty
per cent. each, vefused to do so, where-
upon thie action was brought to recover
the same. The case was tried by the
court, without a jury, and judgment en-
tered that plaintiff take nothing by its |
action, whereupon plaintiff appealed,
claiming that judgment shouald have
been entered in its favor on the find-
ngs.

The supreme court, sitting in bank,
affirmed tRe judgment and orders of the
lower courts in the following cases: Eb-
len vs. Lewison, Woody et al. vs. Ben-
nett et al., Prebel vs. Abrahams, Logan
et al. vs. Rose et al., Moore vs. Moody
and Wren vs. Mangan et al., while the
appeal in the Vance case was dismissed.
