FOUR JURORS BELIEVE HENRY

EDELMAN INNOCENT.

Hia Case Not Yet Beset?Cashier Martin
Acqultted-Rev. Fleming Loses Hia

Child-Notes.

At 10 o'clock yesterday morning the
juryin the Edelman case, after having

been out all night, was taken into court,
and the foreman, on beiug questioned by
Judge Smith, announced that no agree-
ment had as yet been reached. In re-
sponse to the usual question as to

whether the point upon which they dif-
fered was one of law or'of fact, the fore-
man stated that their disagreement was
upon a matter of fact, whereupon the
jurors were again sent back for further
deliberation, in custody of Deputy
Sheriff Sepulveda. There was no further
communication with the jury until 7:46
o'clock p.m., when Judge Smith or-
dered tbe deputy sheriff to again bring
the iurora .«vmrt It was then
learned from the foreman that no ngiv»
ment had yet been arrived at, and that
there was no possibility of a verdict.
The court thereupon discharged the
jury; but made no order with reference
to the resetting of the case for trial,
this matter being left to a future date.

Allsorts of conjectures were made as
to bow tho jurywas divided, while it
was locked up for deliberation, as it
was generally believed that the case
would result ina mistrial, but,of course,
no definite information could be ob-
tained. After the juryhad been dis-
charged, however, it was stated on good
authority that the jurors stood eight for
conviction and four for Acquittal. The
names of the quartette who were con-
vinced of Edelraan's innocence were
said to be J. L. Blackman, N. F. Story,
J. J. Carpenter and R. B. Bishop.

KEY*. FLKMINQ'S CHILD.
At 10 o'clock yesterday morning;, the

hour set for the return oi the writ
of habeas corpus issued by Judge Wade
on Friday afternoon on the petition of
Key. 8. J. Fleming, an affidavit was pre-
sented in department three, showing
that Mrs. M. L. Fleming,oneof the per-
sons to: whom ithad been directed, was
seriously ill,and unable to appear. The
other person, J. B. Young, was on hand,
however, and informed the court that
he had neither the custody nor control
of the child, Hubert Fleming, whom
even the writ failed to produce. Itwas
then stated, and admitted by Fleming,
that the child was' only 2 years of
age; arid on learning this fact Judge
Wade at once denied the petition, and
awarded the custody of the boy to his
mother until the further order of the
court. ?

CARIIIEB MARTIN DISCHARGED.
The trial of the case against George

M? Martin, who was accused of having
embezzled |5000 from the Southern Cal-
ifornia railway company, in whose em-
ploy he was,'on September 12th last,
which has occupied the attention of
Judge Lucien Shaw and a jury, in de-
partment six, for the past week, was
concluded yesterday.

Deputy District Attorney Deihl op-
ened the argument during the morning

revJ*w ol the ease
lor The prosecution. He was followed
by Hon. T. J. Carran, who in an elo-
quent manner addressed the jury on be-
half of the defendant. After the noon
recess T. B. Brown, Esq., took up the
thread'of the argument where his col-
league bad left off, and in a forcible
speech, in which he called at-
tention to the lukewarm manner in
which the deputy district attorney
bad conducted the case, arguing there-
from that he knew there was nothing in
it, that able lawyer reviewed Martin's
story at considerable length, pointing
out the. improbability of his having
acted as be did had he been guilty ot'
the crime. \u25a0 The case was finally, sub-
mitted to the juryat 5:15 o'clock, and
they immediately afterwards went to
dinner, Upon their return, an honi
later, a ballot was taken, which result-
ed, it is said on good authority, in
showing that ten jurors were for acquit-
tal, Against two for conviction.- A brief
deliberation was then bad, and shortly
after 7 o'clock the jury returned into
court with a unanimous verdict of
"not guilty,"whereupon both they and

$3,903.63 only, with interest thereon
from March 1, 1889. Stay of execution
was granted until the further order of
the court, pending the determinatijn of
the mechanics' liensuits pending against

Slain tiffand defendant's property. This
ecision only covers the amount due to

Boggs as the balance on his contract,
the loss entailed by the building being
blown down in December, 1880, falling
upon the plaintiff, as there was no pro-
vision in his contract against an act of
God, which could not be foreseen.

