Pennsylvania Democrats Shy. Their Castor.

They Are Bent on Turning the
Rascals Out.

A Platform Adopted That Should
Enable Them to Win.

Thou Shalt Not Steal Ia the Principal

Flank ?The Republican Vampires

Roasted for Rubbing the

State.

Harbisburg, Pa., Sept. B.?At 10:30
this morning the Democratic state con-
vention was called to order; 461 dele-
gates were present. U. Willis Bland waß

chosen temporary chairman. In his
speech Bland said that never before did
the public so much feel the necessity for
a change in the administration of public
affairs. Never before was the feeling so
strong that the ticket put in nomination
today will be overwhelmingly elected.
"The campaign," he declared, "willbe
fought on local issues, not on national.
Nobody doubts that the people of Penn-
sylvania love the teachings of their
prophet, Grover Cleveland. [Tremen-
dous applause.] His defeat in the last
campaign has been more glorious to him
than any victory would have been, for
no thinking man can help leeling that
the lessons taught in the Democratic
victories all over the country since his
defeat, are a tribute to the grandeur of
Grover Cleveland, and the principles he
so nobly represents. [Applause.] But
we are not going into national issues.
It is oar duty to the people that we turn
out the Republican vampires who are
prostituting the public offices all over
the state."

Tbe usual committees were appointed,
and the convention, at 12 o'clock, took
arecese until 1:30.

The afternoon session of the conven-
tion began at 2 o'clock. The committee
on permanent organization reported in
favor of G. W. Skinner for permanent
chairman. He made an address, in the
course of which he said: "We are as-
sembled here today, I take it, not for
the purpose of giving expression to our
individual views upon national candi-
dates and questions of national policy,
but as representatives of that class of
citizens of the state whose hands are
unshackled by bossism, and
whose manhood must ever
rise high above the arts and
practices of the mere selfish politician,
and who now say to us that if we shall
deliberate with wisdom today, and
boldly confront the deep and grievous
wrongs existing in high places of the
government of the state, that the can-
didates of our choice today shall receive
theircordial endorsement and support."

The committee on resolutions then
reported the platform which was
adopted.

The platform renews the pledges of
devotion to the principles of the plat-
forms of 1884 aud 1888, and says: "We
are in favor ofan honest and economical
administration of public affairs; of lim-
iting expenses and reducing taxation to
meet the actual necessities of the gov-
ernment ; of a sound end stable curren-
cy, based on gold and silver coined and
circulated in such proportions as will
keep them on a parity; of reform and
revision of the tariff; of liberal but just
pension laws, and of all well-considered
legislation tending to increase the re-

and lighten the burdens of life."
The remaining planks condemn the

Republican legislature for failing to
pabL- apportionment bills; ignoring the
demands of labor for relief by law;
failing to equalize taxation and abuses
in the mercantile appraisement laws.

The Republican party is also de-
nounced for the plunder of the state
treasury, by Bardsley, of a million and a
half dollars. The Republican party is
held responsible for the scandals con-
nected with the Bardsley defalcation.

Senator Quay is denounced for his
"corrupt and shameless domination in
the politics of the state" ; and the party
is condemned for its servile acquies-
cence in the leadership of a man who
failed to defend himself from charges
against his officialconduct.

The Republican auditor-general is "ar-
raigned and condemned" tor permitting
Bardsley to embezzle $360,000 of the
state license money; for conspiring with
Bardsley to appoint corrupt mercantile
appraisers, who abused their office for
private advantage and robbed the state
of its just revenue; for having conspired
with Bardsley to speculate in publishing
and receiving bribes from publishers.

The Republican state treasurer is ar-
raigned and condemned for wilfully
and knowingly permitting Bardsley to
retain in his possession over a milliion
dollars collected for and owing to the
-commonwealth, by reason of which
dereliction a large part of the money
has been lost to the people; for having
conspired with Bardsley to secure to
him the payment of $426,000 public
school funds in advance of the usual
time, and when Bardsley was already
known to be a defaulter for over half a
million.

