HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION.

THE DESTINY OF THE SANDWICH
* ISBLANDS IS PLAIN.

Eventhe Natives Favor Absorption by the
United States—The Sugar Industry of
the Kingdom Paralyzed by the Ameri-
can Bounty System.

SaNn Francisco, Sept. 26.—Ex-Attor-
ney-General Thurston. of Hawaii, is in
the city. Speaking of the project for
the annexation of the islands to this
country, he said: ““There is a deep un-
derlying sentiment in Hawaii in favor
of annexation to the United States.
Even the native Hawaiian paper, Ka-
Leo, is pronounced in favor thereof.
This is the first time the Hawaiians
have been in favor of it. It would be
going too far to say that sentiment as
a whole is in favor of annexation, but
there is & very strong undercurrent and
it is growing. It is believed there that
so far as the sugar business is concerned,
annexation would bring the islands
under the benefit of the bounty law.

Our sugar interests have been go
demoralized by the McKinley
bill, involving as it also e8
our labor problem, that there is

a feeling that something must be done.
It is not thought that the annexation of
the islands would be in any way an
mfringement of the Monroe doctrine.
Hawaii is directly in the path from San
Francisco to the Occident, and a straight
line drawn from the end of the proposed
Nicaragua canal to Hongkong strikes
the islands squarely in the center. I
see by papers I have received, and have
learned from correspondence irom the
islands, together with conversation with
persons just arrived from there, that the
sentiment for annexation is growing,
and there seems to be a definite opinion
that it is certain to come. The state-
ment that Queen Lilinokalani is favor-
ing the English in any way is an error.”

ILLINOIS CENTRAL.

The Company’s Anhual Report Makes a
Good Showing.

Cuaicaco, Sept. 26.—The forty-first an-
nual report of the Illinois Central Rail-
road company, issued today for the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 1891, shows
that the gross earnings for the vear were
$17,881,664, an increase of $1,429,532
over the preceeding year.

An Intervesting Showing of the Black
Diamond Industry.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 26.—The census
office has issued a bulletin on the coal
product of the United States, which
shows that it reached a total of 141,229,
413 short tons in the censusyear, valued
at the mines at $142,226,233. The prod-
uct included 45,600,487 short tons of
Penneylvania and other anthracite
worth $65,879,614, and 95,629,026 short
tons of bituminous and lignite valued at
$04,346,809. The average value of ail
salable grades of anthracite was $1.58

er ton at the mines, and the average of

ituminous coal was 99 cents per short
ton at the mines. In 1880 the total pro-
duct included 28,649,012 short tons of
anthracite and 42,831,758 short tons of
bituminous coal. The value of the entire
product was $95,640,396. The product
increased 97.57 per cent. during the
decade, and the total value 67.53 per
cent. The total number of persons en-
gaged in the industry was 299,559, who
received in the aggregate $109,130,028 as
wages.

THE OFFICIAL REPORT FROM THE
WEATHER BUREAU.

A Large Grain Crop in Prospect—Peach
Drying About Over—Winter Vegeta-
bles Being Planted.

Weather Obsefver Franklin furnishes
the following report of the condition of
crops in Southern California for the
week ending Friday last:

Hueneme, S. L. Muck—Bean thresh-
ing has begun and the yield in some in-
stances is better than was expected;
these are the small white beans, very
few Limas threshed. The fair is in
progress this week, 8o not much work is
being done.

Lancaster, James P. Ward—Much
land is being plowed and seeded to
grain. It is estimated that double the
average of last year will be put in wheat
and barley. A great deal of grain is be-
ing held to gell for seed. Ranchers are
getting $1.15 for barley and $1.30 for
wheat per hundred in the field.

Rodeo de Los Agnas Ranch, H. H.
Denker—Winter vegetables in the frost-
less belt are eprouting nicely. Farmers
are busy plowing and planting for win-
ter crops. Oranges, lemons and other
fruit trees planted at the Soidiers’ home
in 1890, have made a good growth this
geason. A government agricultural and
borticultural experimental station es-
tablished at the home, would be a great
benefit to the country, the soil and cli-
mate being suitable.

Verdugo, J. C. Sherer—The first part
of the week was unfavorable for' fruit
drying. Peaches are scarce, but few
Salways ripe yet. Figs are being dried
and otherwise preserved. Thesupplyon
the market is in excess of the demand.

Pomona, John Wasson — Cloudless
skies all week ; fog one morning. Weath-
er altogether favorable to fruit gather-
ing, drying and marketing; and to har-
vesting and delivering sugar beets at
the Chino factory. Over 300 tons are
daily delivered and made into sugar.
Sound, juicy Valencia late oranges were
picked trom Pomona trees this week.

Redlands, Scipio Craig—The peach
drying season is practically over. The
north winds that have prevailed the
past few days give favorable weather for
curing grapes, the yield of which will be
unusually large.

Winchester, J. M. Case—The weather
during the past week wasvery pleasant ;
nights cool, no fog, being favorable for
gathering and drying fruit. Peach dry-
ing season about closed. Grapes are
plenty and cheap. We are looking for-
ward to the time when this beautiful
San Jacinto valley will be irrigated its
entire length.

Tustin, E. D. Buss—Weather condi-
tions have been as near perfect for per-
sonal comfort and crop interests as could
be desired until present writing, 24th,
which cpened wich a slight desert wind
and noon temperature of 93 degrees.

San Diego, M. L. Hearne—Raisin cur-
ing progressing slowly on account of cool
weather, especially cool nights. No dam-
age resulted from the rain on the 20th,
as this office warmed dryers in time to
stack before the rain came. Fruit re-
mains plentiful and cheap, except mel-
ong, which are becoming scarce. Eight
one-hundredths of an inch of rain fell on
the 20th and 21st,

HISTORY OF THE CHURCH.

The church was incorporated Feb-
ruary 26, 1887; work begun December,
1887 ; finished, November, 1889 ; opened,
December 1, 1889, by Bishop H. C.
Fowler, D. D.; dedicated, September 27,
1891, by Bishop W. F. Mallalien, D. D.
The auditorium is furnished with opera
and movable chairs; seating capacity,
2500; lighted by gas and electricity;
ventilated and heated by outside air
conducted in pipes to the fdrnace room,
and thence distributed to registers, one
of which is placed underneath each
chair, thus giving fresh air and even
temperature, with no perceptible draft.
The accoustic preperties of the auditor-
inm are probably the most perfect in
the United States, while the musical
effect is marvelous. Bishop Foster gaid:
“It is the finest auditorium I have ever
seen.’”

Bishop Fowler eaid: ‘I have been
in every auditorium worthy the name
in America and Furope, and I do not
hesitate to say this is the best I have
ever seen, Its musical properties are
wonderful,” g
