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AROBBER'S NERVE

The Exploits of Jesse James
et al. Outdone.

A Young Man's Bold Attempt
to Rob a Train.

One of the Most Sensational Affairs
of the Kind on Record.

Safe Rifled and Express messenger Shot.
The Desperado Captured After a

Chase as Exciting as It
Was Novel.

Rochester, N. V., Feb. 21.?The
shooting of an express messenger on a
New York Central train, the rifling of
the safe, the flight of the robber on the
engine of another train from which he
drove the crew at the point of a revolv-
er, a running fight from the engine for
miles, followed by another engine filled
with railway men, and the final capture
of the desperado by a sheriff's posse in
a swamp, after a wildpursuit across the
country, are some of the sensational
features of the most desperate attempt
at train robbery in the history of the
Central railway, and which cast in the
shade, as an exhibition of coolness and
nerve, tho famous exploits of Jesse
James's band, or other outlaws of west-
ern fame.

The American FApreßS company's
special between New York and Buffalo
carriee only goods shipped by that co m-
pany. Nearly all the carß run through
to Chicago and contain moat valuable
express matter. One car is known as
the "money car" and contains specie
from the United Statea treasury for
western banks, and money in process of
exchange between the banks of New
York and the west. The load of wealth
sent out from New York on thia train is
usually greater Saturday evening than
on other days, and often amounts to
more than $1,000,000, in addition to
jewelry and other valuables. The most
trusted meesengera are placed in charge
of this car. Only one messenger?Daniel
T. Mclnery? waa assigned to the money
car Saturday night, as the work of bill-
ing was light. The other cara had two
messengers.

The train left Syracuse ct 5 o'clock
thia morning in charge of Conductor
Emil Laas, with Caleb Cherry aa en-
gineer. A passenger coach was at the
rear of the train, and the money car
just ahead. W hen the train was near
Weedsport, the conductor thought he
heard the air whistle sound very faint-
ly. It aroused him to the belief tbat
something was wrong on the express
car. Going out on. the platform he
climbed onto the car, and on looking
through the hole which the belt-cord
comes through, saw the upper part of a
man, whose face below was concealed by
a red flannel mask. The messenger he
could not see. He went back, set the
air brake and called his two train men.

Suddenly a man's form appeared at
the side door of the express car; re-
volver bullets whiatled past their ears
aud a voice waa heard commanding
them to signal tbe engineer
to go ahead or take the
conaequence. The trainmen were un-
armed. The conductor told one of hia
men to jump off, run back to Jordan
and telegraph along the line to
Rochester that they had a train robber
on board. This waa done, and the con-
ductor aignalled the engineer to go
ahead at full speed-, thinkiug the robber
would not dare jump and that he would
be captured at the next stop.

The train went to Fort Byron. Here
the brakea were act again and the con-
ductor and trainmen went to the ex-
presa car. The car showed signs of a
desperate struggle. Money packages
and jewelry were lying acattered about.
Everything in the car waa atained with
blood, and Meßaenger Mclnery was lying
bleeding from aeveral wounds and almost
unconscioua. -The robber was nowhere
to be aeen, and it waa supposed he had
jumped and made hia eßcape.

The train went on to Lyons. The
news had spread all. along the line by
thia time, and tbe atation at Lyons waa
all alive. Among othera in the crowd
waa a well-dreaaed young man wearing
gold eye-glaases and carrying a aatchel
slung over hie ahoulder. It happened
that the trainmen noticed the young
man at Syracuse before the train started
and they had not aeen him since, and
the question what he was doing at
Lyons, and how he got there, at once
suggested itself. An attempt to arrest
him was made, but he pulled two revol-
vers, held tbe crowd back and backed
across the yard until he reached a coal
train, the engine of which had steam
up ready to pull out for the west. He
pulled the pin holding the tender to the
firat car, climbed over the coal into the
cab, drove the engineer and fireman out
with hia revolvers, pulled open the
throttle and started the engine.

