The gituations are very
funny and are naturally led up to and
the dialogue is very bright. Jane, the
principal piece of the bill, is almost
pure farce and gives Johustone Bennett
opportunities in the title role that have
enabled her to become famous. It was
taken from the same French source as
Lend Me Your Wife, but the only re-
semblance detween the two plays is that
the central character in each is a young
man who finds it neceesary to provide
himself with some one to pass off as his
wife at very short notice. The develop-
ment of the plot is entirely different in
the two pieces. I think Jane will
please you and you cannot help liking
Chums.
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Blue Jeans has created a sensation at
the California, and is doing a very large
business. It is a play of Hoosier life,
extremely well played and illustrated by
handsome ecenery and remarkable
effects. There is an interesting story, &
number of clever characterizations and
a country band that will delight you.
The principal characters are played by
Lawrence Hanley, Laura Burt and
Lillian Lamson, the latter a Oalifornia
girl. Laura Burt’s June is one of the
most delightful performances imagin-
able. The thing which more than any-
thing has made this play famous is the
saw-mill scene. This 18 very realistic.
The stage is set to represent the interior
of a mill, with real circular saws, sawing
boards, which a gang of men bring and
take away. Near the end of the act the
hero and his engineer have a fight, in
which the former is knocked esenseless
and falls across a plank which was placed
in position to be sawed and had been
left there as the men knocked off work
at the blowing of the noon whistle.
Then the en%meer starts the machinery,
the saw revolves and the plank moves
onward, carrying the hero towards the
teeth which cut into the wood with the
familiar buzzing sound. The heroine
has heen locked up in the office but
breaks the door down with a chair and
rushes down the steps and across the
mill just in time to save the hero from
the saw, with barely an inch to spare.
The scene is very thrilling and works
the audience up to a tremendous pitch
of excitement, but it is not the only
thing in the play, which is one of the
best of the kind I have ever seen.

Itis much bet-
ter than the usual run of Irish plays
written nowadays, and has a consistent
and very well told story, Johneon makes
a hit in the title role, and gives a very
enjoyable performa.nce of the stage Irish-
man, songs and all. No one expected,
when he left negro minstrelsy for Irish
comedy, that he would be so successful
as he has been, but he has sufficiently
proven thathe knew what he was about,
He ig clever, handsome and a delightful
singer, his rendition of Sweet Annabel
being a gem. The character he portrays
is a little out of the common, being a
cheery, happy-go-lucky young Irish
squire, instead of the out-at-elbows
young scallawag usually selected as a
subject by the people in his line. He
has an excellent company and gives a
good performance. He is well seeing,
and I am pure you will like him.
