The Colerado-street Rallway Crossing
Ordinance—Notes.
» PAsADENA, Aug. 29.—The city council
met in regular session this afternoon,
President Weed in the chair, Present,
Councilmen Cox, Lukene, McQuilling
and Clarke.
The principal business transacted was
the granting to the Terminal Railway
company the right to lay a sidetrack
across Colorado street. The ordinance
as passed wae as near satisfactory to
both parties as possible, a full text of
which is given below.
After the reading of the minutes of
the last meeting the report of the audit-
ing and finance committee was received,
and bills to the amount of $89.53 or-
dered paid.
Specifications for the guttering and
curbing of California street, from Orange
Grove avenue to Arroyo drive, were
adopted, and the clerk was ordered to
advertise for bids.
A communication from Prof. Lowe
calling attention to the condition of
Raymond avenue below Vineyard street,
and requesting it to be placed in good
condition, was ordered filed and the
matter referred to the street superin-
tendent.
The Terminal croseing ordinance was
then taken up and paesed by the una-
nimous vote of the board.
The ordinance grants to the Los Ange-
les Terminal Railroad company the
right to lay and operate for the period
of thirty-five years one side-track to be
located not more than ninety-five feet
east of the main line, the south-
ern terminus to be north of Kansas
street and the northern end south of
Walnut street, said track to cross Colo-
rado street at right angles. It is further
granted that one additional sidetrack
may be laid, making two in all, across
Montana street, both tracks to be no
farther than thirty feet west of the
main line at the crossing, eaid tracks to
be kept in constant repair and to be
planked flush with the streetat all cross-
ings. It is further provided that the
railroad company gball provide, at the
option of the city council, either a flag-
man or gate, upon thirty days’ notice,
at the Colorado street crossing. No lo-
comotive shall be permitted to stand on
said street at any time, nor to stand on
a sidetrack, within fifty feet of Colorado
gtreet for more than five min-
utes. No switching shall be done
across said street at any time. The
present curved track ehall be taken
up within ninety days. A neglect to
comply with any of the requirements of
the ordinance, if continued ten days
after the attention of the company shall
be called to the same, shall render the
franchise void.

A new ordinance, No. 201, was placed
on ite first reading, and laid over until
next Monday. This ordinance states
that no switching of any trains shall be
done across Colorado street, and pro-
vides a fine of not more than $300 or im-
prisonment for more than month in the
city jail, for its violation. ., This ordi-
nance will cover the case of the Santa
Fe road, which has been using East
Colorado street a8 a switching ground
ifor the past year.
