The Smuggler Halcyon Did Not Put
ir at Redondo.

Monterey, Cal., Sept. 2.?Consider-
able excitement was caused here this
morning by the capture by Constable J.
A. Wolter and E. Michaelis of nineteen
Chinamen, who are supposed to be con-
traband. They were landed at Pesca-
dero, two miles south of this place at 1

o'clock this morning by the schooner
Halcyon, which was last seen
three months ago. From the
fact that tbe Chinese living

at Peecadero have been burning fires on
the beach at the latter place for several
nights past, the officers of this place
suspect that the tires were intended to
be guides to some vessel which intended
to land opium. It has been learned
that the Halcyon has unstamped opium
aboard amounting, it is reported, to
about $300,000. Ihe commander of the
vessel having learned of the capture of
the Chinese, immediately put to sea.

Redondo, Cal., Sept. 2?The report
tbat the smuggler Halcyon anchored in
Redondo harbor, Wednesday, is incor-
rect. The vessel ia the three-masted
schooner Halcyon, with a cargo of lum-
ber from Eureka for the Willamette
Lumber company. Collector Osborne is
keeping a close watch for the Halcyon
along the coast line of his customs dis-
trict.

A FATAL FLIRTATION.

APortland Passenger Agent Shot by a
Vouug Lady's Brother.

Portland, Or., Sept. 2.?Donald
Smith, city passenger agent of the Chi-
cago, Burlington and Quincy route, was
shot and probably fatally wounded, last
night, by Fred Baldie. Smith and
Baldie's sister, aged 19, were out walk-
ing. They were overtaken by Baldie,
who asked his sister to come home. A
auarrel ensued between Baldie and
Smith, resulting in Baldie's drawing a
revolver and shooting Smith in the fore-
head. Smith is a married man.

Sadie Baldie was seen at the home of
her mother. She admitted making an
appointment with Smith last night,
contrary to the known wishes of her
mother. Miss Baldie gave the following
account of the shooting: "While walk-
ing with Smith, my brother came up,
and, taking me by the arm, told me to
go home. Ireplied that I would when
Igot ready. Smith then stepped be-
tween my brother and myself, saying:
'Never mind; I willfight your brother.'
My brother and Smith then became
very much excited, and I saw Smith
slap my brother in the face. Mybrother
then drew a revolver and fired. Baldie
was arrested this afternoon and placed
in jail,pending the result of ? Smith's
wounds. -'?

SAN DIEGO CLAIMANTS.

Alleged Heirs to the Famed Peralta
Gra~t in Arizona.

San Diego, Sept. 2.?Today's Sun says

there is a family of brothers and sis-
ters living in this county that claims
to be the entire fifth generation in de-
scent from Don Miguel Peralta, Span-

ish knight of the golden fleece, and
baron of Colorado in the time of Em-
peror Ferdinand of Spain. They there-
fore lay claim to 4,750,000 acres oi the
Peralta tract in Salt river valley, Ari-
zona, for which but one heir has here
tefore appeared, and who is now the
wife of John A. Beavie. The San Diego
county family are named Felix. The
case will be given its first hearing at
Denver on October 15th, before the new
United States land court. In the event
the tract is restored to the don's heirs,
the United States government willhave
to pay them $1.25 an acre for all lands
now occupied by Eettlers. The tract in-
cludes the famous Casa Grande.

CAMP BANNING.

Whlttier Cadets Take Three Weeks'
Outing at Catalina.

Wuittier, Cal., Sept. 2.?A lively
crowd, live companies, of Whittier
cadets, composed of 280 boys of the state
reform school, left today on a special
train pf Beven cars for San Pedro, there
to take the steamship Hermosa and go
twenty-five mileß out to sea to Camp
Banning, Catalina island, where they
will have a regular military camp for
three weeks. Visitors are welcome at
the camp at 4 to 5:30 o'clock every aft-
ernoon, when either a company or bat-
allion drill or dress parade will take
place. The boys' department of the
school is deserted and closed. It will
begin receiving newly-committed boyß,
again, September 21st.

TO BE REOCCUPIED.

Franciscan Fathers Will Reinhablt San
I.in- Rey Mission.

San Dieoo, Sept. 2.?The mission of
San Luis Rey, in thiß county, four miles
east of Oceanside, willbe reoccupied by
Franciscans of Mexico, by permission of
the pope. Father Übach, of this city,
says they will spend $40,000 to $50,000
lor a monastery and repairing the
church. The object is the education of
youth of Mexico desiring to enter the
order, as Mexico does not permit relig-
ious houseß to exist in the republic.

Killed His Brother.
Sonoma, Cal., Sept. 2 ? Bojzag Carri-

ger, who shot and killed his brother,
William Carriger, last Saturday night,
had his examination today before Judge
Cheney. He waa held to answer the
charge of murder before the superior
court without bail. The preliminary
examination developed the fact that the
defense willbe accidental shooting.

