Berlin. Oct. 29.?[Copyright, 1892,
by the New York Associated Press.]?
Emperor William will open the reich-
stag in person November 22d. While
the imperial parliament is wrestling

over the army bill, the Prussian land-
tag, which is summoned to meet No-
vember 9th, willbe involved in a paTty

tight on the fiscal reforms proposed by

Dr. Miquel, minister of finance. Both
sessions will strain the energies of the
ministers and produce crisis periods, yet

tbe official circle is confident the army

bill willbe approved, as they are also
confident that the proposed budget will
meet with acceptance.

Prince Bismarck willnot reappear in
the reichstag. -If the success of the
coalition against the government was
absolutely secure, with himself master of
tbe situation, be would not hesitate to
again take his seat, but tbe person
who latest tried to interview him
could not even extort a side lighton the
prince's attitude toward the impending
struggle. His criticism waa chiefly per-
sonalities. Tbe present miniaters, he
eaid, are ao insignificant, and the cover-
ing to the shield tbey present is so trans-
parent that tbe emperor himself always
ebines through tbem. It ia dangerous
to tbe future of tbe monarcbial era, he
added, for a ruler, even with the best
intentions, to appear so frequently in
tbe political field without decent minis-
terial covering.

Continuing, Prince Bismarck said:
"To fight with ministers who are made
of straw has no charms for me. Some
of them cling through personal necessi-
ties to the posts that feed tbem; tbey
have large families or there are other
things that demand that they retain
their offices."

This is interpreted aa a spiteful allu-
sion to Dr. Yon Boetticher, head of the
imperial home office and representative
of the chancellor.
' i "The sort of men," eaid Prince Bis-
marck, "are represented in the govern-
ment, that Frederick the Great once
eaid were amusing at table, but whom
Frederick kicked out. Now they are
not kicked out. The situation has no
sword for me. My son is much leBS re-
signed to be out of office than I am,
but he has long seen that competition
with certain ministers ia only possible
provided one previously wears livery for
some yeara."

Negotiations for a commercial treaty
with Russia are about to be resumed.

The programme of the Independent
Socialist party is finally drafted, and it
marks their definitivesecession from the
main body of Social Democrats. The pro-
gramme declares that workmen ought to
reject socialism in any form.
They should rather enfeeble it and com-
pletely abolish the state. They should
try to capture the means of production
and abolish capitalistic society through
strikes; refuse to enter into legal obliga-
tions, etc. They should oppose all the
leading institutes of modern society,
such as church, state schools, the army,
bureaucracy and parliamentarism, and
reconstruct society on a basis of perfect
equality, without distinction as to Bex.
The manifesto is tbe embodiment of
sheer auaicbism. The party has a grow-
ing number of adherents in Germany.
The Socialistic members of the reich-
stag, Singer, Bebel, Liebknecht and
Aver, willseize the occasion of the great
congress of the Socialistic party, No-
vember 14th, to denounce the mani-
festo as anti-socialistic.

The social season that was opening
brilliantly at the American legation,
was interrupted by the news of Mrs.
Harrison's death. Mrs. Phelps had
issued invitations to dinner in honor of
Minister White, at which Chancellor
"Yon Caprivi. General Scbouvaloff, Rus-
sian ambassador, and other dignitaries
would have been present. The invita-
tions were withdrawn when it waa
learned that Mrs. Harrison was dead.

A representative of the Associated
Press is informed that the German
steamship companies have agreed not
to forward Russians or Hungarians to
the United States f.s long as cholera ex-
ists in Russia and Hungary. The re-
ports current from New York that Bo-
hemians, also, willbe excluded, are un-
true.

The Baku Standard Oilcompany hfiß
been formed here. Its aim willbe to
compete with the American Standard
Oil company for the German market.

Experiments have recently been made
in Germany with a new kind of armor,
claimed to be far superior to any kind
heretofore made. It is said the resist-
ing qualities of this armor are so great
tbat a thin layer of it will prevent the
passage of the new small caliber rifle
bullets.

GUESTS OF THE NATION.

Descendants of Columbus and the In-
fanta Isabella to vi.it Chicago.

