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PASADENA.
Editor Medili’s Fine Home Destroyed by
Fire.

PAsADENA, Nov. 22.—-One of the most
gerious fires that was ever chronicled in
this vicinity occurred at an early hour
this morning, in which the residence of
Editor Jos. Medill of the Chicago
Tribune, eituated in Altadena, was

. completely destroyed. The fire was first

diecovered by Mrs. Medill, who was
awakened by a glare of light in the
sleeping reom. The household was at
once aroused and a determined effort
made to quench the flameg, but without
avail.

The fire, which siarted from a box
containing hot ashes, could have been
controlled at the start had there been a
gufficient force of water. But as thefire
made steady headway and it seemed
useless to try to fight it the attention of
all was turned to saving the contents of
the building. Owing to the rapid ad-
vance of the fire nothing on the upper
floor was saved, but Mr. Medill’slibrary
and private papers which were fortun-
ately below were rescued. The servants,
who were agleep up staire, barely escaped,
saving nothing. Owing to the distance
from the city the fire department could
be of any avail and was not called
out. The baras and outbuildings were
not injured, the flames heing confined
to the house.

Mr. Medill and family had just got
comfortably settled in their California
home for the winter and the fire will
cause them machb inconvenierce. The
residence, which was one of a group of
handsome hcmes at Altadena. was pur-
chased by Mr. Medill several years ago
and is valued, including its contente, at
$35,000,

The insurance, which is distrib-
uted among several companies,
amounts to over $20,000, a
coneiderable portion of whicn was
placed but a few days ago. Of this
amount $16,000 wasvon the house and
$4400 on its contents.

Mr. Medill informe us that he will im-
mediately commence reconstruction, the
workmen being already busy clearing
away the debris. The mnew house will
surpass the burned one in point of size
and elegance. The family will probably
remove into this city until the building
is finished.

MR, M’LAIN’S DEATH,

The death of D. R. McLain occurred
at 3:30 this aiternoon at his residence
on Summit avenue. Mr. McLain has
been in ill health for a long time, and
the news of his death, while it is a sad
ghock to the family ard his many friends
in this vicinity, is not entirely unex-
pected.

In his death the community loses
one of its most respected citizens and
the family a loving husband and a kind
father.

Deceased was for several years mar-
shal of this city, filling that position in
a most acceptable manner, and only re-
tired by reason of failing health,

He leaves a wife and two childrenjto
mourn his loss, The funeral will be
held Thursday morning at 10 o’clock
under the auepices of the Masons.
