Marysville Surrounded by Water on
All Sides.

The Flood Situation at Many Points
Quite Berious—Snowbound Trains
in the Northwest—Coast
News in General,

By the Associated Press.)

SAcraMENTO, Dee. 26.—All the reports
from the surrounding country are to the
effect that the water is very high. The
Sacramento river has been rising quite
rapidly here,’and tonight it reached the
26-foot mark, Owing to thg high stage
of the upper river it is expected to be
higher here than ever before. The levee
on the Yolo side, opposite the city, is
high and strong, but above and below
Washington are geveral weak places
that cannot stand a much greater rise,
The American river reached its high-
est point early yesterday morning, when
it rose to 40 feet in the narrow gorge op-
posite the state prison at Foleom. It
carried out all the logs in the boom of
the American River Lumber company,
also a big scow moored there, The
water ran 25 feet cver the big dam at
the prieon, Since then the American
has fallen 12 feet there, but a telephone
message this evening from the warden:

able, :

The country north of Marysville for
miles is flooded, and the railroad tracks
are under water. Three® trains are off
on the Oregon line; one at Biggs, one

Traine are run from here to Marysville, |
and Oregan traffic goes via Davisville
Woodland and Willows to Tehama.

day a locomotive plunged into a wash-
out near Villa, and the engineer aad
fireman were both slightly hurt. The
roads are open in all directions from
here, but trains cannot all run on sched-
ule time.

MarysviLLg, Cal,, Dec. 26.—The city
is surrounded by water on all sides;
thousands of acres of grain are flooded.
The water is very high in the Yuba
river; it is feared that eome weak point
may be struck in the levees, or that the
levees being so thoroughly soaked, may
give way.

HraLpssura, Cal.,, Dec. 26.— The
‘storm was dieastrous in this locality.
Many bridges are gone or damaged;
trees innumerable have gone down;
hundreds of redwoods in the adjoining
forests have fallen. Eucalyptus trees
were a failure before such a storm.
In 48 hours 6.22 inches of
rain fell, making 11! incbes for the
storm, and 25 inches for the gseason.
At Cloverdale and all through the Rus-
pian river valley about the same has
fallen., The storm is now subsiding.
Loni, Cal., Dec. 26.—The storm of the’
past three days has been very severe.
All the streams are very high, especially
the Mokelumne river, which was higher
yesterday than at any time last season.

BORDER BSKIRMISHES.

Larepo, Texas, Dec. 26.—Consider-

able excitement was created here by the

receipt of a telegram from New Laredo,

over the Mexiean line, announcing that

Lieutenant West and his company of

United States troops came upon a band

of bandits encamped near ' Alazan

creek and killed one and wounded an-

other.

Horrible Triple Murder and
Suicide.

A Husband’s Awful Crime at
Worcester, Mass.

He Murders His Wife, Child and
Mother-in Law.

Then Takes His Own Life—A Rich Old
Hoosier Arrested for Bigamy—A
Kansas Blizzard—Other
Eastern News,

WorcesTer, Mass., Dec. 26,—A horri-
ble triple murder and euicide was dis-
covered today in the upper flat of a ten-
ement building at 3I Tainter street.
Henry C. Varnum and his little adopt-
ed daughter, Florence, were found
dead; his wife was nearly dead when
discovered and died on the way to the
horpital ; and Mrs. Wright, mother of
Mre. Varnum, now lies at the hogpital
in a critical condition, unable as yet to
talk or indicate in any way the story of
the awful event.
Henry C. Varnum came to this city
from Haron, Vt., in September, and
went to work in the shop of L. L. Pol-
lard. The family lived quietly, and to
all appearances happily. Mre. Varnum
was a regular attendent at the Hope
Congregational chugch, where ehe sang
in the choir, her husband and Ilit-
tle daughter often accompanying her.
Mrs. Varnum was not present at
services Sunday, and the pastor, Rev.
E. W. Phillips, remarked her absence
and expreseed some surprise, saying
Mrs. Varnum was not the eort ofa
wolgmn to stay at home because it was
cold.
Mr, Phillips today went to the Var-
num house and rang the beil, but re-
ceiving no answer called up the occu-
pant of the middle dwelling, who said
she had not heard anything from the
Varnums, Mr, Phillips went up stairs
immediately and passed through the
perlor, into the back parlor and then
into the kitcl.en. He then pushed open
the door of a bedroom leading off from
the kitchen, and a terrible sight met his
eyes. Lying on the bed, covered with
blood, were Mr, Varnum and his wife.
The man was quite dead, but the woman
was breathing heavily, Inacot in a
correr of the room lay the child, turned
over on her face, also dead. Phillips
waited togee no more, but rushed down
staira and telephcned for the police.
When the police arrived the
mother of Mrs. Varnum, Mre. Wright,
was discovered in an adjoining
room. She was eonseious but not able
to apeak, thongh she understood whet
was eaid to her. The bodies of the man
and child were removed to the under-
teker’s and the women carried to the
hoszpital. Mrs. Wright is still unable to
speak, but may live. She iz about 80
years of age.
The weapon with which the awfal
deed was committed was an iron strap
about 15.inches long beaded by a cyliu-
drieal knob. The instrument weighed
fully four pounds. Varnum himself
was killed by a stab from a knife identi-
fied as his own. He was cut in the re-
gion of the heart. There were no other
marks upon his body. There was no
sign of viclence about the house orout-
side the bedrooms,
Mre. F. F. Hall, who lives in a tene-
ment house below, says she heard
slight eounds from the child aboutb
o’clock Sunday morning. The noises
ceaged immediately and ehe thought
nothing of them.
