
AT THE SEAT OF GOVERNMENT.
Nicaragua Canal Expenditures

a Subject of Debate.

The Senate Decides to Investigate
Them to Date.

Senator Morgan Takes a Whack at the

Monroe Doctrine?Tho Anti-Option

BUI to Be I'ressed to a
Vote Next Week.

Washington, Jan. 14,?1n the eenate,
today, prudential electoral certificates
from Oregon and South Dakota were
presented and placed on file.

Caftory, appointed to the vacancy

caused by the death of Gibson of Louis-
iana, appeartd and took the oath of
office.

Wolcott of Colorado offered a resolu-
tion instructing tbe committee on for-

eign relations to inquire what eums had
been expended in and about tbe con-
struction of the Nicaragua canal Bince
the accounts of expenditure heretofore
rendered. He remarked that two years
ago testimony was taken by the com-
mittee on foreign relations, which
showed that up to that time about
$3,000,000 had been expended, but now
it was proposed to give the company
$6,000,000 in bonds guaranteed by the
government. He did not suppose it
would be seriously contended that any
such expenditures had been made by
the company within the last two years,
and the purpose of his resolution was to
ascertain what the actual expenditures
had been.

Sherman, chairman of the committee
on foreign relations, said he had no ob-
jection to the resolution. Two years
ago. he said, the company had expended
$3,000,000. Since then it had expended
considerably more, but not as much ac
$6,000,000, but the amount actually ex-
pended waa to. be ascertained by the
secretary of the treasury and the secre-
tary of state, snd the maximum to be
turned over to the company in guaran-
teed bonds was not to exceed $6,000,000.

Hoar said congress should see to it,
in the conetiuction of the Nicaragua
t-anai, that daylight should be con-
stantly turned on every transaction.

The resolution was, at the suggestion
of Morgan, laid over till Monday.

The resolution offered yesterday by
Morgan of Alabama, instructing the
committee on commerce to inquire and
report ou the advantages to the inter-
est of the United States that would be
afforded by the Nicaragua ship canal,
was taken up and Morgan spoke. He
said that logically Great Britain had
just us much right aa the United States
to charter the canal company and take
control of it, which it was proposed
tbe United states should take. If
Coßta Rica and Nicaragua were
to tender such an overture to
Great Biitain, or if the owners of
the concession were to take it to Great
Britain and make the tffer which they
had made to congress, and if Great
Britain ehould accept the United States
would have one paltry plea?he would
not call it paltry?one emasculated plea,
and that was the tattered and torn and
dirty Monroe doctrine which the senate
of the United States had succeeded in
kicking literally into doll rage.

Sherman asked Morgan to notice the
objection made in some quartera that
the owners of $12,000,000 of stock of the
company would have undue influence in
tbe management of the corporation.

Morgan replied that in the pending
bill tbe power of the government was re-
served in the cootroi of the operation of
the company. The government was to
own $80,500,000 of the $100,000,000 of
stock, and would therefore have control
so far ac the direction of tbe company
is concerned.

Speaking of the provision of the bill
for 10 government directors out of 15,
Morgan eaid if tbe French government
had had its own directoiß in tbe Panama
canal company the robberies which had
created a crisis which bad disgraced and
nearly destroyed the French republic
would not have been perpetrated, and
that the mire of fraud and corruption
and villainy which was now shocking
the eenß.bilitiea of that great and noble
people wculd have been avoided.

Al the conclusion of Morgan's speech,
tbe anti-opt'ou bill came up as a special
order, but. Wolcott of Colorado moved
lo proceed (Q crnsideration of the first
!> '!DB Ilie i-alt-i dar.

Washburn dctnaLded the yeas and
nays and the result showed that a
quorum was not votinz. A motion to
adjourn waa alao defeated. The roll was
called and more than a quorum re-
sponded.

Sheiman asked unanimous consent to
have a vote on the anti-option bill
taken on Wednesday. Wolcott ob-
jected, stimulated, however, by a hint
from Sherman that the measure was
blocking up all important business.
Washburn gave notice that be would
aek the senate to remain in session next
Wtdnesdfiy until a final vote on the
anti-option hill was reached.

After a brief executive session the
senate adjourned.

HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.

An Appropriation for tbe Purchase ofthe
Cherokee Outlet Passed.

Washington, Jan. 14.?1n the house,
today, Delegate Came of Utah intro-
duced a bill to enable tbe people of tbe
territory he represents to form a consti-
tution and state government, and be
admitted into the union as a state.

The boiiHP, after considering the bill
Ui promote the efficiency of the militia,
fur a time, laid it aside without action,
and proceeded to consideration of meas-
ures called up by the committSe on
Indian affuirs.

The first bill called up was one appro-
priating $8,595 000 to ratify and confirm
the agreement with the Cherokee na-
tion, which provided for the cession by
the Cherokee Indians of the Cherokee
outlet, which contains about 8,000,000
acre?. An amendment was adopted
allowing tbn B< vernment six years in
which to pay tho money and in the
meant'me pay 5 per cent interest.

Oa iuot:o:i of Batler of lowa an
amendment was adopted, providing that
no person who owns 80 acres of land or
who owns real estate in any city or
town, the aggregate value of whicn ex-
ceeds $2000, shall enter any land opened
to settlement. Tbe original billmade
the restriction apply to owners of 160
acres.

After further discussion and the
adoption of some minor amendments
tbe bill was passed and the houee ad-
j urned.
