ADDRESS OF HON. T. A. R. NEL-

SON.
To thePeople ofEast Tennessee.

.In all the speeches which I made to you inthe spring ?nd summer of 1801, as well as in
a printed address to the people of the State.
on or about the SOth of May, ISGI. I declared,
in substance, that if I had believed it was the
object of the North to subjugate the South
and to emancipate our slaves, in violation of
the Constitution, I would have gone as far as
the farthest in advocating resistance to the ut-
most extent.

My attention has justKeen called to a pro-
clamation issued by the President of the
United States on the 22d Sept., ISG2. in which
iio declares that "on the first day of January
in the year of our L >rd one thousand eight
hundred and sixt3'-threo, siH persons held as
slaves within any State, or any designated
psrt of a State, the people whereofshall then
jbe in rebellion against the United States, shall
be thenceforward and forever free; and the
executive government of the United States,
including the military and naval authority,
will recognize and maintain the freedomof
such persons, and will d >no act or a-:ts to re-
press such persons or any of them, in any ef-
forts they may make for their actual free-
dom." ?

I need scarcely remind you that oneof the.
evils which I dreaded and predicted as the
result of the efforts which were made to dis-
solve the Union was that, in the progress of
War, they might open the way for servile in-
surrection and the overthrow of the institu-
tion of slavery. My opinions as to the un-
constitutionality and ioipolioy of secession'
remain unchanged, but in my last speech in
Congress, and on various other public oc-
casions, I have vindicated and maintained,
and still maintain, the,right of revolution.?
On no occasion, however, did I ever assert
the doctrine that a violation of the Constitu-
tion by one party would authorize or justify
similar, or other violations by the opposing
party The paramount causes which have
controlled and influenced my conduct and
opinions were love for the Union and an un-
shaken confidence that we had the best con-
stitution and government in the world, But.
of all tho acts of despotism of which the
civil war in which we are now engaged has
been the prolific source, there is not one
which, in the slightest degree, equals the
atrocity and barbarism of Mr-. Lincoln's pro-clamatim. At one blow it deprives ail the
citizens of the slave States, without distinc-
tion, of the right to hold slaves, a right
guaranteed by the vary C->nstituti n he pre-
tends to uph d!. It is true be inak.s an in-
timation that he will recommend to Congress
to provide just compensation to Union mas- j
tecs' in the stave States, but whit right has
be. or tho government of tho United States, !
to deprive them of this property without their j
consent? And what assurance bays they
that his vague and general intimation will he
applied to them, or that, an nbolit'on Con-
gress, reeking with the blood of the S >uth.l
and jubilant in the possession of usurped
power, will adopt his recommendation?

We are in the midst of a sea of difficulties.
Many acts have been done in the S uth to
which we were bitterly opposed as a people,
and which we who have adhered to the Union
in spite of perils and dangers, could not jus-
tify or.palliate. But the Union men of East
Tennessee arc it >t now and never were Abo-
litionists. The Union men of East Tennes-
see are .not now and never have been com-
mitted to the doctrines of ineendriaism and
murder to whh-h Mr. Lincoln's proclamation
leads.; What, then, is the path of duty in the
trying circumstances which surround us? Is
it to belie all our past professions and to sus-
tain Mr. Lin olu's administration, right or
wrong? Is it to justify a man, whom we had
no agency in elevating to power, notonly in
abandoning the Constitution of the United
States, but in repudiating tho Chicago plat-
form, bis inaugural address and messages to
Congress in which the absolute right to slave-
ry in the States where it exists was distinctly
and unequivocally conceded ? Or is it. in
view of his many violations of the Constitu-
tion, and this crowning act of usurpation, to
join that side which at present affords the
Or.ly earthly hope of successful resistance?

1 am aware, my countrymen, that you will
find difficulties in bringing your minds to the
same conclusion at which my own has ar-
rived. Many wanton and unauthorized acts
6f cruelty and oppression have been perpe-
trated among you, which, instead of chang-
ing your opinions, have only been calculated
to aggravate and intensify a heroic principle
of endurance. Many of these ac;s have been
committed in remote places, without the
knowledge or approbation of the authorities

I at Richmond, or.of those who have held the
supreme command in East Tennessee, and
under such circumstances, that 3011 have felt
it dangerous to complain. Gradually and
slowly these outrages have at last become
known, and in the very recent proclamation
issued by Major-General Jones, yon have the
assurance that your complaintswill be heard,
and the most energetic measures adopted to
remedy the evils to which you been sub-
jected.

