AN ACT
To provide for the production. distribuiion and
sale of ‘salt in this Commonwealith, yassed

October 1st, 1862,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly.
That the Governorof this Commonwealth may
adopt every such measure and do every such
act as in his judgment may be necessary and
proper to be done in order to secure the pos-
session, production, or distribution to conven-
ient places, of snch quantity of salt as willin
his judgment be sufficient to supply the peo-
ple of this Commonwealth: and to that end
may bind the faith of the Commonwealth for
the performance of such contracts and engace-
ments as he may determine to be necessary
and proper, and may exercise full autbority
and control over the property and franehises
of any person, firm or company. in this Com-
monwealth, whenever he shall judge it to be
necessary and proper to exercise the same in
order to secure the possession, production, or
distribation of the quantity of salt aforesaid,
provided that nothing herein contained shall
be construed to authorize the purchase of the
Smyth and Washington or Kanawha Salt
Works. or any freehold interest therein.

2. If, in the opinion of the Guvernor, in or-
der to obtaina speedy and safficient sepply of
salt, it shali be expedient to gn 80, be may
seize, take posession of and hold and exercise
full authority .and control over the property,
real and personal, of any person, firm, or com-
pany, and any engines, machinery or fixtures
and other property or things necessary for the
production’ of salt' in the Commonwenalth
whenever he shall judge it t6 be necessary to
exercise the power hereby conferred. in order
to secure the production and distribution of
the quantity of salt aforesaid.

3. If, by the exercise of the power eonferred
by .the 2d sectiop of this act, any property
should be taken in relation to which there
may be existing contracts with the Confede:
rate Statés or any of the States of the Con-
federate States, or with any couuty, city or
town in this Commenwealth entered into hy
virtae of an act of theGeneral Assembly, en-
titled, *“An act to authorize the C.unty Courts
to purchase and distribute salt aming the peo-
ple and provide payment for the same,”” pass-
ed May 9, 1862, or any contract with individ-
vals for the benefit of any county, ¢ity or
town, under the aet aforesaid:. Provided that
such eontracts with and for said counties, |
shall nut be respected for a’ larger amount of !
salt than the twenty peunds for each inhahi-
tant proposed by the lessees to be furnished
in the proposition vn which said act was fonnd-
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published in the City of Richutond, the sale !
of such salt at any higher price than the !
price so preseribed, shall be a misdenreanor,

{and the sale of each bushel or any part of a

! bushel thereof at a rate higher than the price

{ so prescribed shall be a separa‘e offence.—

i Any violation of the rule and rozulations so

preseribed shall be a misdemeinor. Upon

conviction of any person under this act he

shall pay a fine of not less than one hundred

nor more than two thousand dollavs.

6. If the governor shall find it necessary to
employ Agents to receive money for the sales
of salt, he shall require them to give bond,
with sach - penalty as the Governor may re-
gunire. with good secrrity to be approved by
the Governor, payable to the Commonwealth,
with condition to pay all money received from
the sale of salt into the Treassry to the credit
of the Coummonwealth, at the end of each
morth.

7. The sum of five hundred thousand dol-
lars is hereby appropriated to be paid out of
the Treasury. upon warrant to be issaed by
the Auditor of Public Accounts upon the or-
ders of the Governor in writing to be given
only in payment of liabilities incurred for the
purposes of this Act.

8. For the use of any of the property real
or personal, which may be used, oceupied,
possessed or controlled by the Governor. a
board of assessors, to be composed of five per,
sons not memhers of the General Assemb'y,
who shall be appointed by a joint vote of the
two Houses, a majority of whom may act and
shall concur. shall assess reasonable compen-
sation and damages, which shall be paid up-
on a written -order of the Governor upun a
written assessiment, to be signeil by a majori-
ty of the members of the board, with their
affidavits that such assessment is, in the opin-
ion of the beard, reasonable and just. Sach
assessment shall be delivered to the Governor
to be filed by him in the office of the Secretg-
ry of State; and a copy thereof shall be for-
warded hy the Secretary to the person, firm
or company who may be entitled to the com-
pensation or damages. and unless sach per-
son, firm ot company shall, within thirty days
after suech copy shall be delivered to them,
refuse by written objections to accept the
same, such assessment shall be deemed to be
final. If the Governor, on behalf of the State,
orif any such person, firm or company shall
within thirty days after such assessment shall
have been  so filed with the Seeretary of the
Commonwealth, file such, writien objections
with the Secretary of the Commonwealth, and
in the office of the Cireuit Court in the city of
Richmond, an appeal shall lie from such as-
sessment to thesaid Circuit Couart, and the
proceedings thereon in said court shall be ae-
cording to the provisions of chapter 56 of the
Code of Virginia, as far as the same are appli-
cable thereto, except that the Commonwealth
shall tnot be required to pay the compensa-
tion for damages to the party entitled thereto,
nor into court before the degision of the ap-
peal.. No order shall be made nor any -
Junctinn awarded hy any court or judge to
stuy any proceedings of the Governor or his
authorized agents under thisact. The board
shall be eonvened at such time and places as
the Governor may order, and shall be paid
each the sum of four dollars per day, and
actual “expenses incurred in travelling, to be
paid by the warrants to be issued upon the
orders of the Gevernor. C }

This act shall be in force from its passage,
and shall continue until the expiration of the
present war.
