j GENERAL ORDERS, \j No. 96. /Commandantsof conscripts will cause the fol-.lowing order to be published for at least seven

times in a sufficient number of newspapers in
each State of the Confederacy to ensure its
reaching everypartof the country :I. All commissioned officers and enlisted men
who are now absent from their commands from
any other cause than actual disability, or dutyunder orders from the SecretaryofWar, orfromtheir department commanders, will return to
their commands without delay.11. Commissioned officers failing to complywith the provisions of the foregoing paragraphwithin a reasonable length of time, in no case
to exceed twenty days after the publication of |this order, shall be droppedfrom therolls-of the |
army in and their names will be fur- 'nished to the commandant of conscripts for en-
rolment in the rank*.

111. All enlisted men who shall fail to complywith the provisions of paragraph 1., of this or-der, within a reasonable length of time, shall beconsideredas deserters, and treated accordingly,their names to be furnished to the commandant
of conscripts in their- State, for publication, or
such other action as may be deemed most effica-
cious:

IV. In order to ensure the efficient co-opera-tion of all concerned to. carry this order into im- |
mediate effect. Department Commanders are di-
rected to require from the commanding officer
of each separate command in their Department
a prompt report of the names ofall commission-
ed officers and enlisted men now absent fromtheir commands. These reports must state ineach case the cause of absence, and any regi-mental, battalion or company commander who
shall neglect to furnish such a report, or who
shall knowingly he guilty of concealing anycase
cf unauthorized absence, shall, on convictionthereof, b? summarily dismissed.

V. Under the provisions of the 2d clause of
paragraph 1., of General Orders No. 82, com-
missioned officers and privates who are incapa-
ble of bearing arms in consequence of wounds
received in battle,but who are otherwise fit forservice, are required, if not otherwise assigned,
to report to the nearest commandant of con-soripts in their respective States, who will, ifthey are fitted for such duty, assign them to the
collection of stragglers and the enforcement of
the provisions of this order, with full power to
call upon the nearestmilitary authority for such
assistance as may be necessary thereto.

VI. Officers of the Quartermaster's Depart-
ment, charged with payment of troops, are here-by directed not to pay any commissioned officer,non-commissioned officer orprivate who dots not

\u25a0furnish satisfactory evidence that he is not lia-ble to the penalties described in the foregoingorder. Any disbursing officer who shall make
payment in violation of this order, shall beliable on his bond for the amount of such pay-
ment.
