White man at our town, about twclve miles
ahove Lower Sandufky.

: \I Our brothers may be affured that our -

\ molt endeavours fhall not be wanting to et
, back the remaining part of the horfes dtoles
{ by ouy young men, and’leave them as the
1 faine place, and in future {hyll exhort our
i Young men when bunting near the fettle-
ment of the whites to leave their property at
peace, particularly their ho:fes.

Our brother muft not think hard of our
Nation at this place, on acconnt of ‘the
horfes tiken by the Stnikees ¢his fafon for
they may beé aflured: that it was not -the
Young men refliding amung us here that has
done the mifchicf, but mere ftraglers, whoft
refidence is no where,

We hope that your Head men will endua-
voua to keep your Young men at peace,.for
it is the determined willi of us and our na-
tion ta live on good terms with our brothers,
and liope we fhall in fusure have no more
complaints  of this natare-:  baos if there
(Hould we hope they can. be fettled without
coming to words. =~ We will be happy that
our brothers who have loft horfes by our
copley, will come forward immediately for
them, as it is opr defire that an intercourfe
may ftill ‘be kept up between our brothers
and vs, as ufual, fo that our women and
children can go back and forward in peace.
The horfe alluded te, taken up and left in
charge of William Speer is a forrel, branded
on the left fhoulder W B.

The above is the fenfe of ten moie na-
tions, ‘who are of the fume mind with our-
felves and are determined to keep peace.

UNNOHAUGH.

A chief of the Cho&taws {Dou-
hle-head) fent him word that he would ere@
a ferry on the oppofite fide of the river.
The Chickafaw replied, that he would take
his {calp if heatt’mptedit. The two tribes
have taken up the quarrel, and,as eur 1nform-
ant fays, are prepariing for war,
