Sepal went to work that night as
usual, taking his lunoh in a tin bucket.
At 4 o'clock in the morning he returned
deadly sick. lie explained that directly
after eating his lunch he began to suf-
fer with severe pains in his utomach
and made his way home as best
he could. A physician was sent
for, but before he arrived the un-

fortunate man was dead. The physician
said there was every symptom of poi-

soning. Friends of the man now be-

lieve that the woman watched him go
to work, followed and sseint? a favor-
able opportunity when he was mtkiug
his ronuds, poisoned his food She hat
disappeared and cannot be found.
