OF INDUSTRIES

A writer in the Wilkes-Barre Times
gives an interesting wccoont of the
uhanges that have recently been made
in Forty Fort colliery nnder the ex-
pansive management of Bimpson &
Watkins: “The shaft has bean eu:
larged eighteen Inches and retimbered
throunghont. A new hend house has
boen ersctad, new firab motion hoistiog
engines placod st the shaft, & large
air eompressor pnt np end started, one
of the the wost complete and modern
boiler plants in the world established,
and a rock plane started, On the lnside
of the mine the changes huve been even
more pronunzed, The eutire arrango-
ment at the foot of theshaft has been
50 arranged that it 18  now
possible to handle twice the amount
of coal as formerly, and possibly
with less lubor and expense, The 11
foot slope hins been graded nnd the head
of the same extended. A pair of hoist-
ing enginea has been put in to take the
plaee of the single hook engine former-
ly in use. A rock slope to the Hoss
vein has been graded and pat in readi-
ness for nse. 'U'ho rops hanlage engine
Lbaa been rebuilt, aud other improva.
ments include u new hanlnge 2,800 feat
long, graded and laid to the south slope
in the lower Baitimore wvein, a pair of
vnglucs wrécteéd on the sonth alope, two
planes from the lower to the upper
Baltimore vein, n  lsrge Joansville
pump, water end 48x12, steam 31ixd8,

whica will pump to the sor-
fnce throogh o bore hole and
from this through o terra colla

pipe to the water, ‘The pumyp is ron by
vompressed air, The south slops en-
gine will be run by steam f{urnished
turough a bore hols frow a set of Col-
umbian boilers now being eroeted near
the Delaware, Lackawanna and West-
ern railrond opposite Dana sireet. An-
other bore hole for water is now being
driven near this atenwn hole. From the
head of the south slops to the older
workings m rock tununell 500 feet long
hag been deiven from which the new
haulage will gtart for the main slopa.
Development work will be pushed as
rapidly as possible and one of the most
completo eollieries in tho valley will be
the result in o short time.

An ejeotment suit of magnitude will
soon be brought in the Schuylkill
county courts which involves points of
gome intercst to eosl opoerators gener-
ally. It sppears, according to a lengthy
article in the Pottaville Chroniels, that
Thomas W, Williams, o Philade!phiun,
since decensed, purchased two tractsin

A. Dickson, containing together about
570 seree. When the owner died he
willed the Innd to bis sister, Emily
Willinms, who disd about o yenr ago
in Baltimore, 'The decensed left it to
her sigter, Aunie, residing at present
in the above named eity. Mr. Will-
fumas condnected n lumber business in
Philadelphia with his'two brothers nnd
o man 'named Reed up to within o
short time of his death, No taxes have
been paid on the land since its por-
chinso w8 far ny Miss Williams koows.
But she is positive that the land in
(uestion was nevar gold. In this she
i corroborated by the records of the
books in the commissioners' and treus-
urer's offices, It 18 upon this estnts
that the Deechwood colliery is worked,
In faet all of the workable voins under-
lin the tract. Thomas H. Blick & Son,
nttorneye, of Baltimore, inve been in-
vestigating the matter and hnva plec
the watter in the bnnds of D C Hen-
uing, of Pottsville, If snbseguent
evouts prove that Mr Blick is right
and that bis olient can showa good
title there will e millions of dollure
involved in the snit. The Reading
Conl and Iron company now own the
lacd and it is salfe to say that the elaim
of Mr. Blick's elient will be fougit to
the bitter end.

A Poltsville dispaich says: The

Tuis conl goes west by way of Buffilo
and the Leshigh's own boat lines, The
Rending is forwarding antbracite in
sealed box oars to the far west via,
Hureisburg nnd Gettysbarg and Balti-
more and Ohlo lines, The destination
poinls ars princtlully in 8t Louis ter-
ritory. Anthracite coal in St Louis is
nelling wt $350 and 20 aton. The
Reading is alvo forwarding eonsiderabls
conl to Now Englund points just now
to factorles Lhnt have hitherio used
bitumioous, The Philadeiphin and
Reading collieries nre st preseat run
ning about 00 per centof full produc.
tion. The supply at the different ator-
uge poinisis belong rapidly lessened,
Coal for loeal econsumption here at the
mines {8 to be raised from §3 00 to §4 a
ton in view of the extra demand from
the new territory.

Five collieries drawn by the com.
mitten of the Schuylkill Cosl Exchanga
give the minera of the Schuylkill re-
glon wages for the last half of Muy
and first half of June at ths rate of 0
per ceut. below the $2.50 basta, This
s the lowest poiat resched in three
yoars,

G. H. Goodell, sssislant machanical
engineer of the Erie railroad, recently
made & test of the new Coxe grate for
the nse of culm snd pea coal, mixed.
The test wos mnude wlin an ordinary
freight locomotive and was apparently
successful,  Mr, Goodell is now figure
ing on the detailed statewaent, and will
no doubt decide that the grate offers an
eeonomy in the matter of fuel. The
utilization of eulm in this manner
wonld be an event of obvious import-
unce in this locality.

The argument before the supreme
court this woek of the fumons “‘riser”
cases, whieh involve the right of the
audicor genersl to et aside the eapital
#tock valuatlon of corporations and
impose tiax upon much larger valoa-
tlons, disetosed many interesting points,
Among the seven companies interested
Is the Delaware, Lackawanoa and
Weatern Ruilrosd company.  Anditor
General Gregyg set nside tho oapital
stock valuations returned by these
companies hud hnposed tax vpon much
larger valustions renched by capital-
izing the net euruings upon a 6 per
cent, basis, which,the sttorney goenoral
argued, wus authorizsd by the Boyer
bill. gMr. Olmsted, counsel for the
soven compunies. showed that shair
aggroguts tux under formar law
wounld have been §81,000. Upon the
actual value the tax under the Boyer bill

amonnted to $160,000, but the anditor

geversl claims §340.000. The whole
property of the Sharon company was
worth only §7,200, bat the anditor
general arsessed tax on $100,000, In
the cais of the Delawars, Schuylkll
and BSusquebanna Rallroad eompany,
of which Eckley B Coxe, of Drifton,
is the chisf owner, the compauy ap-
praised 1ts stock av §2,000,000; the andi-
tor gensrsl ralsed it to $9,000,000
Judge Simonton set aside botl valua-
tions, aud wfter hearing evidence
charged tax upon a valuation of §4-
000,000, and bulﬁoside-l appesled to tue
supreme court, Congressman Wolver-
ton and Mr. Lamberton argned in sap-
port of the company’s valustion. The
tlate of decision bas not been an-
nonneced,

Bteps have been tuken at Chieago
toward the reorganization of the old
Transeontinental Passengor assosia-
tion. Genoral Passengor Agent Sebas-
tian, of the Rock Islund, who some
time ngo was pppointed chairman of
tho committee looking toward this re-
organization, has lssned o call for a
