WBOUT THE. BRIDGES

Slatus of (he Ordinances Providing for Thelr
(onstruction.

THEY ARE NOW ON THEIR PASSAGE

As Soon as the Plans for the South
side Bridge Are Complated the Or-
dinance Providing for Its Construc«
tion Can Be Passed—If Business
Is Expeditad Contracts for Bridges
Can Be Awarded by Sept. 30.

On Feb, 20, nearly five months ago,
the voters of this city ut the polls de-
elded that two bridges should be built;
one was to connect the central city
with thae South Side over Roaring
| Brook and the other was to extend to
i the West Side over the Lackawannnn
river at Linden streot, Work on these
bridges has not yet begun and those
who voled both for and agaiost thom
nre today ssking “*Whers are we at?" in
this bridge watter.

At tho lnat meoting of select couneil
the ordinnnes providing for the erec-
tion of the Linden streat bridge passed
first and second readings, and the
Ronring brook or South Side bridge
ordinance cume up for third and final
teading, but was laid over forthe rea-
son thut no plans were attaohed,
clavse in the firstsection of ench ordin-
ance reads “in anccordance with pl aus
prepared by the city engineer, heveto
attuched, and made a part of this
ordinance.” Mr. Mauley, of the
Twelfth ward, announced when this
purticular passage wis read in the
Rourlng brook ordinancs that the
wenenre wag of vo effeot if {4 passad
third rending without plans attuched,
and on bis motion it was laid over,

UUnder thess conditions the ordin
ances will remnin in the ecity clerk's
office wuttl City BEagiover Phillips lLus
completed the plaus and they nre at-
tuched necording to the provialons
made in ench ordinance. Mr, Phillips
sald yestorday that he could not com-
plete the worlk this week.

WHAT CAN BE DONE

Assumiog that the plans will be
completed July 19, the regular mseting
night of select counctl, it 18 possible
that by Auy, 25 the ordinauces will
have been approved by the mayor, and
that the work of ereeting the bridges
will be comwmenced by September 30,
This conclusion is bused on the follow-

ing possible process and dates of the
prssuge of the two mensures;
Third and final readings in ssleet

couuncil July 19, to common connell
and referrsd to committes July 26,
firat and sscond readings iu apecisl
mesting of common couuci] Aug 2,
third and finul reading in epreinl meat
ing of common conneil Aug, 16, After
this date Muyor Conunell will have ten
duys to consider ths ordinanczs, and
presuming that his signainre 13 at-
tached on Aug 20, the coutracts [or
the work should have been advertised
and let by Sept. 80

According to u recent resointion of
cotineils, befora the ordinane:s are
finnlly approved by the mayor, thes
must be pussed upon by an éxpert
bridge engineer. Unleas this exper
exsminntion is made between July 20
and Aupg. 2, the watter may be still
furtber delayed in case any changes
are made in the plaus.

After this general summary it may
appear that tue city enginser hns been
nuduly slow in dolag hiy part of the
work, Such k comment is undeserved
from the fact that the small working
force at Mr. Pbillips' command who
nave updertaksn so great o work in
connection with regular duties, bas
made the tiine cousumed inevitable,
However, it ls troe that a certaio fow
councilmen who favored the Mulberry
street site for the Weai Side bridge,
are in o great measure responsible for
the delay. Aflter nusnccassfally trying
in every way possible to securs a legal
opinion thnt the bridge could bave
Mulberry straet for s terminus, the
question of the Swetland street grades
was ralsad.

THAT SWETLAND STREET GRADE.

For some time it was maintained
that the present grade of Swetland
street {8 impractical for bheavily loaded
wagons, which objsolion might neees:
gitate cuangiog the proposed Hyde
Purk termiuus of the bridge to a point
fartber nortb, It developed later that
the pressnt Swetland etreet grade is
not in accordance with the grade regu-
larly establishad soms time ago and
npproved by couneils, which would
ralee the lower part of the hill somesix
fest and redoce the hill to a grade
wbout 1 7 per cent, Jess than the Weat
Lanckawaonoa avenus bill, It has slnes
been uscartnined that if necessary u
vinduet can be built from the Bwetland
strect bridge down toward the terminus
of the big bridge, but for only a por=
tion of the distance, which would atill
further increass the established grade

During the period In which thia
(pnestion was being agitated, which 0g
cupled six weeks more or less, the city
sugineer was uncartaio in carrying ont
his work and was 80 botnered with the
points rulsed that & halo of indecisive-
ness was necessarily hong over the
plane nnd fmpeded the work.

Assuming tuat the contraets for
building the bridges are let by Sept,
30, the work must be complatad by
July 80 1895, nccarding to provisious
of the ordinances which requice  that
the excavition, masonry and gradiog
ahall bs completed within slx woutha
alfter the exeontion of the contract,
wnd thut the superstructure abhall
be completed within four months
after tue contractor shall receive no
tice that the plora and approsches ure
finished, There is & time penalty of
$10 per day oo the substructure and
the same penally on the supersiruc
tore, so allowing six weeks' delny on
vach bridge, Seranton should reap the
harvest of her greal enterprises Sepl
15 of next year by the moat liberal eal-

valation.
