Soaart Bldrides, a member of the Iin-
perinl board of bealth of Toljo and
teulth officer of the port of Yokohomu
The plague, he says, has bevn known
to be presont in the Yunnan district of
sSoathern Chioa for at least fifteen
yunrs pust, 1o form gensrally sporadie,
ut times epidemic in malignant forw

Al the end of Februury last the dis-
anue broke out in Canton und slmost
simultunconsly was epidemie in Pak-
hol, w port at the head of the Gulf of
Tongkiv, not often visited by Euro-
penn trade,  Duriog March and April
the epidemic in Canton steadily in-
oreased until the Iatter month it bad
nesumed gigantic proporilons The
authorities of Hoog Kong, the centor
of trade in the far eust, half n day's
journey from Cuanton, and in constant
and  very frequent conimuniestion
therewith, ulteriy ignorad the exist-
ence of danger even as concernsd their
own eity uutil ia the fir<t ten days of
May, plagus broks ont vielenlly and
cxtensively in Hony Kong.

DAILY, HUNDREDS ARE DYING

Sinea its appearnnce in Kong Kong
the epidemic, which is unguastionably
genuine bubonie plegne of & mest ma-
lignant type, has steadily ineraised no-
til, by the latest relinble advices, the
mortality is cortainly over 100 per diem,
and this despite the fact tual at Jenst
