monwealth and maintain the validity
of bis purchase, it was necsssary to ef-
fect su organization within thirty
days, and the Biune Monntain company
was the outgrowth, It was not very
long befers the orgenizersa of the

Bloe Mountain  railroad awoke
te the [fuct that though they

bud porchased the rights and fran-
obises of the South Mountain road they
posssased nothing but the bear frau-
chigse, the rights of way baving revert
i to the origlual owners of the land
Upon discovering this fact thay at ouee
vet mbout to secure the necessary
righte of wny, and W, O, Mayne, tLe
counsel for the company, anid one vl
the prime movere in the projectie au
tuority for the statement that fully
two-thirds of theso have been seoured
Mr. Muayne f[urther atates that th
Pennsylvania  Midlund, which is capi-
tulized at §2,5600 000, und olalms to huve
secured by deed the entire right of way
of the old South Mountain road, pos-
pesses nothing but a franchlse, whic
reproseuts a onsh ontlay so far of abont
§4,000, made up mainly of counsal fees,
und the purehnse at sheriff's aale of
My, Marsh's iuter.st as an incorporator
in the Blus Mountalu rallroad.

Near Cape Farewall,
with a base line of about three-fourths of 8
mile, the results showed them to range In
height from one to ten miles; and at Spite.
bergen, with u base line of about ons-third
of o mile, they were shown to be from 800
yards to eighteen miles high, nceording to
brilianey. In earlier observations, Flogel
entimated the height of soveral aurorm at
from ninety to 810 miles, Reimann found
