of raillway consirdetion. Another fact
emphasized by ratlway writers is the
lnrge nmount of milsage placed in the
handas of reeeivers durlpg the past
elghteon montbs, Thus 45,000 miles
of lines have be¢n plaged under the
protection of jthe eourls, an amonnt
cqnal to 24 per cont, of the total length
