THE STATUE OF SHERIDAN,

“This publication i3 opportune in |
view of the proposul toereet a statue of
General Sheridan ou another corner of |
the square. Of the great names of
American history none is more inspir-
ing than his, especially in a commun-
ity where so many may claim the kin-
ship of the same national parentasge,
A poor Irish boy, who without influen-
tial friends rose by the sheer foree of
his genius in his opportunity, under |
the nuspices of Ameriean freedom, hl!
the highest rank and ‘stood before |
kings' ns a reward of patriotism u|ul|
ability to render his country noble sor-
viee, ought always to be so presented
to his countrymen that he would be as
living and polent an inspiration to |
gueceeding  generations  through  all
time as he was to the soldiers he led to
victory.

“Those who knew him would feel it
to be no less an outrage upon the mems-
ory of a great and noble man than g
publie calamity if he should he per-
petuated in earicature as Columbus
and Washington have been here, Let
pot unholy hands profane the saered
flgures which have made our nation
great. If weare to have n siatue of
General Sheridan only a great artist
should be permitted to attempt such a
great subject, Indeed, nostatue should
ever be allowed to be placed In public
except after study and approval by
competent judges, Ignorant enthus-
iasm often defoats its own best inten-
tion,”

USE OF NEW STATUES,
The clipping alluded to consists uf'
|

an editorinl in Garden and Forest of
August 15, entitled, *New Statues in |
New York." It iz as follows: ““No|
one doubts that u fine piece of seulpture
greatly ornaments an urban  park,
square or street, and benefits the public
by giving pleasure and by increasing
the desire and appreciation for art
in general; and if it commeniorates a
citizen who deserved well of the repub-
lie, it may play a potent part in stimu-
lating patriotism and all right ambi-
tions, Unfortunately, however, it |s
not as yel generolly rt.-vm.guiz«-‘l that
the value of a statue as an educational
influence in historical, blographical
and patriotic, no less thun in artistie,
directions, depends altogether upon its
right to be enlled fine—upon its excel-
lence, its interest and its charm s o
work of art. Individuality of econcep-
tion and skill in execution are, not
less, but more, important in works of
portraiture intended for the public’s
gaze thun even iuso ealled idealistic
works, In the latter the artist s sure
to huve had the wish to produce a
beautiful result, for otherwise there
would have been no reason why hLe
should attempt his task at all; and
even if he fails to conquer all difficult-
fes, vet there will probably be some-
thing in his work that will plense us if
only by contrast with the monotonous
aspect  of the inartistically clothed
ll'nlplz.' whom we meet daily in the
lesh, But when a seulptor must repro-
duce one of these same people, his
madel, In the mpjority of cases, will
Inck all beauty except of that intellec-
tusl or spiritual sort. which must exist
in the fucial expression of a man who
has worthily risen to public eminence,
Only the symypathetic eye of & really
intelligent artist can gee this sort of
beauty, and only his skilful band can
translate it into artistic beauty; and
then, as regards the remainder of the
form, high artistic poweris needed if the
uapect of the average sedentary modern
mun and his ugly clothes is not to
prove actually distressing to the eye
when done in bronze, Imagination
and technical skill are hoth needed for
the production of rfeally fine works of
art of any kind: but, we are templed to
gay, they are more needed in the case
of o portrait-statuc of a modern man
than in any other task which conld
present iLself.

YIT these facts were betler under
stood by our municipalities and our
generous  fellow-citizens, our cities
would hear of proposed new statucs
with constant pleasure, whereas now a
feeling of dread is nlways excited until
the name of an artist of recognized em-
inence lg pronounced, or until the ac-
tual work has been seen; and In a very
lurge proportion of cases ths drend is
more than justified by the outcome,
For example, live new statues have re-
cently been set up In the parks and
aguares of New York; the Columbus,
designed by h‘Jmu]urr.l, in Coentral
park; the Ros¢oe Conkling in Modison
u}um. the Greeley at the junction of
Bixth aveoue and Broadway, the
Ericsson In Battery park, and the Na-
than Hale in City Hall park; and
nmong these the lnst-named s the

of its cost and its place, either as giving
pleasure to the eye or as likely to in-
spire imitative ambitions and passing
thoughts in the minds of our fellow-
cltizens.

