The following special dispateh to
Toe Tripese from Cleveland, O,
throws light on the affair:

A man who game to this city from
Seranton, Pa., not mors than a month ago,
was muardered last night in afarm house
northwest of Berew, near bere, after
which his morderer dragged bim to the
yard and left bim thero over night, giving
himself up to the authorities in the morn-
ing.  The murdered man was Loke Riley,
of Scranton, Pa, n laborer on the new
Cleveland, Lerain and Wheeling exteunsion.

The blow that ended Riley’s life was
dealt by John Bayers, a well known aud
well-to-do farmer living on Prospect rond,
betwoeen Strongyville and Beren.  Beyars'
story js that he wnas interrupted while
millking Lis cows by a dog's furions bark-
ing. He followad the dog and as he en.
tered s bouse he heard Riley making an
insulting proposal to Mra. Beyers, With-
ont waiting for anything further Boyers
picked up u whifflatres aud strock Riley a
terrible blow on the head, killing him fin-
stantly.

The body was deagged to the kitchen
and left till morning. Then Beyers fook
the vemains to the yard, put a blanket
over them and gave himself up to the
Btrongville trusteos,

A man named John Riley, who re-
sided on the South Side, went to Cleve-
land, O,, about two years sago to nce
capt a position with a strest railway
company as a line man, He is known
to have resided thers sinos and is the
only psrson by the name [rom Scran-
