ACCOUNTS OF THE WAVAL FIGAT

ThedJdapanese Losses Are Slight While
the Warriors of Li Hung 0
Slaughtered Like Sheep—The -
kado's Expert Gunners Do Effective
Work Throughout the Engagement
and Display Proficiency in Modern
Warfare—Details of the Battle,

HE Japanega legation bhers re-
ceived a dispateh from Tokio
this morning stating that the
Japnnese fleet, nt 1 o'elock in
he afternoon of Sept 10, met eleven
Chinese warghips anid six worpedo honts
thirty-five miles northesstof Hal-Yang
Tao, and that in the eusuing bautle four
of the Chinese ships were sunk and one

was burned,

Aceording to the Cantral News ad-
vices, nt noon on Lept, 17, instewd of 1
p.om. Nept, 10, os stated in the dispatoh
to the Japanese legation, nine Japunese
warships conveying two  armed trans-
ports sighted twelve Chinose warabipa
nnd six gunboats. The fighting began
by an attack apon thres of the Chineso
warships, which were sovk, As the
fighting progreased another Chinesn
warship waa set on fire and destroyed,
but the romaining eight, only ons of
which was uninjured, together with
the six gunboate, sucosded In gotting
away, The Japuneae warships Matsa-
sbima and Hi Yoi were slightly dam
aged and one of the armed transports
wad gerionsly orippied, bus none of the
Japanesa warelips was lost, The Jap-
anese losa wax Lwenly men known
to hnve besn killad and fobty-six
wounded,

DETAILS OF THE ENCOUNTER.

The correspoudont of the Cintral
News at Tien Tain telagraphs forther
detnilsa of the naval battle off the
montn of the Yalu river as lollows:

The work ol transferping the troops
and stores from the Chincae transporia
to the shore was proocsading  eapidly
whon the Japaneso flast was sightad,
Admiral Ting gigoallad to his flsat 10

The Chinese burbette ships Ting
Y nen was the first to suffer any severe
injory, s shell burating in her battery,
A cesseless cannonnds wns keapt up on
both gides for an honr and u balf, when
the Jupaness ship Saikio was rendered
helpless and according to the nssertion
of 8 Chiness officor, annk soon after-
ward., Two of the big guns of the bat-
tleship Ohen Yden wera disabled bt
she continued to usp her smullar guns

DESTRUCTION OF THE CHING YUEN.

The Ching Yuen was eseveral times
pierced by shells. The Choo Yang ran
ashiors while retrenting and begame o
targot for the Japauess guns until ahe
was seton fire. The Ching Yuen was
in a terrible plight., A shell bnest
throngh her decka and she slowly
foundered, while flyues burst from il
parts of her, The 1si Yoen withdrow
from the fiest in the second colomn.
Tho eruiser Yang Wi wont ashors
gtorn foremost and met a fate similar
to that of the Chno Yuog,

The eapthin of the crnissr Ching
Yuoea fought bravely when hLis ship
was little botter than o wiallowinge
wrack, until the erolser wasaunk by o
torpedo and her crew angulfed. The
ggene ab this point is described as np-

palling. Muny guns on both wides
wore disabled, the battered ships
rolled heavily and  their steam
pumps were Kopr cousthntly at

work to keep them oflont.  Daring the
last hour of the battle some of the
Japaneas ships threatened to founder,
At duek the Japaneso ships moved
slowly soutbward in dounble line.
