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CONGRESSIONAL
PREDICTIONS

Republicans Expect to Carry at Least Two
Hupdred Districts.

WILSON'S DEFEAT 1S CERTAIN

The Democrats, While Conceding
Their Opponents Large Gains,
Claim That They Will Control the
House by a Small Major'ity—ﬂivai
Estimates from Various States—Re-
publicans Expect to Have a Majority
of Twenty-One in the House.

WasHINGTON, Sapt, 26
HE manngers of the Republican
congresaional campnign commit-
tee cofint on eecuring 200 mem-
bers the next houss, The
Demoorata, more conservative,estimate
their membersbip to 100. The Repub-
lioans nesert that so far from
the Demoerats securing =o large
& membership thy will not
elect more than 140 mombers
to the next house, The Democrats, on
the other hand, concede the Redubli-
enns by 160 members. The house of
ropresentiutives consista of U560 mem-
bers, of which 1701s o quorum, [If the
Republicans carry 200 districls, they
will bayve n workiog mujority of 21,
while the Demoerats will, if suecesatnl
nocording to their oalenlations, control
the honse by a msjority of 11

Nelther the Demoorats nor the Re-
publioans believe that the Populists
will eut much of o figore in the peod-
ing campaign. The Republican 1ana-
gers, for instanee, do not bolieve that
a single Populist will be elected north
of Mason and Dixon's line, and the
Democrata aceount for only a total of
ten in the entire United States. Oldly
enough, there is absolutely no differs
ence of opinion between the Republi-
ean and Democratic exports so far ae
the great mujority of the con-
ressional dlatriets aro coneerned,
n nearly all the Southern atates solid
Demoerntio delegutions are conoceded
to the Democrats. Texas im regarded
by the Repablicans as debatable
ground, their information being that
the Populists in that state will make
serions inroads into the Demoorats, In
Missouri, also, the Republicans expeet,
with the aid of the Popalists, to nnssat
at least four Democrats, in addition to
carrying the three city districts of St
Louies and thres others in tho eonntry,

The Damograts eoncede fo the Re-

nblicans the entire delegation from
owa, with the exception of Mr
Hayes' district, aud some forly more
congressmen in Maine, Oregon, Mon-
tana, Idabho, New Hampshire, North
and South Dakots, Washington, Ver-
mont and Penosylvania. The Demo-
crats do not snticipate eleoting a con-
gresamnan in Kunsas, but their esti-
mates provide for the election of four
Populists, while the Republieans claim
the entire state,

The defeat of Mr., Wilson, of West
Virginia, the anthor of the tariff bill,
is predicted by the Republicans by n
majority of 1,200, The Repnblicans
have somo expectstion also of earrying
two other districts in the [state. In
Witoonsin the Republican estimate is
tbhree Democrats and seven Republi-
nnos,

26,—The trial of
Professor Swithin Bhortlidge who shot
and killed his yonog wife on Sunday,
Dee. 31 Iast, was pluced on trial today.

The prineipal witness examined was

Dr. Mary Jonoos, mother of the mur-
dered bride. Thera was u slir among
the speetators when Dr. Jones ex-
claimed: ‘*This maen has killed my
dnoghter; he Las never had an insave
day in bislife. e ealled at my honae
in '04 I was very much surprised, ns |
never saw anythiog about him to com-
mend, He came to ses my daaghter in
New York aud misrepresented himself,
If he hadn't won her he would have
shot her, for my precions girl was
doomed by that map,”
The witness was about to tell what
she had heard of Professor Shortlidge,
but the conrt interropted her and in-
struetod ber to speak of what she knew
to be true,

“Murder was in .uis heart all the
time,"” ste continned, “'and he arranged
to kill me thnt morning he killed my
daughter, I not only think that he
did not love her, but was jealous of her
accomplishments." The witness [ur-
ther atated that she opposed the JRar-
rlaxd but attended the weddine,

Chief-of-Polics MoNiff, who made
the arrest, and several other witnesses
teatified to the wild expression on the
face of the prisoner.

THE ORANGE CROP IN DANGER

Indications That the Tempest Born in
the Tropical Waters Will Sweep
Over the Entire Atlantic Coast—A
Jacksonville Hotel Unroofed— Much
Damage to Property Elsewhere.
Sea Faring People Advised to Stay
on Land,

Wasnmaron, D, G, Sept. 20,
EOPLE who live along the Atlan:
tie eonst from Gieoigia to Massa-
chusetts will tomorrow have o
taste of a pretty lively gale,
while the men who go out to sea in
ships in defianos warning that is now
two days old, will doso at the peril of
their lives. The hurricane that was
born somewhere in the tropieal wsens,
wns centered near Jaeksonvills this
morning whera the maxium veloecily of
the wind was reported by tho weather
burean to be forty-six miles an hour,
The disturbance has been slowly work-
ing up the coast of Florida and the
indicationa now are that it will recorve
from the eonst near St. Augustine and
put seaward with un inereased forward
movement in & north by north-sasterly
direstion.

The storm travels something after
the fashion of & billlasd ball that hus
been driven with much “English”
against the ousbion, The moment it
comes in eontact with an obstroction
its speed is ncoslerated. So this storm,
meeting the land, has recurved, andits
northward movement will ba much
move rapid, so rapid that Now York
will fesel it Ly tomorrow nighs.

Immeadiatety after the morning re-
ports were received at the weather
burean today, a message was sent to
Gray Gables nolifying the president of
the eonditions and adyising him not to
take a sail until after the storm had
passad,

The center of this storm, sccording
to the latest caloulation will be out at
son, but the coaat cities, like Washing-
ton, Baltimore and New York, will
fosl mueh of the wind, although it is
uof expeoted to reach the veloeity of
the storm of last Angost whan a record
of fifty-eight miles was reached, Un-
less all the indications fail, the wind
will oot atteiu the dignity of a hurri-
oane excopt ab sea along the eoast.

ORAXGE CROGP IN DANGER
