Martin Joyce Coutributes to the Recent
Discusslon Comcerning Them.

ASTRONOMY TO0 MUCH IGNORED

Days and Nights, He Contends, Are
Always Equal at the Equator—The
Polar Day and the Polar Night Are
Each Six Months Long—Some Re-
flections and Suggestions Derived
from a Conlemplation of the As-
tronomical Science.

For the Saturday Tribune

In this busy world very little atten-
tion is given to the sclence of astrono-
my, as it is regarded as coming within
the particular sphere of the astrono-
mer, and therefore considered beyond
the reach of ordinary observers. Fven
mathematical geography, outside of
the schools, seems to attract no publie
attention, The people accept the
equinoxes and the equinoctial storms
withont stopping to make calculations
as to their perlodical oceurrence, the
equation of time, the vieissitude of the
sensons, the sun's declination and the
varions other phenomena connected
with the earth as a planet, Generally
speaking, there is more attention given
to the religious sphere, eternal salva-
tion and the future habitation beyond
the grave, than to the globe which we
inhabit. Buch, of course, is natural,
and belief in the future world, whether
it shall exist on this earth or else
where, seems to be one of the Innate
attributes of the human mind,

But some importance should be at-
tached to n general knowledge of the
enrth, such us Eben P, Daviz has un-
dertaken to discuss; for the reason that
the universal laws governing our
plunct are worthy of thought and in-
vestigation which the globe demands
as our present abode, the ground of
our existence, and the sense of our
stibsistence and life. It is not our pur-
Innwlu assume the role of the Free
'red4s Y'astronomer,’”” or to enter the
fleld of discussion with Davis in order
to detract from his true merit, But it
seems to us that it s due to the people
who might feel interested in such dis-
cussions, that the subject should not
be summarlly dismissed by the Free
Press with slight reference to “pri-
mary geography.'” [If Mr. Davls is
mistaken in attempling to wipe out the
Yold rut” from the face of the globe, he
should certainly be corrected, and let
the old rut remain,

AN INTERESTING PILGRIMAGE.

Now, in justice to Mr, Davies, to say
that he has gone far beyond the nar-
row shallow coast of primary geogra
phy. He has sealed the lofty summits
and “hills of frost where the rapid
reindecr crossed'"—he has viewed the
mighty ice belt of the Norih FPolar re-
giong, and has gazed with amazing
wonder and admiration upon the
quadrant altitude of the brilliant lord
of the day, ns that great luminary
darts his benign rays to animate the
vestiges of living matter and organie
existence in the frigid quarters of our
globe. But while Mr. Davies might
not have veen driven to eccentricities
and epieycles in the course of his tray-
¢ls and observations, Yet he might
possibly have been led into the laby-
rinth of mistaken ideas. At least we
think ®o0, in one instance which we
now note:

Mr. Davis says: “The very fact that
the cause of day and night belng equal
on the equator, demands that the day
should be at each pole twenty-four
hours long and the night nothing.”
This assertion gives awrong impres-
sion and should be corrected. Actual
measurement and the concurrent testi-
mony and authority of every distin-
guished writer on the subject, shows
that Mr. Davis is mistaken, The cor-
rect iden is: The day is twenty four
hours long at the polar eireles and not
ut the poles, which are 23 degrees and
28 minutes away from the polar circles
(mark the difference). Then between
the polar cireles and the poles the days
are reckoned as months, keeping in
mind the antipodean or alternate
changes of the six months days and
the six months night and the six cli-
mate within the Frigid zones, both
nporth and south, as marked by the
Hmitation of the circles of illumination,
We are not writing for the express
purpose of correcting Mr. Davis, nor
or the information of person already
familiar with the laws and conditions
of the earth as a planet. We write for
siuch as have not familiarized them
selves with such laws and conditivns
of the globe, Therefore, we call atten-
tion to the following as & matter of
general information:

THE EQUINOXER EXPLAINED,

The eirele of illumination, just men-
tioned, isa great cirele, its variation
and location, at different perlods of
the year, must be acourately under
stood in order to get a clear conception
of the subject matter which Mr. Davis
his undertaken to disetss and which
the Free Press lmMs to the child's
knowledge of geography. That great
circle divides the day from the night,
and as all great clreles biseet each
other, the elrele of illumination, in
every location of the earth and in ev-
ery situation In its orbit, divides the
equator into two equal parls. And
this is the renson why the l.lluy and the
night are always equal at the eyuator
during the whole year.

