How Digtant Is Nova?

We koow notling of the distance of the
Xova from our system, but the assump-
tlon is not an improbable one that it was
a8 for away from ns as the Nova of 1876,
for which Sir Robert Ball failed to find
any pavallax, If this be so, the emission
of lght suddenly seb up in the very faint
stars, certwinly within two days, and pos-
sibly, usin the case of the Novi of 185,
within a few hours, was much greater
than the light emitted by our sun. Yet
within seme some fifty days after its dis-
covery, ut the end of January, its light fell
to aboul the one three-hundredth part, and
in some three months to the oneten-thou-
sandcth part,  So long as its spectrum
could be observed, the chief festures re-
mained unchanged.

Under what conditions could we supposg
the siu to cool down suficlently for its
lighit 1o decrease to n similar extent fo so
ghort a time, and without the incurring of
muterinl changes in the solar spectram?
It is therefore souarcely conceivable that
we have to do with the conversion of
gravitational energy Into light snd heat,
On the view we have ventnred to suggest,
the rapid calming down, after some sway-
ing toand fro of the tidal disturbances
uid the elosing in sgain of the onter and
coonler gases, together with the want of
traaspurency which often ecomes in under
guch cireumstances, might account reason-
abiy for the very rmapid and at first ctrie
ously fluetuating waning of the Nova, as
well as for thie want of chonges in the
gpectrum.—William Hogglns in Fortnight-

question as to the ministry of good be
hiavior: aud so Isabelln confided to his zeal
the management of the debt equally with
the cholee of her daily reading in the royal
library, and asked his counsel alike con-
cerning the most important decrecs and
the most ordinury kousehold affuirs,—Eni-
ilio Castelar in Century.

On Aerial Navigation,

In the tropics to this day he subsists
largely upon plantaing, bananns, man-
goes, bread fruit a.g cocoanuts, though
he also depends to nosmall degree npon
sublerranean storchouses of stureh or
sugar, such as yams and sweet potatoes,
In temperate climates, on the other
hand, he derives his food more from
peeds than from froits, Wheat, rye,
maize, barley, oats, rice and millets form
the staple of his diet, while his prin.
cipal subterranesn food, the potste, is
starchy, not sugary. Accordingly his in-
horited sweot tooth feels the need for
sugar—a need which he has endeayored
from all time to satisfy, especially in
youth, with dried fruoits, figs, raisius
