Lo Loire painted a fan that sold in
New York for 80,000, Madeleine Lemuire
oceasionnlly paints a fan, but it is seldom
used excopt for wall decoration. Her prices
for such work are {rom £5,000 to §5,000,

There i a host of comparatively un-
known artists whose work, excellent in its
way, 18 seen on fans that cost from §10 to
#1320, Sowme of them 5lgn assumed names
to their work, and all are the hacks of the
Parisian trade, The really fawous fan
painters of Enrope are Albert, Chesseviere,
Houghton, Eugene Cicerl and Lassallez,
Albert is & painter of minintures, and bis
training shows in his work on fans. His
figures have o remarkable beauty of finish,
Chenwviers ts stroog in costumes, He de-
lights in depicting gay groups of Parisians,
Houghton's work is noticeable for delicate
finisli, Cicer? is almost alone in paioting
Alpine scenes. He will cover the whole
face of o fan with a great Alpine land-
seape, and one easily recognizable by those
fomiline with the Alps. Lasaallez is pe-
culiarly rich in coloring. Fuans painted by
these artists are sold for $125 to #5300 each.

The Growth of the Acorn.

The scornis the frult of the oak; the
soid gerin is a very small object at the
pointed end of the acorn, with the future
root uppermost, The acorn drops, and its
contents doubtless undergo important
molecular pud chemical changes while it
lies under winter covering of leaves or
suow. In the mild warmth of spring the
acorn swells, the little root elongates,
emerges from the end of the shell and, no
matter what the position of the acorn,
turns downward. The root penetrates the
soll two or three inches before the stalk
beging to show itsell and grow upward.
The “meat’” of the acorn nourishes both
root nind stalk, apd two years may piss be-
fore its store of food is entirely exhuusted.

At the end of a year the young oak hoas a
root twelve to eighteen inches long, with
numerous shorter rootlets, the stalk being
fromn six to eight fuches high. In this
stoge it differs from the sapling, and agaln
the sapling differs from the tree, ?{n watch
these transformations under the'lens is a
fascinating occupation.—Ohlo State Jour-
nul,
