Nym Crinkle thinks the present ten-
dency of the playwright is townrd eyn-
ieism and sermons rather than creative
work, “The American  people are
more deadly 1o earnest with life than
any other people on earth,! he says,
YThey are not sitling in the parquet of
exiatence to sneer at the abiding veri-
ties or to clap thelr hands at the pass-
ing hollowness. When they are tired
they will laugh ab the abzurdities or
cheer the jovinlities, but the moment
you begin to jibe the essantinls upon
which they have built their homes
they yanwn, The cold-blooded nihilisin
of such wit as Osear Wilde's is as for-
vign to the American temperament
und character as elephantinsis s for-
eign in ity glandulue system.  Every
mun and woman in Ameriea- who s
willing and 'abile to work expeects to
have o home if he or she hasu't got one
already.  When, therefore, a sneering
eynic of Fleet streef, who never lives
outside of a shop-house, or a boulevar-
tier of Paris, who defines virtue Lo be
o cocotte who is faithful for six weeks,
undertakes to sprinkle an Awerican
audicnee with his glittering views
of Jife, the American audicnce
is sensible of being bored by nn
undue amount of impudence and con-
ceil, and cannot forits life see why it
should pay $1.50 for a literary gin flzz
that cun be picked up for nothing in
any Bohemian resort.  The amount of
this sort of thipg is sufficlent to war-
rant the suspicion that the smart fel-
lows are all trying to outdo each other
in brilliant and reckless bitterness, A
play was onee an oeeurrence,  The ef-
fort now is to make it & conversation—
and n conversation with strychnine in
it. There is something deeply inter-
eating in this eyvoieal attitude of the
ougrent drama, beenuse it is undoubt-
edly the reflection of a eritical and not
of a creative epoch. 1t s bringing to
the front the elever, not the proeren-
tive man. The best of the English
dramns that are now snapped up do
not reverbernte the best aspirations,
the deepest sorrows, Lhe llercest wrongs
{ or the perennial gladness of the En
{ glish people.  Neither its faith nor its
fallures, its stress nor its trinmphs
come leapiog into evidence on the
boards.  Only 1= follies.  Tis every-day
hieroes who die working and hoping
have no eflicient chrouicler. Instead,
we get its wantons, its adventuresses,
its court fools aud issmart imbeciles.”
And the elever Mr Crinkle brings
proof that the prest mass of people
don't like them.
