soul to come to Christ for ealvation. He
8 level-besded; ho does uot slop over,
He does not allow his enthnsissm to run
away with bis renson. He does not talie
auy stock in sickly sentimentalism, nor
does he preach the gospel of gush,
be should lend aman his cont mnd the
thief refused to return it, he would not
nek bim  to take his eoat wlso, He
doss  not noderstand the sermon on
ths Mount, and therefors, ha does not
misinterpret or misupply it, He is notn
commuunist either in tbhe pulpit or out of
it. He does not array tho poor sgainst
the rieh, vor does Le indulge io the silly
clap-trap of those who preach that it fs s
heluous sin for noy wan to accumolate s
Iarge fortune. o his teaching and preach.
ing, and in his intercourse wich men, he
suceeeds when otlhers fail, beesuse e has
what they lave not—an ample stock of
eanctifled common sense,

ONE' ANNOYAXNCE

[n his evangslistio worl, Mr. Moody reta
groat store by singing. Ho belleves in
musie as a woral and spiritual fores, He
wapls o large choir, nod be urges every-
body to sing.  He wants “all people that
on earth do dwell" to “sing to the Lord
with elieerfal volce.,” It palbs him when
they refuse, Ho believes that gospel
bymuos are In many cases more effective
thin gospel sermons, Whether his ideas
of musio be right or wrong, itis a most
impréssive and inspiring thing to hear a
great congregation with heart and voice
praising the Lord. It grieves Mr, Moody
wlhen the music does pot go to suit him
Sometimes it wm the fanlt of the ehair,
sometimes of the organist, nud sometimes
of the congregation.

A case ovcurred not loug ago, when the
organist sorely tried him. The great con.
gregation was assembled; the chorns and
ita leaders wers fu thelr places; the hymn
was anuounced; butthe organist! Where
was et He was gone. In a fitof temper,
be locked the organ and put the key in his
pocket—as if the organ was hig personal
property—-and then he coolly wnljlw! out
of the church, His explanation was that
be bated the leadeor of the chorns more
than be buted the devil, and, therefore, he
would not play, Mr, Moody was grieved
as well as disappointed.

I hope Mr. Moody has roceived the hom-
ble mpology of tbat organist, I think I
may assure him that there is no other or-
guuist o the Christian world who wonld—
it in his senses—be guilty of such au act of
disconrtesy towards him, But thongh Mr.
Moody was both grieved and disappointed
he muintained his self-possession, nnd the
mesting was o grand snceesy, Ionly refer
to this iocident because it happened re-
cently, and becauss while it may be the
only joeident of the kind, in all My,
Moody's evangelistic career it shows that
evangelists, us well ag settled pastors, are
sometimes disturbed by what occcurs in
thie organ loft,

THE TENT SERVICES,

I must not overlook one grand featurs
In connection with the “Moody campaign”
inthe Wyoming valley and that s the
services conducted by four or five of his
co-laborers, who have been preaching in
tents. Theso tents have beén erected in
well-seleoted localities, where the muassas
conld easlly reach them, and they have
been crowded at nlmost every service,
Messrs, Whittle, Bliss and Belilverea ns
Erucherl. and Messrs, Stebbins  aund
Voeden as singers, have carried on this
work for several weeks, and these toeut
services will be beld perbaps for a mwonth
longer.  All classes and conditions of peo-
ple have flocked to thess tent mestings,
Already mors than 2,000 have expressed a
desire to live hencaforth a Christian life,
and Jet us bope that many; yes, let us
hope that ull of thess have been truly con-
verled,

The experiment of holding these tent
services injthe thickly settled vallay—where
tens of thousands of forelgners are em-
ployed in the conl mives—has been so suc-
ceaful, that it is likely to becoms & popular
Rinu for reaching the outiviog masses.
'his method of work, which has proved so
effective In thia region, is due to Mr.
Moody's fertile brain; and b counsel and
visits and timely belp have greatly
strengthened aud eacouraged the Chels-
tinn workers,
