Mill operations are good
and operations aeem to be plentiful,
for it is orders alone that the mill are
working on now. Generally when tbe
mills are kept busy on orders it denotes
tbat the market is in ratbergood shape,
and pricea are mostly on tbe raise dur-
ing that time. It is different now and,
though mills are working, the. opera-
tor are not at all satisfied with the
condition of things. One Pittsburg
manufacturer in speaking of the iron
and steel situation reoently to a Comme-

rcial-Gazette reporter said: "In all
my exp rience in tbe iron business, and
.hat has been long, I have not aeen the
situation ao totally demoralized as it
now is, Tbe bottom ia literally drop-
ping out of pricea and tbey are going
lower and lower. It ia true the milla
are working in very fair shape at the
present time, bnt they are working on
immediate demand orders, and that ia
the surprising feature of the thing to
think that under those cirenmstanoes
prices should continue to fall. This is
tbe first time I bave seen mills working
orders alone and tbe prices going down.
Tbey will go a great deal further be-

fore they atop,"

The output last week in manufac-
tured iron and steel continued to In-

crease, and the demand seems to be on
the increase. Tbe railroads are send-
ing In more orders in this line tban
tbey were some time ago, though not
to any great extent, but the increase is
felt The prioe in this line atill con-

tinues to be very low. Tbe pig iron
market is in rather a mixed condition
but by some it is laid an improvement
in tbia line is near at band. Produc-
tion in tbia line is better pushed, and
orders are being worked. Tbe atruo-tnra- l

material market remains about
aa it has been for several weeks. Tbe
demand is brisk and prices remain tbe ,

aame. Tbe shut down of tbe black
plate mills bas demoralized tbe sheet
bar market No change is perceptible
in galvanized sheets, neither ia it in
the mrebant ateel line. Orders for
steel plates are coming more regularly.
Prices remain unchanged, and tbe
market remains firm. Tbe price of
muek bar remaina nnehanged, but
there is little or no demand. Steel rails
still hold their prioe. The cheaper
gradeB of sorap iron are in very brisk
demand, and tbe scrap material gen-

erally is more brisk tban for some time.
With the increase in tbe output, soft
ateel blooms and blillets grow easier in
price.

Tbe improvements at tbe Homestead
ateel works are attracting a great deal
of attention, and it appears it is tbe
object of tbe corporation to make the
mill not only the finest and most mod-

ern in the world, but to have tbe largest
capacity and the largest mill. Tbe
119-inc- h mill, which when built about
seven years ago was the finest in the
world, is to be refitted and again sur-
pass tbe world. Several other depart-
ments are also to. be modernized.

FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

Stock and Bond.
New York, Oct. 9. The local stock mar-

ket opened weaker in sympathy with low
er prices from London. A break in sugar
added to the oppression ana the entire use
sold off rapidly. Tbe stock named was
heavy until tbe last hour of business, when,
under covering of short contracts, it ral-
lied to 82 from 6W early in tbe day and
closed with a net gain of per cent.

Other weak spots were tbe Grangers,
General Electric, Louisville and Nashville,
Northern Pacific preferred and Reading.
Distilling and Cattle Feeding was steady.
London was a seller of its specialties, and
this assisted the downward movement.
Tbe foreign exchange attracted more at-
tention I ecause of the continued strength
of tbe market. Posted rates were again
advanced c to 487H and 488. Tbe fur-
ther rise revived tola: of gold exports, and
it was stated that unless there is
material change in the situation at
least (500,000 will be forwarded
by Saturday'a European steamers. Ship-
ments at - tbe ' end of the year
are very usual The influences at work in
the sterling exchange market is tbe low
price for cotton, grains, etc, the inability
to lend money at anything like paying
rates; maturing sterling loans and efforts
on tbe part of a certaiu exchange house to
cover bills sold some time ago In anticipa-
tion of heavy export movement of cotton
and grain. Banks, as a general thing, are
not looking for any extended movement
of the yellow metal to Europe at this
time.
