Marvellous 18 the growth of this par-
ticular denuomination sinee the days of
thelr ploneer pastor—Rev., Willlam
Blshop—who came to Scranton in 17894
Just one hundred vears uago, who
Inbored with great results; but, in those
by-gone duys, the converts were united
to the Pittston Baptist chureh,
thut church which embraced all
vast territory covered now by Baptist
churches Innumerable, was known as
*the Pittston and Providence chureh.”

There ure muny incidents of supreme
Interest, which, no doubt, will be re
lated tomorrow a8 to the early fathers
of the church in this city, but every one
will readily admit the great inconven-
lence and hardships they suffered in
the cnuge of thelr great Master, The
first pastor—Mr. Bishop—bullt his own
residence of hewn logs, nnd It stood on
the site of Mr. Merrifield's residence,
and he was the owner of a farm of |
acres, which extended to the Lacko-
wannn river, so that a large portlon of
the glte of the Electric city was over
the property of n Baptist blshop.This,

The Presant Pastorate,

The fifth pastor s the lenrned young
divinewhonowoccuples the pulpit of this
important church and whose volee s
heard in all mattters for the welfare of
the citlzens of Beranton. He entersd
dutlies on May 1, 1800, and during his
pastorate 460 have swelled the ranks of
the church, of whom over 200 have been
buptized, The church hns been  re-
