Dr, B, B, 8lmmons, of Busquehanna,
read a paper on “*Clinieal Illustrations
of High Potencles,” and Dr, E, M, San-
tee, of Cortlandt, N, .Y., réend one on
“Clinle.,” Bothl were comprehensive
trisatises of the sick bed and were freely
discussed, The sesslon then adjourned
for . lneheon, The afternoon mecting
was not begun until 8 o'clock.

“On Monday, when exhausted by the
labors of the preceding day the clergy-
man has the blues; when some of his
best and most profitable patrons are
persuided to pass thelr case over to
the hands of some other disciple of
Aesculaplus the physician has  the
blues; when his ellent persists In doing
Just thé very thing that he has been
warned not to do, the lawyer has the
blues; when some apparently well-to-do
patron absconds between two  days,
leaving & generous unpald account to
be charged to profit and loss, the moer-
chant has the bHlues; whether it ralns or
shines, In drought or In good weather,
when the market Is good or when the
agricultural products are cheap, the
furmer has the blues; when the wash
woman falls to appear us she has
ngreed, or the cook threatens o sudden
und unlooked for departure, the houges
wife has the blues. In ghort, evervbody
has the blues

Effects of the Rlues,

depths of a well planned sulelde, The
troubles and trials of fe assall us all,
und discouragement broods over every
life, Grief for logs of felends or prop-
erty I8 natural, and to be expected;

the every-duy experlénce of the race,
und after glving way to emotion for a
time, one returns with a sore heart and
& long face to the same old jug trot of
lfe's eternal round of dutles, If, after
a reasonable time, he does not so re
tuin he I8 slck, his brain is disensed.

“CUne man |s always given to melan-
choly, to looking over the dark slde of
life, and after some sévere loss he
spends two or three weeks in moaning;
another Is always brave and hopefuol,
never gives way to reverses In busi-
ness or the trinds of domestie lferand
veot after o loss Of as profound a noature
ng the one clted nbove, he spends o
week In depression and despondenocy,
Of these two the former I8 not an un-
natural stote; the latter in an. unusual
stiate, is mentally il

“Three questions declde the mental
{iines of the patient: 1 Is the cause an
imaginary one? 2, Is the degree of de-
spondency at varlance with the tem-
perament and hablt of the patlent?
% I8 the degree of despondency out of
all proportion to the cause?

“The type of melanchollh that makes
the patient endedvor to attract the at-
tention of those about him, 10 the de-
luslon® which are harbored, and in
others only mildly, pessiitently. tifeloes
in the struggle to protée  Aelr troubles
upon the mind gnd sympathy of those
with whom they come in contact, In
thig type suicide is greatly to be feared,
1t will be segretly planned, carefully
apnd suddenly carried out and generally
successful.
