The current stock movement against
the conlers has been so bitter that It
indicates to the Philadelphla Record
elther that the rumored demoralization
in the coal trade has been arranged for
the sake of enabling the cliques to buy
that sort of shares, or that the short
Interest has been so extensive that its
representatives will stop ot nothing to
facilitate thelr own attempts to cover,
Throughout yesterday the street was
treated to an extraordinary combina-
tion of rumors, among which was one
glving the earnings of the Jersey Cen-
tral for the first elght months of the
current year, accompanlied by 4 state-
ment that the net result was less than
the fixed charges of the company for
the same period, and that 1ts dividend
might be passed for an indefinite time,
As Jersey Central is now very closely
held, it would have been impogsgible to
galn o knowledge of the real condition
of the company, unless it had been ob-
tained from the officinls of the road,
and thelr object In the clreulation of
such varns could only have been almed
at frightening real holders of that clasy
of stocks into selling before the Novem-
ber rally commences, Another rumor
was directed speclally agalnst the Deln-
ware and Hudson compuny in claiming
that the compuany's conl beds are near
the point of exhaustion. The latter wak
a speclally gratultous plece of Informa-
tlon that could only have started from
people who desired to depress the com-
pany's stock quotation. The latter two
stocks, as well as Luckawanna, broke
severely In thelr quotations, Lackii-
wanna dropped from 162 to 168, Jerdey
fell from 102% to #8%, and Delaware
and Hudson from 126% to 1201, " In all
the melee, however, Reading was ut no
time as low as It had been on the pre-
vious trading day, thereby demonstrat-
ing that the drive against the other
coalers hid been used as a cover under
which some clique had been buying
Reading. Real owners of Reading
would prefer a coal war because It
would enabls the company not only to
regnin /e portion of its lost 1wr_'r'--u(.n,r-~
