The meaning of the sufdden resijma-
tion of BEekley B, Coxe from the presi-
deney of the Deloware, Busquehanna
and Sehuylkill Rallroad comprny, the
Coxe Bros Iron Foundry and Manufac-
turing company and the Cross Creek
Conls company is thus explained: in a
Hagleton dispatch: It s known that
he had been for aome time endeavoring
to shape these vast interests go that
proper divislon could be made In the
event of accldent or death. The duties
devolying upon him have been tremen-
dous, and together with increasing on-
terprises he hus been burdened and to
& degree hanmpered so that he was un-
able to carry out some plang as orlg-
inally contemplated. The constant
gpreading out of the Delaware, Susque-
hanna and Schuylkill roud hak also de-
manded more attention thun clreums-
stances would permit him to give. To
enable him to carry out the plans and
place his road among the strong-
o8t coalers of the state It s
guld  that this step was  taken.
Alfred  Waters, genernl manager
of the Hrie and New York rallrond,
hasg been appointed to suceeed Mr. Coxe
us president, He will assume chargo
Deo, 1. Mr, Waters Is a practical rall-
road man, The Delaware, Busques
hanne and Schuylkill people have for
montha been busy making surveys and
gecuring the contour of the country
between  Drifton  and  Stroudsburg.
While no official announcement of the
intentions of the company i this re-
spect has been made, it is understood
that they will connect at Stroudsburg
with the Delaware, Lackawannn and
‘Western, thus giving them a direct line
to the coast. As it Is at present they
practicnlly control the conl tonnage of
the Lehigh rveglon, and with such ad-
ditional resources as this connectlon
would give them it would plaee the road
among the most important entering the
unthracite reglon”

Some one in the Phlladelphia Bulletin
thus exhibits his knowledge of anthra-
clte mining: “The grenter economy In
the use of coal, and the fact that coal
dugt s valuable as fuel, have brought
on o contention over the ownership of
the plles of culm or ‘waste’ conl which
have coleleted in the nelghborhood of
the anthracite mines of the state, As
thig ‘waste' represents the coal for
which the miners were not pald, thele
woges belng reduced In direct propors
tion to the amount of such ‘waste’ dis-
covered In thelr share of the dally
mined article, It certalnly seems thal
morally it belongs to them. But the
ownership of it from a strictly legal
standpoint I8 another thing, and It Is
in this aspect that the mine owners re-
gard the matter, The contention is an-
other instance of the multiplying difm-
culties arlsing from the low rate of
wages pald the miners and the bitter-
ness felt over the Introduction of great
hordes of Ignorant foreign labor In the
mines, and it 18 not lkely to be settled
amicably, for it involves a good deal of
money. The only square way to deal
with the subject, In the future, 1s for
the mine owners to pay the miners a
falr rate for the labor of mining the
culm and then to dispose of it them-
gelves Lo the best advantage they can,
It certninly is unfalr to refuse both pay
and all share of ownership to the men
who pruactically produce the artiele in
miarketable shape, Of courge, In re-
gard to the culm already accumulated,
it will be difficult to settle with the
men now worklng, as the actual produs
cers of the ‘waste' coal are for the most
part dead or have left the reglon,"

A recent declslon rendered by the
supreme court of this state Is of con-
siderable Importance to rallronds, The
capital stock of the Delaware, Susgue-
hanna and Schuvlkill sllroad was val-
ued for taxation at $2,000,000. The com-
pany had declared a dividend of 40 per
cent. upon §1,000,000 of capltal stock and
made net earnings for the year of $623,-
243, The commonwenlth malntalned
that the valuation should be §4,000,000,
and that the worth of the franchise
should be taken into consideration, The
supreme court has just upheld the state
in its view, and other rallroads In this
state will have to conform to the decl-
slon,

It is expeeted that the Tresckow conl
washery, nt present the property of the
Conlack Coal company, will change
hands on Dee. 1, A number of ‘Wikes-
Barre capitalists have been viewing
washery sites and determining the per-
centrge of coul In some of the glate
banks at the Yorktown and Tresckow
colllerles.
