One week ago Tuasday The Tribune
pubilished In its réport of the Abington
Baptist conference of pastors, which
met In the Penn Avenue Baptlst church
the day orlor, an account of the expul-
slon of F. A. Matteson, and algo hils

sun, from the conference, Mr. Maotte-
son, sr., subsequently called at thie
offiee, wnd, clalming that he waa slck

and in bed when this action was taken,
asked permission to give hig slde of the

story. Thls belng accorded, Mr. Matte-
yon wrote for publleation the follew-
Ing letter

Tt was sald that T wag compelled Lo
resign my pastorate of the Elmhurst
Baptist church and that o majority of
the membera were determined to dis-
pense with our services, This Is ab-
solutely false, 1 had a call from the
church where 1 had Hved from ohild-
hood and where 1 had beesn haptized
into the Baptist chureh. I did resign
ns pastor of the Elmhurst Baptlst
Church to accept the call, but the petl-
tlon herewith attached Is conciusive
evidence of the falsehood of the charge
A mujority of the
church members petitioned me to re-

| conglder my reslgnation and remain, as

no one before hid drawn us large an
audience, filing the house, or done as
honest, hard, Christian-like work as we
had. Finally, after prayerful consider-
ation, 1 declded to stay under certuln
conditions, which were afterward vio-
lited by u certnin few, whose alm is to

rule or ruin.
Resulied in n Split.
*Then many of the church members

solemnly declared they never would
tnter the old church or eluim fellowship
with those who abused thelr pastor, but
would unite with the other churches of
this place. Amd to save the Baptist
church of Elmhurst 1 organized an In-
dependent regular Baptist church, tok-
ing with me o large majority of the
active members of the old church. Our
nudience I8 lurge and still Inereasing.
Prayer meetings nre well attended and
gpirvitual, The Eabbath gchool 18 nquite
lurge; preéaching 1s held morning and
evening., CGod's spirit pervades in the
audlence, and last Sabbbath some elght
publiely requested prayerg and wighed
to beeome Christiang. Notwithstand-

ing the statement In the tem men-
tioned  that our eloguence was not
heard longer in the Elmhurst Baptist

chureh, we would say that we clalm no
eloguence, but a forgiving, Christ-like
spivit.  After we had organized the new
church, by o unanimous vote, T was ye-
quested to notify in wrltigg the cleric
of the old church, also the dencons, to
drop all the names of those who had
withdrawn to organize the new chureh,
a8 they were too indignanat over the
abuse of u certain few toward thems-
gelves and thier pastor to ask for let-
ters, 1 am Informed that six members
of the old church met and preferod
charges againgt us, and that one weel
later four met and expelled us, 1 was
slek and confined to my bed at the time.
What a wonderful expulsion, according
to the Baptist manual and church pol-
ity. 1 wish to stute hers that T was
confined In my room under the doctor's
care at the time the meeting of the
Pastor's  conference  convened In
Scranton, as mentioned In said item, In
regard to the trouble of my son that is
being settled In the court now, und all
who know him from a child will posi-
tively affirm that he is an exemplary
Christinn and a worthy young man,
We will not be Judged by our enemies
nelther will 1 notlee anything sald or
written by them. But if any one in
Elmhurst or Scranton will positively

| stnte over his signature that he knows

of vur dishonesty or anything eriminal
reliting to vur characters, 1 agk him to
do so through .the columns of this
PiLper.

The Conference's Action.

The Baptist pagtors of Scranton who
participated In the expulsion of the
Mattesons are a unit In condemning
them as unfit to occupy a pulpit. They
say they have Investigated the case
thoroughly and impartially and are In
the possession of affidavits In abund-
pnce proving the Mattesons what the
conference committeo of Inquiry report-
¢d them to be, Ample advance notlee
of the conferenmce's Inquiry was glven
to the defendants; and if they remalned
away from the conference the Baptist
pustors of Soranton eay it was becausgs
the father felgned sickness, or did not
c¢hoose to face the tribunal of (nguiry.
This |8 the report upon which the Mat-
tesons were expelled:

name of preachers of the gospel, and
they should not be countenanced by
