preeldents of the anthracite compunies
dolng buglness [n that elty will he pres-
ent.” The Record prints a rumor that
the “great coal rallroad companies hacl
pgreed between themselves to an abin-
donment of the MeLeod plan of buying
producers’ coal and to the substitution
therefur of fixed rateg of freight to all
points, thus leaving the snle price to
be gottled by each producer with his
own customers, while the raflrond com-
panles will adjust frelght rates so as 1o
absorh to themselves a greater profit
thun they have been recelving within
the Jast few months.  In this way it
wus contended that the rullroads could,
through united . action, spesdlly pro-
duce & settlement of the disputes inuu-
purnted Ly individunl operators.’ The
Times, after reviewing the subject at
length, announces thut “on Tuesday
next the sules agents will hold their
regulor monthly meeting in New York,
und It s thought that some definite
plan of aotion will then be proposed,
the secret meetings of last week simply
belng preparatory to a final adjustment
of the trouble at the meéting.”

rudl transportation, If there be o steady
demand; and stl]l another galn, It |s
claimed, would be secured by the adop-
tlon of such & system, namely, that it
would be unnecessary to avold produc-
Ing u large proportion of “slack,' or
culm. The advocates of this plan estl-
mite thit conl could be reduced to dugt
for from three to five cents a ton, and
washed free from pyrites, slate, and
other Impurities for five cents more, this
latter proceganldgs leaving It in a greatly
improved condition and increasing ite
mariket value.