In department live of the superior
court, yesterday, the appeal case of R.
Kichllne vs. J. Hefner came up for heal-
ing before Judge McKinley and n jury,
and resulted in a verdict for $299.99, the
amount claimed, in favor oi plaintiff.

Game In London.
-ineLondon shops are just now glut-

ted with wild fowL There has never
[been such an abundance. In the case of
pheasants the supply is normaland pretty
regular. So many are wanted each day,
and so many ore forthcoming?like fowls
or turkeys. Their production, destruc-
tion and supply in the London market is
go obedient to commercial rule that
pheasants have scarcely the dignity of
game. They are merely brightly plu-

sold with their feathers
ou. Bat the caou <8 otherwise with
woodcock, snipe and teai. This present
plentifillness ia a sign of the rayere
weather, and their cheapness 1b due
partly to their plentifulness. But that
does not explain italtogether. The poor
things are cheap because in many in-
stances their carcasses are almost skel-
etons.

Besides these we have ptarmigan and
partridge. The ptarmigan are not so
plentiful as informer winters. Sweden
and Norway rather overdid the supply.
It seems now to be the turn for part-
ridge. There is the familiar bird of our
own stubble and turnip fields. It keeps
its price and its place. But the French
partridge?the red legged variety?are
coming freely into market, and Russia
is sending us over thousands of braces,
which, after the expense and risk of long
carriage, can be sold at two-thirds the
price of /our own birds.?Pall Mall Ga-
zette.

Millionaire*In Great Britain.

' Thirty-one persons who died last year
left above £250,000 of personalty. No
doubt in most of these cases the testa-
tors were not born with this amount.
If,therefore, we multiply thirty-one by
twenty we shall have (on a somewhat
high estimate) the number of persons

now living in Great Britain who have
more than £350,000. Ifwe add to these
620 another 620 for those whose realty
and personalty together exceed £250,000,
we arrive at the fact that there are not
above 1,240 persons in the United King-
dom who have more than this sum.

Tho half cent has become a necessity

in American trade, and the American
Newsdealers' association will petition
congress toestablish a half cent coinage.
On one cent papers the dealer's profit is
onlyhalf a cent, and in many instances
the half cent is loat because there is no
coin of this value. An appreciable loss
arises from this source in the course of
a year. It is a favorite way in marking
retail goods of all kinds to rate them in
such a way that the half cent comes in,
and in every case goes to the dealer.

This odd cent in a large establishment
certainly amounts to several dollars
daily, which tbe .buyers lose and the
seller gains for want of ope-half cent
cpin. The infinitesimal divisions of in-
dustry and retail supplied long ago mode
these small coins a necessity in Europe.
Acentimo is a fifthof a cent Switzer-
land h;is a centime piece, Belgium a twe
centime piece; Germany has the pfennig,
equal to one-fourth of a cent.?Age oi
Steel.

TEN CARLOADS.

A GREAT CITRUS BHOW TO BE MADE
IN CHICAGO.

The Looalites Sending Cars?What the.
Exhibita Consist of-The Show Willbe
a Success.

Yesterday the cars which bad beeu.
placed at various points in Southern
California for the purpose of collecting
the exhibit material for the orange car-
nival at Chicago, began to move, and
today they will come in for a general
round-up and a repacking at San Bernar-
dino.

Tbe cars of this expedition were situ-
ated as follows:

The first at San Diego. Itcontains
about 226 boxes of the finest fruit ever
grown In that section and a quantity of
rare and beautiful plants. It started
yesterday and will get into San Bernar-
dino in time to be repacked today.

The second at Santa Ana. It will
contain nothing but fruit, 800 boxes in
all, the other ex'-ibit material being
shipped by local freight to San Bernar-
dino.

The third at this city. It contained
105 boxes from Rivera and 70 from this
city and environs; also a quantity of
miscellaneous exhibit material. This
left yesterday evening.