The Republican treasurer and auditor
general are jointly condemned for hav-
ing conspired to pay Bardslev, Decem-
ber 30th last, $150,000, ostensibly on
account of Philadelphia county's share
of the personal property tax, but before
that tax had been paid in, and when
Bardsley was a defaulter.

The Republican party is condemed
for having fostered, encouraged, pro-
tected and continued a reckless system
of official speculation with public
moneys, whereby the state and city
treasurers have enriched themselves,
corrupted public morals and robbed the
taxpayers.

The platlorm heartily indorses "th«
wise, statesmanlike and patriotic ad-
ministration of Governor Pattison;'
applauds and approves his "fearless
vetoes of partisan, vicious and ill-con-
sidered legislation;" sympathyios with
"the just demands of tbe workiugmer
for such legislation as will protect theii
interests, and for such speedy amend-
ment of the constitution as willsecure
a free and secret ballot."

Robert F. Wright, of Allentown, anc
James G. McSbarran, of Lancaster, wen
placed in nomination for the office o
auditor-general. Mr. Tille, who nomi
aated McSharran, said he, as a membei
of the state Grange, would give strength
Tillecriticized Wright as a lawyer, anc
said lawyer candidates would not re
ceive enthusiastic support this year
However, when the ballot was taken, i

was found that Wright had an over-
whelming majority, and the nomination
was made unanimous.

For state treasurer, A. L. Tilden, of
Erie, and Chas. W. Raymer, ot Middle-
town, were placed in nomination. Til-
den had about the same majority as
Wright, and the nomination was made
u.ianimous.

The candidates came forward and
made speeches of acceptance. Wright
said tbe injunction "Thou shalt not
steal," is tne cardinal plank of the
platform, and on that plank the im-
pending battle must by fought.

The convention adjourned amidst en-
thusiastic cheering.

THE CHINESE OUTRAGES.

TARDINESS OF THE OFFICIALS IN
PUNISHING OFFENDERS.

Promises of the Authorities to Bring the
Guilty to Justioe Reluctantly Exe-
cuted?The Patience of the Foreign

Population Well Nigh Exhausted.

San Francisco, Sept. 3.?The steam-
ship Gaelic arrived today, twenty-two
days from Hongkong, thirteen days
from Yokohama.

A Wuchang correspondent, writing to
the North China News, under date of
August 3d, says the patience of the for-
eign population is wellnigh exhausted
at tbe tardiness shown by the Chinese
officials in punishing the perpetrators of
the Wusuch outrages. A second batch
of offenders, eight in number, have been
convicted of murder, assault and pillage,
and sentences of penal servitude for life
and banishment for life, and branding
on the face or back, have been imposed.
The Official Gazette confirms the report
of the appointment of a successor to the
jdeputy prefect. The ne# deputy is

' known to be friendly to foreigners. The
i arrest of the other malefactors is prom-
i ised.
| The correspondent says it is stated
jthat one of the prominent military offi-
cials of Changha, was implicated in the
issue of incendiary and malicious pla-
cards.

The correspondent, summarizing the
efforts the authorities, says Mission-
aries Green anu Argent were killed and
Mesdames Boden, FiPtberoe and War-
ren, with their .children, murderously
assaulted on the evening of June sth,
the head mandarin refusing to send a
single man to quell the riot or protect
foreigners, from June sth to the Bth.
Following the riots twenty or thirty
men were arrested, but subsequently
all were released but five. Then, after
some pressure, five were re-arrested.
On July 4th two of the murderers were
privately executed at Kuangchi.