Conductor Laas and one of the awitch-
men procured a shotgun, and freed the
engine of the express, and with the fire-
man and engineer started in purauit of
the fugitive. The Central Hudson is a.
four-tracked road, and the two engines,
though going west, were not on the
same track. The express engine soon
overtook the robber, who auddenly re-
versed his engine and let hia pursuers
pass him, pouring a perfect shower of
bullets into the cabaa the pursuers went
by. Then the purauera stopped and the
pursued went ahead. Another artillery
deal ensued, the shotgun taking part
tbia time. No oue waa hurt in either
battle.

About seven milea further on the rob-
ber found the steam of his engine giving
out. He dropped off at a cross road,
and started across the country, going
south. He managed to terrorize a far-
mer into letting him have a horse, and
rode on about two milea. Here he pro-
cured another horse. The party in'the
expreaa engine returned to Lyons, where
tbe sheriff of Wayne county "organized a
posße which, under command of a
deputy, atarted in pursuit.

Meantime tbe fanners along the rob-
ber's line of retreat also turned out,
fullyarmed, in pursuit. The runaway

? was sighted about five miles south of

Newark. The roads were very bad and
he made very poor speed. He aban-
doned his horse and ran across lots to
Benton's swamp. But the swamp
proved too full of water to be penetrated
and the fugitive took up a position be-
hind a stone wall and faced hiß pur-
suers. After some parley he surrend-
ered to Deputy Sheriff Collins. He was
taken back to Lyons and lodged in jail.

He gave the name of William Cross,
and said he was from New Mexico and
had been boarding in Syracuse some
time. He admitted that he
was the man who attempted the
train robbery to Chief of Detectives
Hayden of this city, who had been
wired for. He is believed to be the
much-wanted Oliver Curtis Perry, who
robbed Express Messenger Moore near
Utica last fall.

The story of what occurred in the
express car, so far as it can be gathered,
is that Cross boarded the train when it
pulled out of Syracuse, climbing on top
of the express car. He was provided
with a hooked rope. Fastening the
hook in the roof at one side of the car,
he let himself down on the other side,
and resting his toea on the ledge that
runs across the car, looked through the
glass of the aide door and saw the mes-
senger infrontof one of the Bafea, which
was open. Smashing the glass with
a revolver, he covered the meesanger,
ordering bim to hold up his hands. In-
stead, Mclnery reached for the signal
cord with one hand, and for hia re-
volver with the other. A bullet
smashed hia hand, but not before the
aignal waa given that aroused the con-
ductor. Then Mclnery fired on the, rob-
ber, putting a bullet through hia 'coat.
The robber ahot the meaßenger twice,
once in each leg, climbed into the car,
and a deaperate struggle took place,
which did not end until the train wbb
stopped for the first time near Weeds-
port. It is evident that the robber then
climbed out on top of the car, remain-
ing there until the stop at Lyons.

So far as learned, the robber secured
absolutely nothing.

It is now learned that the robl:er was
formerly a cowboy and later worked aa
a railway brakeman.

FIFTY-SECOND CONGRESS

THE WEEK IN CONGRESS PROMISES
TO BE UNEVENTFUL.

The Claggett-Dubois Contest to Come Up
in the Senate and the Craig-Stewart
Contest in the House?A Democratic
Caucus on the Programme.

Washington, Feb. 21. ?.The present
week in congress is likely tobe unevent-
ful. Although both houses reassemble
Tuesday, it is improbable that a quo-
rum willbo present.

Tbe Claggett-Dubois case will come
up in the senate as unfinished business.
The Paddock pure food billie the next
subject for consideration. These mat-

ters willprobably occupy the attention
of the senate during the week, with the
possible addition of some interesting
proceedings in executive session in con-
nection with the pending nominations.

When tho house reassembles Tuesday,
it willbegin consideration of ita first
election contest, that of Craig vs. Stew-
art, from Pennsylvania It ia possible
tbe contest willlaat two days. Tbe In-
dian appropriation bill is unfinished
business before the house. It ia thought
one day will be sufficient for bringing
it to passage.