Another Nevada Convention.
Winnemucca, Nev., Sept. 2. ? The

Humboldt county silver league has is-
sued a call for another state convention,
to instruct the electors nominated by
the silver party at Reno, to vote loir
Weaver and Field for president and vice
president. The convention willbe held
at Winnemucca September 15th.

HAWAIIAN ADVICES.

An Exciting Time in the Legislature
Over the Homer Bank Bill.

Honolulu, Aug. 25.?0n the 18th in-
stant the Hawaiian bill, known as Hom-
er's bank bill, came up for considera-
tion in tbe assembly. Tbe billprovides
for a paper currency for Hawaii, and
the governn °nt is authored to accept

mortgages on real estate, and every-

thing else, in fact, for the notes.

On the first morning of the debate
the house waa in committee of the
whole, Representative Robert W. Wil-
cox, the ex-revolutionist, being in the
chair. Noble McFarlane opposed the
bill, objecting to the introduction of
fiat' money, saying it would cause
destruction and ruin. He was opposed
to the bill from first to last. He
would, later on, move to table
tbe bill. Representative Kamauoha
raised the point that over half an hour
had been used in debate which was
against the rules of the house.
Some excitement followed, and Presi-
dent Walker, seeing the condition of
things, left his seat on the floor, and
ascending the dais, took the gavel from
Chairman Wilcoxand rapped the com-
mittee to order, and put the motion to
rise for a recess. The motion was car-
ried amidst much confusion. The de-
bate on the first and second readings
of the bill laßted four days, and tbe bill
was then re-referred to a special com-
mittee, by a vote of 24 to 22, the minis-
ters voting in favor of the motion.

The American cruiser Boston arrived
here August 24th. to relieve the San
Francisco, which willleave here on the
27th for the port of that name in Cali-
fornia. It is expected she will occupy
ten days on the voyage.

WANTS A FURNISHED COTTAGE.

Editor Medill Not Commissioned to Buy
a House forBlame.

Chicago, Sept. 2.?Regarding the re-
port from Washington to the effect that
Joseph Medill of the Chicago Tribune
had acted in the capacity of real estate
agent in the purchase of a hous6 and
lot in Los Angeles, where the Plumed
Knight could recuperate his lost vigor,
and perhaps re-enter the political arena
in 1896, Mr. Medill contributes the fol-
lowing to the editorial columns of the
Tribune:

There are some material errors in the
statement. 1. Mr. Blaiue has not com-
missioned Mr. Medill to purchase a resi-
dence in Los Angeles, or anywhere
else. 2. He did not have several con-
versations, but merely a short one of
a few minutes' duration. 3. The ex-
eecretary was already quite well posted
in regard to the California winter cli-
mate. 4. He merely said that he might
take a notion to visit Los Angeles and
Pasadena next winter, and asked, in
case he did so, whether he could prob-
ably rent a comfortably furnished cot-
tage for tbe winter. Since then Mr.
Medill has received no intimation from
Mr. Blame to the effect that he intended
to vieit the Pacific coast at any time in
the future, and has no commission from
him to purchase a house for him there
or elsewhere."

A Deadlock Smashed.
Rf.gina, N. W. T., Sept. 2.?With a

view to putting an end to the legislative
troubles in thiß territory, Lieutenant-
Governor Royal has issued a proclama-
tion declaring the assembly prorogued.
This kills all legislation passed this st-s-
--sion, including the Bchool bill. The
cause of the lieutenant-governor taking
this action, was tbe fact that the lower
house had been for some time hope-
lessly deadlocked over the speakership
question.

Reciprocity Convention.
Grand Forks, N. D , Sept. 2 ?Among

the resolutions adopted by the inter-
national reciprocity convention today,
was one favoring the extension and en-
largement of the existing waterways, and
the construction of additional means
of water communication from the great
lakes to the sea, free of all tolls. Tbe
convention decided to hold its next
annual meeting at St. Paul.

Another Schooner Wrecked.
Southampton, Ont., Sept. 2.?During

a gale the schooner Nettie Woodward
was wrecked, trying to make this har-
bor. Mate Joseph Greathouse and Sea-
man N. Maben were drowned. The
captain and the rest of the crew were
rescued, after clinging to the vessel all
night.

Money to Move Crops.
Washington, Sept. 2.?Up to August

31st the treasury department has
shipped to various parts of the United
States $7,000,000 in small notes, for the
purpose of facilitating tbe movement of
crops.

HOMESTEAD RIOTERS.

Baseball Pitcher Baldwin Arrested for
Complicity in the Troubles.

Pittsburg, Sept. 2. ?Mark Baldwin,
the famous baseball pitcher now play-
ing with the Allegheny club, was ar-,
rested last night on a warrant sworn
out by the Carnegie Steel company,
charging him with aggravated riot at
Homestead, July 6th. He is accused of
furnishing rifles to the strikers. His
father furnished bail to await the action
of the grand jury.

Homestead, Sept. 2.?Several more
arreata were made today. Detectives
arrested Matthew Foy, charged with
murder; Oscar Goldfish, charged with
aggravated assault and battery, and
Elmer E. Bail, charged with conspiracy.