New York, Oct. 29.?The duke of Ve-
roqua, with his brother, Marquis de
Barbales, has accepted the invitation
extended them as descendants of Chris-
topher Columbus, by congress, to be-
come the guests oi this country at the
opening of the Columbian Exposi-
tion in May next. The aueen of
Spain,, in response to a letter from Pres-
ident Harrieon, asking her to visit the
world's fair as the guest of this country,
expressed her gratification for the kind-
ness of congress, in a letter to the Btate
department, and regretted that the con-
stitution of Spain prevented her from
accepting, but stating that she would
be represented. It is said the Infanta
Isabella, sifter of the late king, may bo
present at Chicago during the fair.

BACK TO Tin: WHITE HOCSR.

Preaident Harrison Safely Returned to
Washington. .

Washington, Oct. 29. ?The presiden-
tial party arrived at 5 o'clock this after-
noon.

The so-called accident to the train on
the homeward trip, a few miles west of
Columbus, was a triflingaffair.

The president spoke with evident feel-
ing of his deep appreciation of the
marked sympathy and consideration dis-
played by the people at all the points
on the route.

WRECK OF THE ROUMANIA.

Only Seven of tho I*B People Aboard
tbe Vessel Saved.

Lisbon, Oct. 29.?The place where the
Anchor line steamer Roumania was

wrecked is a little to the northeast of

Cape Carmonaire. It ia euppoeed that,

on account of the severe westerly gales,

the steamer made more leeway than the
captain counted on, bringing the vessel
hearer the ahore than waß supposed. Of
the 122 souls on board, passengers and
crew, only seven were saved. There
were no life-caving appliancee in the
neighborhood of the wreck. The steam-
er is breaking up. Portions of the cargo
are coming ashore all along the coast.
A heavy fog prevailed when the vessel
struck. Seven nearly nude bodies have
been washed ashore, indicating tbat the
people on board were in their berths
when the steamer came aground. Cav-
alrymen are patroling the shore to pre-
vent the wholesale robbery of the bodies
and cargo.

Further details from Peniache ahow
that Captain Hamilton, Lieutenant
RDcbe and aeven Lascars were caved.
A newepaper correepondent who has
reached Penische, telegraphs that the
wreck occurred at 11 o'clock Thursday
night. The steamer struck in front of
the littlesea coast village of Gronho,
between Penische and Fodarello. The
scene of the wreck ia desolation itself.
Beyond a few hula occupied by miser-
ably poor fishermen, there is not a sign
of human lifein the vicinity. The coast
line is a barren stretch of sand, backed
by high cliffs, and ano worse place for
human assistance to reach the wreck
could be found. '

When the Roumania struck, the nieht
was dark and the sea was running high.
The steamer had been driven out of her
course by the storm, and lost her bear-
ings in the fog by which she was sur-
rounded after the Btorm had somewhat
abated. She struck on a mass of ragged
rocks, and the sea soon broke her to
pieces. The whole coast from Obidos to
San Martinho is strewn with wreckage.

Aparty of sea-taring men from Penische
made a difficult journey to Gronho. On
the bleak shore they found Captain
Hamilton, an officer in the British-
Indian arms, with six Lascara, part of
the Roumania'a crew, all perfectly
naked and completely exhaueted by
their struggles to reach the shore. They
had fallen on the beach, where the in-
coming waves threw water around them.
Had they remained long in theirposition
they would have died from exposure or
been drowned. They were cared for
and revived.

Confusion exists regarding Lieutenant
Roche, or Rooke.and another man, sup-
posed to be a Lascar. They are reported
safe, and it is said are being taken to
Penische. They have not yet arrived,
however, and there ia a mystery regard-
ing their whereabouts.

Tho aathoritiee of Penische are doing
their utmost to establish the identity of
the dead before they are buried. The
task, however, is accompanied with
great difficulty, as in many cases tbere
is not a single article of clothing or jew-
elry by which the dead might be recog-
nized.

Among the Roumania'a passengers
were a number of English officers and
several English ladies, who were return-
ing to England with their children and
nurses.