Let not, then, a sense of private and pre-
sent wrongs, blind you against the enormities
already perpetrated, and still more seriously
contemplated by Mr. Lincoln's administra-
ticn. If a majority of the Republican party
have been sincere in their professions of a
determinationto respect the right of slavery
in the States,, and if the light of freedom is
not utterly extinguished in the North, may
we not hono that a spirit of resistance willbe
aroused in that section, which, combined
with the efforts of the Soufh, will hurl Mr.
Lincoln from power, and even yet restore
peace and harmony to our distracted and di-
vided country ? Rut if, through fear, or any
Other cause, Mr. Lincoln's infamous procla-
mation is sustained, then we have no Union
to hopefor, no Constitution to struggle for,
no magnificent and unbroken heritages to
maintain, no peace to expect, save such, as
with the blessing of providence, we may con-

quer. The armies which have been sent near
you to tantalize you with hope, have been
withdrawn, and, with cool audacity, Mr.
Lincoln virtually tells you that you have no
rights. _No alternativeremains but to choose
the destiny which an arrogant and unprin-
cipled administrationforces upon us

It is almost unnecessary to declare to you
that I adhered to the Union amidst good rc-
oort and evil report, suffering and danger,while it was in my power to support it, and
that, when my efforts were paralyzed and myvoice silenced by causes beyond* ray control,I have cherished the hope that all might yet
be well; but "the last link is broken" that
bound me to a government fur winch my an-
cestors -fought, nnd, whatever maybe the
course of others, I shall feel it my duty to en- j
courage the most persevering and determinedIresistance against the tyrants and usurpers
of the Federal administrationwho have blast- I
ed our b pcs and are cruelly seeking to dcs- j
troy the last vestigeof freedom among us. If j
you would save yourselves from a species of
carnage unexampled in the history of NorthAmerica, but unequivocally invited in Mr.
Lincoln's proclamation, let every map who is
able to fight buckle on his arnr> r, and, with-
out awaiting the slow and tediousprocess of
conscription, at once volunteer to aid in the
struggle against him. The race is not always
to the swift nor thebattle to the strong, and
it cannot, in the nature of tilings, be possible
that a just God will prosper the efforts of a
man or a government which has hypocritical-
ly pretended towage war in behalf of theConstitution, but now throws off the mask
and sets it utterly at deliince. No despot ijiEurope would dare to exercise the powers
which Mr. Lincoln, in less than two brief
years, has b ddly usurped. He has suspend-
ed the writ of habeas corpus in regard to all
persons who have been or may be imprisonedby military authority, and thus destroyed a
right essentia] to the liberty of the citizen, a
right which the mailed barons of England
wrested by force fre m King John, and insert-
ed in the great charter of British ficedom: a
right which it caused centuries of contest to
engraft upon the British constitution: a right 'for which our fathers steruly struggled, and
which is incorporated in every American con-
stitution. He has called armies into the field,
without authority, according to his own ac-
knowledgment, and has become a military
Dictator. He now claims the prerogative to
abolish slavery without our consent; and, if
he can thiv* take our negroes, why may he
not take our lands and every thing else we
possess, and reduce us to a state of vassalage
to which no paraMel can be found save in the
history ofthe Middle Ages.

Brigadier General Tilghman, C. S. A :
Your note of to-day. stating that you bad

been informed that I had made use ofremarks
in February last, reflecting upon you as a
s-ld;er and an officer,. in conducting the de-
fence of Fort Henry, is received.

In reply, I state that at the time and place
referred to. I made a few brief remarks ex-
pressive of the conviction then upon my mind,
that the works at Fort Henry were prema-
turely surrendered.

This conviction was formed from informa-
tion which I then believed to be true. Sub-
sequently, and while at Fort Donelson, Ire-
ceived from Major Giiiner, engineer on duty
with ynu, at Fort Henry, and present during
the assault on that post, a statement of facts
and of the circumstances connected with its
defence, which satisfied my mind that my
first information was incorrect?and that the
work could not havelong withstood so vigorous
an assault. It is proper to say that when my
remarks were made I had no unkind person-
al feelings toward you, but were the result
ofa convictionbased upon erroneous informa-
tion.