THE PUBLIC'S IGNORANCE,
“The genernl public is, indeed, ig-
norant with regard to all the canous
and teehnicalities of art eriticism, and
can give no reasons why il prefers

one {thing to another. But in
these coses it bas  utterly  dis-
proved the beliefs of those who

say that the bestart is therefore wasted
on it—that, it it cares for u statue at
all, It cares for it merely as it might
vare for a photograph expluining how
foprent man's features differed from
those of his fellows. The lesson onr
public has thus taught those who think
that less than the bestart will plense it,
or that the best Tteell will not lie appre-
vintedd, is all the more eonvineing be

have been puzzled o say just what
his record was, and how he met his
why, or where, But now

become familinr with hisname and his
title to fame; and, thanks tothe ex-
ample of New York, the place where
he was captured—Huntington, Long
lalurid—is crecting o memorial in his
honor,  And all this hins been brought
shout simply and solely by Mr. Me.
Monnies' figure, and because it is an
impressive, an interesting and a beguti-
ful work of art. There is no hour of
any day when people, often of the
lowesl classes, may not be seen gazing
ut this statue; and the charm it has
for them has been reflected through
the wental atmospliere of the whole
city.

“Thus a eitizen who deserved well
of the republic hus, atonce aud for
always, been assured  his meed of
popular recognition and admiration,
and the educution in patriotism of our
citlzens hus been defipitely advanced,
while their eyes have been gratitied
und their taste for art has been stimu-
lated.  There 8 no eitizen so dull but
thut he will perceive the ditference be
tween this statue and one lacking its
good qualities, He may not be uble to
explain it farther than to sy, orto
feel, that the one interests  him
and the other does not.  But hie will
always understand that some statues
muy please und interest him, wherens
had he seen only poor works he would
have remained forever indifferent to
the claims of art, and skeptical as to
its possibilities of allording him pleas.
ure, Among the thousands of men
and boys who find genuine pleasure
every time they pass the Hale statue
are many who, in future years, ns pri-
vate individunls or members of cor
poritions, ocigties or civie councils,
will have the power to influence the
nspect of New {'ur]i. Who can doubt
that the lesson it has taught them
with regard to the pleasure-giving
power of works of art will then be re.
memibered, and to our city's profit?

MONEY WORSE THAN WASTED,

“But there appear no such signs of
popular admiration if one watclies the
other new statues we have named; and
no signs of their having touched the
imagination or the historie curiosity of
our people if one studies the newspa-
pers or other indications of the trend
of popualar thought, Yet Horuaee Gree-
ley was & man in whom New York
took great interest while he lived, and
Erivsson’s services to our country were
not merely solid and serious, but pics
turesyue enough in their manifesta-
tions to appeal to the Imagination and
the patriotisi of our nutive and adopt-
ed citizens. Had the latter, at all
events, been as artistically and forei-
bly presented to the public gaze as is
the case with Nathan Hale, then we
could rightly bave looked for some
putent manifestation of public interest
in his personality and deeids, But his
stutue 18 o poor work ol art, and there-
fore it does not attraet the popular eye
or touch the popular heart. It is ns
ineicient in historically educating the
preople and in really glorifying, spread-
ing and preserving Ericsson's memory,
w0t is in delighting the eye and in-
creasing apprecintion for art in general,
From every point of view the money
add for it has been wasted. Indeed,
it lins been worge than wasted, for if a
statue or any other Temorial does not
advance the canse of true ant, it must
retard it.

“Ihe lesson which, above all, we
wish to enforee is that no public monu-
ment |II!..-i an excuse for I':\'i.'-ll'l'l.l.‘!‘ -
less It s primardly and essentinlly a
work of art, The subject muy be
wnrlh?', the purpose of its erection
may be commenduble, but it will
misernbly fuil to come up to the mens-
ure of its highest uselulness unless it
minkes &4 commanding appeal to the
imagination of the beholder, and
through this to his nobler passions, A
thonsand monuments have been erect-
ed ull over the country to celebrate the
bieroism of our soldiers during the civil
war, How muny of them set forth
with any living force the eclevated
patriotism which they aim to illustrate
and typify? The fall beeause they are
not instinet with the poetry which
idealizes every genuine work of art.
They move no one; they inspire no
one. Instead of adequately commemor-
ating the patriotic ardor of u past
generation, they simply testify that
the generation which erected them
lacked all proper appreciationof art
and its highest fanctions,”

Mr. Lindsay brings first-class recom-