On March 21, at the vernal equinox,
and on Sept, 22, at the sutumnal equis
nox, the axis of the earth is notin-
clined to nor declined from the sun.
There, the celestial equator and the
terrestria]l equator ecolnelde or corre-
s!mml. and in this position anpd situa-
tion of the earth, the circle of Hlupm-
nation bisects the poles, thus dividing
the earth into two equal parts, giving
the day hemisphere mulj the night
hemisphere equul day and equal night

that the celestial and terrestrial equa-
tors coincide or correspond, we don't
mean to convey s dusl iden, ns the ter-
restrial equator is simply a point or
Pnrt of the celestinl equator, reached
by the earth at the equinoxes, Al
every other portion of the year the
edrth’s path or orbit is in the ecliptic.
THE SITUATION SUMMARIZED,

To these explanatious we add the
following summaries:

First. On any other days or month
of the year, when the suun is north of
the equator, in ouor latitude, the length
of the day and the night corresponds
to the sun's declination, The same is
trie when the sun is south of the
equator; the length of days and nights
depends on the sun’s deciination.

Becond. The sun Is north of the
equator from the vernal to the autum-
nal equinox, and south of the equator
until the 21st of March again.

Third. While the circle of illumina-
tion, at any period of the year, bisects
the earth into two m*uai parts, vet its
location as to the sun's declination de-
termines the length of daysand nights
and the vicissitude of the seasons in
the temperate zones.

Fourth, On the 224 of June the sun's
declingtion is 23 degrees 28 minutes
north, and then shines beyond the
north pole, giving the long polar day
au;i night alternately at the south
pole.

Fifth—The sun appears above the
horizon in the Arctie regions from
March 21 until Sept. 22, when the
dawn of the south polar begins, the sun
ascending above the horizon until
Dec, 21,when it is midday at the south
pole, and midnight at the north pole
where it continues without the ruys of
thesun until March 21, Man ¢an only
conjecture the appearance of the sun
in the polar regions s hie majestically
seems Lo move horizontally in  his
course around the sky, But he does
not reign supreme and annihilate the
night, for she follows him in his ap-
parent course disputing every inch of
territory and casting her mantle over
one-half of the globe, And notwith-
standing the precession of the equinoxs,
they will stand for many generntions
a8 there I8 no probable danger of their
immediate extinetion or abatement of
the equinoctial storms.

length of daye and nights s the same in
all parts of the globe,” | respoetfoliy ask
the réaders of Tue Trimuse whether they
wounld, from the above quotstions, come
to any conclusion other than that he ln-
tended to say that day nod night were
eqnal in all parts of the globe. But wenre
persunded now that ho meant only just
what he succeeded to any, namely, *“Lhat
the equinox is the time whoen equality is
equality in all parts of the globe.” Stripped
of its nmbiguity, the bure sentence would
rend thus: ““I'le ¢quinox 1s the time when
equality is the same in all parts of the
globe,” What o plece of information!

Little did we think that it was necessary
to loform even the smnll boy who 18 not
old enough to bs n “school boy" of the
fact; so we took it for granted that the
writer was still speaking of the equality of
day aod night: but it sesms that ho bad
suddenly left that subject, and had ander-
taken the arduons task of informiung his
readers “that equality is equality—on the
dates meostioned—in all parts of the
globe.” Havieg “assumed that his read-
ors knew withoot being told where day
and mght are at equal length" bs wounld
do thewm no injostice to assume nlso that
they knew “‘without being told” that
equality means the sama thing at all times,
and in all parts of the globe.

The strong arm of secularism bas forced
its way into the domain Zof religlon, Tt
now waves an imperions seepter over mill-
fons, It fears not God and regards mot
man. Gready gain reigns over the wvast
army of Sonday workers, earing not for
their moral aud religious rights, I some-
thing is not speedily dous to check nud
suppress this nurighteons and upjust do-
stroetion of the moral rights of so maony
citizens, the moral contagion of Lord's
duy desscration will doom vs to speedy
putional decas and death. Let all God's
people forget mll their religious quarrels
and specularive differences nod nnite for
the presorvation aud ssfety of all gospel
ordinances and privileges, Will they do it?