The fourth at Pasadena. Itcontained
about 175 boxes, and a number of rare
plants and much exhibit material.

The fifth at Duarte, to be finished
loading at Glendora from the Upper San
Gabriel valley. .;,,.. ::v . ?. ;

The sixth at Pomona, with over 300
boxes of fine fruit.

The seventh at Redlands, with 250
boxes of choice fruit.

The eighth is being; packed at Ontario
to finish at Albambra. This car will go
out Monday night, on the Southern Pa-
cific.

The ninth is being loaded with palms
and rare plants, at Santa Barbara. It
willleave next week sometime.

The tenth car, containing the material
for the designs, is already nearing Chi-
cago.

The total amount of fruit is 1900
boxes. 'It is not impossible that it may
touch 2000 boxes. This is all of twice
as much fruit as was displayed at the
recent fair.

Today five of the seven Santa Fe cars
willcome into San Bernardino, and the
contents will be horted out and re-
packed, for nothing will bo allowed in
the same car with the fruit. All the
decorative and miscellaneous material
willbe placed in cars by itself. Assist-
ant Superintendent, Frank Wiggins went
down last evening to attend to the work.
Tracy Abbott, 2 n expert packer of Riv-
erside, will oversee the job. His serv-
ices were offered by the firmof Cook &
Langley. Ventilated fruit cars willbe
used, in accordance with the advice ten-
dered by experienced fruit shippers,who
say that at this season of the year these
cars are more reliable than the refriger-
ators.

As far as it is settled, the following
people are to go: Pasadena, R. Wil-
liams and J. W. Banbury, with
M. H. Weight representing the coun-
ty ; Orange, H. O. Fosdick; Glendora,
J. C. West and Mr. Bridge; Alhambra,

tive committee, C. M. Wells president,
and J. W. Cook treasurer; of the recep-
tion committee, Dan Freeman; ladies
annex, v.rs. Dr. Wilder; San Diego, R.

Of the general management H. Jay
Hanchette, the superintendent, and G.
Perkins, the head-carpenter, are already
in Chicago. Frank Wiggins, one of the
assistant superintendents, will go on
next week. C. D. Willard, the other
assistant superintendent, will remain
at this end of the line to arrange for the
sending of more fruit if it is needed.

The party expects to start Monday.
They anticipate a good time going on,
but appreciate that two weeks' of very
hard work await them at the other end.

Altogether the
party may consist of twenty-five people.

BEET SUGAR FACTORIES.
Mr. Dan Freeman Thinks They Will

Rapidly Increase.
"Ihave just returned from a visit to

the Chino beet sugar factory," said Mr.
Dan Freeman to a Herald reporter
yesterday; "the building is a splendid
one, and everything looks most prom-
ising. Something over 2000 acres have
been planted to beets already. If the
enterprise is a success, and I believe it
willbe, there will be a dozen similar
enterprises under way inside of tbe next
two years. I shall build one myself on
the Centinela ranche if the Chino ex-
periment proves to be a good invest-
ment., "The beets can be grown anywhere
almost, in this county, or for ..the. matter
of that in the state, and all that is
needed to make the producing of beet
sugar equal in value to any other form
of industry in Southern California, is a
little experience and tho resulting
knowledge."

THE SUPERVISORS.

Proceedings at the Meeting of the
Board Yesterday.

At the meeting of the board of super-
visors held yesterday a deed to the right
of way for the extension of Azusa ave-
nue was accepted, and a warrant for the
amount agreed upon was ordered drawn
therefor from the Azusa road district
fund.

A petition was received asking for the
erecting of a new bridge across the Ar-
royo Seco at Devil's Gate, but no action
was taken thereon.

Itwas decided to place an electric
clock in the tower of the new county
courthouse.

The matter of the balance of $604.05
claimed by Orange county from the
school fund, again came up, and after a
lengthy discussion, it was decided to
demand the immediate payment by
Orange county of the amount still due
to this county, as determined by the
joint commission recently, and it was
intimated that unless the demand is
acceded to at once, legal steps willbe
taken to enforce payment.