On July 6th the subordinate mandarin
was removed from office, though not
otherwise punished. The authorities
then professed to regard the matter as
closed, except as to money reparation.
After strenuous representations, his ex-
cellency, Chang Chih Tung, consented
to reopen the case. From July 20th to
29th three men confessed to murdering
Messrs. Green and Argent, two more to
beating ladies and looting the premises,
and three to simple looting. On July 29th,
fifty-four days after the riots, notices
were posted for the first time offering
rewards for information concerning the
rioters. The head mandarin was still
retained in office, though the British
consul was promised he should be de-

: graded.

NICARAGUA XXII.KB.

Bow President Sacasa Rid Himself of
Political Rivals.

Corinto, Nicaragua, Sept. 3. ?Among
the passengers who left here August
23d on the Pacific Mail steamship com-
pany's steamer Colima, were six of the. most prominent men in the republic of
Nicaragua, who were sent to Costa Rica
as exiles, by order of President Sacasa.
The party included three members of
the Nicaragua senate, General Pavala,
formerly president of the republic; J.
D. Rodriguez and S. Chamorro. The
others were A. H. Rivas, C. Enzman
and Pedro Oritz. They were made pris-
oners during the recent riot in the city
of Grenada. As Sacasa wished to be rid
of his most prominent opponents,
he determined to send them out of the
country, and although he succeeded in
doing so, hia action led to an open re-
volt, which resulted in bloodshed. A
mob which gathered returned the tire of
the troops guarding the party of exiles,
killing seven people, among them being
the governor of the district, foursoldiers
and two bystanders. More troops were
brought to the scene, and the mob was
dispersed without any further loss of
life. The prisoners were taken toPunta
Arenas. There is a very uneasy feeling
in Nicaragua at the present time, owing,
not only to the dissensions within the
country, but also to the possibility of
trouble with Honduras. Both Nica-
ragua and Honduras have troops sta-
tioned on the frontier, and it is the
belief that open hostilities may occur at
any time.

THE DALLES IN RUINS
One-Third of the City Laid

in Ashes.

Losses Aggregating About One
Million Dollars.

One Thousand People Rendered
Homeless By the Flames.

IA Furious Gale Prevented the Cltixena
From Saving Their Homea?The

Mayor Appolnta a Commit-
tee to Solicit Aid.

The Dalles, Ore., Sept. 3.?As the
result of yesterday's disastrous fire,
about one-third of the residence and
business part of The Dalles is in ashes,
and perhaps not less than 1000 people
are left homeless. The fire started
jabout 1 o'clock in a one-story dwelling,
jBefore the engine began to work, the
| fire had spread to the bouses on each
| side. For hours after the fire started

the wind blew a gale from the north-

i east, and the town was completely at

i the mercy of the flames tillthe wind
! calmed down about 4 o'clock, and gave, a fighting chance to tbe citizens to save

the entire city from ruin. As many as
eighteen blocks are in ashes.

The Vogt block, the opera house, the
Methodist, Baptist and Congregational
churches; the large implement ware-
houses and stores of Gibbons, McAl-
lister & Co., Filloon Brothers and E. P.
Fitzgerald, and the handsome brick
block of T. C. Nickelson, besides 500 or
600 residences, all succumbed to the
devastating flames.

Every building between the railroad
track on the north, the bluff on the
south, Madison street on the east, and
Laughlin street on the west, save the
depot buildings and two residences, are
gone, and nothing is left but a dreary
waste of ashes and the charred trunk's
of handsome shade trees. The region, j
too. bounded by Third street, Washing- |
ton, the bluff and Union street, is j
cleared out, save only the brick school
house and the residence of George
Ruch, and these were only saved by
superhuman efforts.

Not much less, if any, than a million
dollars' worth of property has gone up
insmoke.

Fortunately, the Cosmopolitan and
Umatilla houses were |saved, and
these two hotels furnished shelter last
night for hundreds whom the fire had
rendered homeless. Others found lodg-
ings in the homes of their more fortun-
ate neighbors, and stillothers spent the
night on the bank of the river, keeping
watch over what little they had rescued
from the flames.