A Democratic caucus is part of the
programme for the week, and it ia ex-
pected that in thia caucua the party
policy for the remainder of the session
on the tariffand ailver questions willbe
discussed with vigor and earnestness.

Secretary Foster tonight said there
waa nothing in the report that a meet-
ing would be held at his residence Mon-
day,between himself, Senators Teller and
Aldrich and other prominent men, rep-
resenting both aides of the silver ques-
tion, for the purpose of effecting a
compromise by which the administra-
tion willlend its efforts to the calling of
an international monetary conference,
if the Republican senators favoring free
coinage will agree to prevent the pas-
sage of a free coinage billduring thia
session of congress.

SANTA BARBARA JOKERS.

"Herald" Special.

Santa Barbara, Feb. 21.?There ia no
foundation in fact for the report of a
highway robbery committed here Fri-
day, as telegraphed to come San Fran-
cisco papers. , A sporty young stranger
here, named Loreez, waa relieved of his
watch and money by aome chuma for a
practical joke. The valuablea were re-
turned to him the same evening. No
pretense was made to arrest anyone, aa
the officers understood the joke.

The
Herald's special correapondent repre-
aented it from the start as only a joke
played on some tenderfeet, but it seems
that it waa reported to some contempo-
raries aa a real highway robbery.?Ed.]

WEALTH PRODUCERS.
Their Efforts to Get in the

Political Swim.

Assembling of the Reform Par-
ties at St. Louis.

California Delegates Adopt a Sen-
sational Resolution.

They Do Not Want a C;i»sar or Crom-
well for President in the Per-

son of Leland Stanford.
Political Gossip.

St. Louis, Feb. 21. ?Every incoming
train today brought a large number of
delegates to the largest convention of
wealth producers ever assembled.
Among the varioua organizations, the
Sabbath waa not a day of rest, but rather
a day of labor and anxiety. The lay
delegates spent the day in aight-Beeing
and enjoyment, or lounged about the
hotel corridora quietly discussing the
problema they are here to solve, while
still others engaged in animated con-
versation over tbe probabilities of a
thirdparty being placed in the field.

Associated Press reporters made the
rounds of the various hotels where the
husbandmen were Btopping, and the re-
sult shows that a great many delegates
are in favor of putting candidates in the
field for the presidency and vice-presi-
dency, while others say the time has
not yet arrived for such action; that one
of the old parties may yet adopt a plat-
form which willmeet the views of the
agriculturists and workingmen. The
latter, though, are in a very small min-
ority, and itis not at all likely that they
can carry the day when the question is
brought before the convention, which
willopen at 2 o'clock tomorrow.

G. F. Washburn, chairman of the
national finance committee of the Peo-
ple's party, in an interview, said: "I
believe a confederated industrial con-
ference will take independent political
action. There is no doubt that a com-
mittee will be appointed, authorized to
act in conjunction with the national
committee of the People's party in call-
ing a nominating convention before
June Ist. I believe the platform will
be brief, but it will be very clear cut
and emphatic in tone. Tbe tide seems
hourly rising in favor of independent
action, and by tomorrow it willbe irre-
sistible. If Livingstone, Terrill and
McCune attempt to resist it, they will
be literally swept out of the way."

The delegates from their states claim
that their constituencies will repudiate
them if they attempt to oppose tbe ma-
jority of the conference. From present
indications it would seem that this was
to be the largest and most important
conference ever held. It is estimated
that there will be from 3000 to 10,000
visitors in the city during the session.

The above expresses tbe sentiments of
the leaders of the new movement, and
it will not be surprising if the scheme
to hold a national nominating conven-
tion is carried through with a whoop
and a hurrah. At all events the farmers
say they will"tryto take hold of the
reins of government" for awhile, and
see whether or not they can ameliorate
their condition which they say ia be-
coming unbearable.