Itis impossible at this time to make
any correct estimate of the amount of
insurance on the property destroyed.
Many who were welloffyesterday morn-
ing are today ruined or badly crippled,
while many poor people who had no in-
surance lost all they possessed.

The only serious accident, so far as
has been learned, happened to Joseph
P. Fitzgerald, son of E. P. Fitzgerald,
who was seriously burned about the
arms, hands, breast and face, while
making his escape through the flames
in his father's residence. Ac he did not
inhale any of the flames, he may re-
cover.

Early yesterday evening the mayor
placed the city under martial law, in
charge of the sheriff and city marshal.
About thirty citizens and members of
the Oregon National Guard, under arms,
paraded the town all night for the pur-
pose of protecting the property saved
from the flames, and scat-
tered almost everywhere, but which
it was found impossible to
transfer to a place of safety. A num-
ber of suspicious characters were thrown
into jail for the night, and were released
this moming and ordered to leave tbe
city. This morning the mayor revoked
his order placing the city under martial
law, and appointed a relief committee
to receive contributions for the needy.

In response to the call of Mayor Mays
the relief committee met this afternoon
in the court bouse and appointed a com-
mittee of leading citizens to solicit aid
for those who are in need. It is found
that there are a number of families en-
tirely destitute, and immediate aid must
be had. Secretary M. A. Moody has
already received several contributions.

THE EMBARGO REMOVED.

GERMANY RESCINDS HER PROHIBI-
TION ON PORK.

?

The American Hog May Now Enter the
Fatherland on Presentation of a Cer-
tificate of Good Character?Concessions
for Farm Produots Also Granted.

Berlin, Sept 3, ?A decre* rescinding
the prohibition placed upon American
pork, was signed today.

The Reichsgesetzblatt publishes an
order to the effect that the prohibition
of the importation of swine, pork and
sausages' of American origin, shall no
longer be enforced, when such live pig
or hog products are furnished with
official certificates, stating that they
have been examined in accordance with
American regulations and found free
from qualities dangerous to health. The
chancellor has sent instructions to the
proper officials that the order be given
immediate effect.

Washington, Sept. 3.?Secretary Rusk
today received official notice that the
German government had raised the em-
bargo on American pork. The agree-
ment was signed at Cape May ten days
ago, but at the request of tlieGerman
government the fact was withheld from
the public 'press until official action
could be taken by the home govern-
ment. The agreement not only provides
for the admittance of our pork into
Germany, but also affords to the United
States the schedule with reference
to our farm products, as that enjoyed by
Russia.

Secretary Rusk is confident that he
willsoon be able- to extend our market
for corn by introducing it into Germany
for use as an article of food in place of
the rye crop, which in Germany this
year is exceedingly short. To this end
he has instructed his corn agent, Colonel
C. J. Murphy, now in Europe, to pro-
ceed at once toBerlin and lay the matter
before the German government.

A Startling Union Paclßc Rnmor.
Chicago, Sept. 3.?An Omaha dis-

patch says: It is reported that applica-
tion will'be made today for the appoint-
ment of a receiver for the Union Pacific
railroad company.

New York, Sept. 3.?The rumor that
there is to be an application made for
the appointment of a receiver for the
Union Pacific made a stir on Wall street
this morning. It was promptly denied
by Sidney Dillon, who said it was not
true.

The Lake Krle Strike.
Indianapolis, Sept. 3. ?The Lake Erie

and Western strike is growing more se-
rious. Not a freight wheel is being
turned on either the Lafayette or In-
dianapolis division.

Lafayette, Ind., Sept. 3. ?The Lake
Erie and Western conductors'and brake-
mens' Btrike, which began last Tuesday,
was declared off by the strikers this
afternoon, and all the men are again at
work, and trains running on time.

A VICTIM OK BAD SPELLING.

C. A. Baskerville obtained a judgment
of $700 from W. T. Barnett in Judge Van
Dyke's court yesterday, on an account
for cigars.