The California delegation thia evening
adopted the following resolution, which
willcreate somewhat of a sensation in
political circles:

"Whereas, There are certain parties
in the city of St. Louia booming Leland
Stan ford for the presidency of the 13nited
Statea,

"Resolved, That the delegates from
California emphatically declare that the
people of California are not looking for
a Cieaar, a Cromwell, a railroad [monop-
olist or a millionaire, but rather for a
Cincinnatua, and when he ia found we
willknow himby the character he bears
and the work he haa done."

A monster meeting waa held tonight
at which Rev. De La Matyr, of Ohio,
preached. Six thousand workmen and
farmers were preaent. It ia probable
that nothing but organization and the
appointment of committeea will be ac-
complished tomorrow.

T. V. Powderly, tonight, stated that
the platform adopted willhave the sup-
port of the Knights of Labor.

President Polk aays the sub-treasury
scheme and the Ocala platform willbe
endoreed. He believea there will be in-
serted in the platform a plank asking
that the federal government atop inter-
fering with state regulations of the
liquor traffic.

A. J. Streeter, of Illinois, saya a new
party willbe the outcome of the conven-
tion. Mr. Streeter waa the farmers'
senatorial candidate before the Illinois
legislature a year ago, and aaya the new
party can carry Kansas, Nebraska, the
Dakotas, Minneaota, probably Missouri
and perhaps Illinoia.

AIDINGMONOPOLY.

An Alliance Editor Bolls Over on the
Natlonal Union Scheme.

Huron, S. D., Feb. 21.? W. S. Loucks,
president of tbe South Dakota Farmers'
Alliance, vice-president of the National
Alliance and editor of the Ruralist, the
officialorgan of the state alliance, left
today to attend the St. Louis conference.
In his paper, yesterday, Loucks gave an
extended editorial concerning the
National Union' company and National
Cordage company scheme, and its con-
nection with the Alliance. He
accuses all who approve the
scheme of being opposed to the
Aljiance and always on the Bide of the
monopoly, and defies any paper includ-
ed in his denunciation to reproduce a
single editorial refuting the charge.
"The elevator combine of the north-
west," says Loucks, "bleeds the farm-
ers ofa dollar for every cent the Nation-
al Cordage company bleeds them of.
Yet now while attempts are being made
to throttle this monster in congress,
these same guardians of the dear farm-
ers are defending the monster. Ifthese
same people believed their statements,
that the National Union company was
an appendage ot the National Cordage
company, they would be the same fawn-

ing, cringing, aubaervient sycophants
at their feet that they were of other
combinea. It ia because it points to a
break in the monopoly lines that they
expose it."

French Cabinet Crisis.
Paris, ,Feb. 21.?Preaident Carnot

held a consultation with a number of
prominent men today, in regard to the
formation of a cabinet. The opinion
grows that the best way out of the diffi-
culty willbe found in the dissolution of
the chambers. Inparliamentary circlea
the real cause of the fall of the preai-
dent and ministry, ia eaid to have been
the conviction prevalent among tbe
radicals that the support given the
movement by the pope, waa due to the
secret treaty between the cabinet and
the Vatican.

Irish Local Government.
London, Feb. 21.?The Special com-

mittee of the cabinet on Saturday dia-
cuased the draft of the Iriah local gov-
ernment bill. It ia atated the commit-
tee decided tbat the endeavor to carry
tbe bill through the committee atage
willnot be possible until after Easter.

Lynchers Foiled.
Owensville, Ky., Feb. 21.?A mob

last night visited the jail and attempted
to get at the prisoners, but the jailor
gave them such a warm reception with
hia revolver that they departed. It ia
supposed that they wanted to lynch a
negro named Jones, who murdered Mar-
shal Taylor of Sharpoburg last De-
cember.

Russian Grain Decree Suspended.
St. Petersburg, Feb. 21.?The im-

perial decree to prohibit the exportation
of grain is about to be suspended in
favor of the owners of 10,000,000 poods
of oata now lying at the Baltic porta
awaiting ahipment.

Matched to Fight.

An Express Train's Narrow Escape from
an Awful Accident.

Great excitement
prevailed on reaching the winga of the
corral, which were one and one-half
milea apart. About 4000 scalps were se-
cured.
